SEMI-MONTHLY MEETING

SEPTEMBER 25, 2013

A regular meeting of the Village of Oakfield Board of Trustees was called to order at 5:30 p.m. by Mayor Jeremy Yasses followed by the Pledge to the Flag.  The following Trustees were present:    Shelly D’Alba, Jason Armbrewster, Joan Stevens.    

Also present: Clerk/Treasurer Joyce Grazioplene, D.P.W. Supervisor Dave Laney, Scott Bova of MRB.
Scott Bova, MRB Group   The bid opening for the roof replacement project was on Friday, September 20.  Only one contractor attended.  The low bidder was Jos. A. Sanders & Sons at $67,373.00.  MRB has confirmed paperwork and references. They have contacted references and received glowing references.  They have not worked with them personally.  They have no reason not to recommend them.   Mr. Bova provided a letter of recommendation to award the contract to Jos. A. Sanders & Sons.  The bids were a little higher than expected.  The size of the project and location may have been a factor.   Trustee Armbrewster asked what it would cost to rebid.  Mr. Bova said we may not get any more bids, but it could attract new bidders. The cost to rebid would be approximately $2,000 - $2,500.   Bids could come in higher depending on the cost of material at the time.   Mayor Yasses asked about drainage issues or leaks after the project is complete.  Mr. Bova said there will be a limited warranty that will cover the first year.   Mayor Yasses asked that Supervisor Laney be kept informed during construction.    

A Motion  was made by Trustee Shelly D’Alba to accept the bid of Jos. A. Sanders & Sons in the amount of  $67,373.00 for the roof replacement project.  The motion was seconded by Trustee Joan Stevens.

OLD BUSINESS

1.  Water Tower Update   Mayor Yasses reported that he had asked Supervisor Laney to keep the ball rolling, and he did an excellent job making sure things progressed.  The welding is done, and the water main is installed to the tower.   Mayor Yasses attended the progress meeting today.  They said the project is 77% complete.  The paint crew is now there.  They are asking for dispensation for hours to work 7 days a week more than 8 hours a day.  They estimate 4-5 weeks to complete the painting.  The utility pole will be installed tomorrow.   They are planning to be online before winter.   Mayor Yasses spoke with a  Genesee County official regarding the THM system.   The County is not mandating it.  Mayor Yasses said he has done enough research on it – he feels comfortable not doing it at this time.
2.  Alabama Water Agreement   Trustee D’Alba reviewed a proposed agreement for the Town of Alabama.  The Village water rules and regulations will be attached as Schedule C.  Supervisor Laney will review and make any changes and then forward to Attorney Whiting for a final review. 

3.  OFD Lease Agreement   The Fire Department Board has the agreement and is reviewing it.   They will contact us with any questions.
4. Camden Group Contract    Mayor Yasses will review Attorney Whiting’s comments on the proposed agreement with the Clerk and then forward to Camden Group.
5. Zoning Amendments  The Board scheduled a Public Hearing for the Zoning Ordinance amendment regulating sandwich board signs for the next meeting October 15th, 2013 at 5:30 p.m.
6. North Pearl Street Parking   Mayor Yasses talked to Attorney Whiting about striping parking spaces on North Pearl Street.  Attorney Whiting wanted to see a survey.  Mayor Yasses arranged for a survey to be done October 2, 2013 at 9:00 a.m.   
NEW BUSINESS

1.  Approval of Minutes –   A  Motion was made by Trustee Joan Stevens to approve the minutes of the September 9, 2013 meeting.   The motion was seconded by Trustee Shelly D’Alba.

4. Request for Use of Triangle Park – Majestic Lights  A  Motion was made by Trustee Shelly D’Alba to approve the request for use of Triangle Park for the Majestic Lights celebration during the Christmas Season.   The motion was seconded by Trustee Joan Stevens.

5. November GAM Meeting    The Village is hosting the November GAM meeting.   The Clerk will look into a meeting place and menu. 

6. Camden Group Monthly Report     Trustee Armbrewster reviewed Camden’s August report.  The D.P.W. helped install all the filter media.  Clarifier 1 has been repaired.  The repairs were not as extensive as Clarifier 2.  The D.P.W. has been working well with Camden.   Planned projects:  purchase pipe and fabricate stronger wrenches to open/close new backwash valves, fix air lines on decant pipes in the sludge tanks.

7. D.P.W. Report  Supervisor Laney reviewed his monthly report.  They have started sidewalk removal.  They will be working on replacements next week.  Leaf pickup will be starting soon.  They will be scheduling hydrant flushing and exercising water valves, and also helping to rework the valve extensions at the sewer plant.
Memorial Parking Lot Light Pole Damage  On September 12th, a car knocked down a light pole in Memorial Park parking lot.  Our insurance company has been contacted and they are handling the claim with the other insurance company.  An estimate has been submitted.  
Having no further business to come before the Board, the meeting was adjourned at 7:15 p.m. on motion by Trustee Joan Stevens, seconded by Trustee Shelly D’Alba and carried by unanimous vote.
