A regular monthly meeting of the Village of Oakfield Board of Trustees was called to order at 5:00 p.m. by Mayor Jason Armbrewster, followed by the Pledge to the Flag.  The following Trustees were present: Scott Boring, David Boyle, John Mullen. Absent Trustee: John Igoe

PUBLIC COMMENTS: 

OLD BUSINESS:

1. Wendel Inc. Tree Services Proposal The Board would like Wendell Inc too present this proposal in a public meeting. 

2. Reed Beds/Sludge update; Mountain Engineering, Camden Group. Mountain Engineering and Camden Group provide the board with a written update. 
 
NEW BUSINESS:

1. Resolution # 7-2017 closing the streets for the Memorial Day Parade
A Motion was made by Trustee Boyle to approve Resolution # 7-2017 closing the streets for the Memorial Day Parade, second by Trustee Mullen.  Ayes: Boring, Boyle, Mullen. Carried
2. Part-Time Emergency Help for DPW. No Motions offered. 
3. Camden Report. Written Report Submitted. Lou Moretti and Al Graham gave verbal report as well. 
A Motion was made by Trustee Boyle to purchase two industrial floor fans for the sludge building for use of drying the sludge at a cost not exceed $1000.00, second by Trustee Boring. Ayes: Boring, Boyle, Mullen. Carried. 
4. Fire Chief Report. Chief McIntire presented the Fire Departments budget request for 17-18. The Board asked for some small changes and will present the updated budget at April 10ths meeting.
5.   D.P.W. Report. Written Report Submitted. 

6.   Clerk’s Report. The Village Board reviewed 3 proposals from online payment providers. They have decided Xpress-Pay is the most cost effective of the proposals submitted. The Board is not interested in entertaining insurance quotes from other providers at this time and will post and RFP if they decide to entertain proposals. 

A Motion was made by Trustee Boring to approve Xpress-Pay as the third-party payment provider of online and by the phone payments via Credit Card/Debit Card/ACH E-Checks, with a fee structure of 2.85% per transaction that gets passed along to customer as a maintenance fee, or $2.50 per transaction for E-Checks at a cost to the Village of $10/month for the capabilities and reporting, second by Trustee Boyle.  Ayes: Boring, Boyle, Mullen. Carried
[bookmark: _GoBack]A Motion was made by Trustee Boring to approve ZBA Member Peter Vandetta to attend a Zoning training seminar held at the Clarion in Batavia in May at a cost of $75, second by Trustee Mullen. Ayes: Boring, Boyle, Mullen. Carried

A Motion was made by Trustee Boring to approve use of a community facility at Triangle Park on April 16th, 2017 for the Methodist church with the understanding this is not a Village Sanctioned Event as to abide by the separation of Church and State, second by Trustee Boyle.  Ayes: Boring, Boyle, Mullen. Carried

7.   Mayor’s Report.
A Motion was made by trustee Boyle to enter executive session @ 6:55pm for a personnel issue, second by trustee Boring. Ayes: Boring, Boyle, Mullen. Carried. 
A Motion was made by Trustee Boyle to close executive session @ 7:06, second by trustee Boring, Ayes: Boring, Boyle, Mullen. Carried. 
8. Tentative Budget Workshop. 
a) General Fund:
For the Tentative Budget, the Board would like to increase the tax rate by 1.15%, or $.045/1000 up to 4.039/1000 of assessed value, which will be under the tax cap reporting requirement for over-rides and still considered a tax freeze.  The Board also reviewed implementing a Fund Balance Policy that will regulate the amount of unappropriated funds in each fund. The Board has decided that 20%-30% is a fair percentage for each fund and will hold a public hearing in April before approving said policy that will be effective June 1st, 2017. 
b) Water Fund
For the Tentative budget, to Board would like to increase the water rates as follows:
AG users: $4.25/1000 and cap the number of quarterly user fees (units) to 10 per account, which are $40 per user fee. Residential/Commercial Usage rate of $5.15/1000 gallons and a user fee of $40 per dwelling per quarter. 
The Board would also like to increase the shut off fee to $75 per shut off from its current cost of $25.00
c) Sewer Fund
For the Tentative budget the Board would like to increase the sewer rate to a cost of $5.00/1000 and a user fee of $24 per dwelling per quarter. 
Having no further business to come before the Board, the meeting was adjourned @ 8:42 p.m. on A Motion by Trustee Boyle, seconded by Trustee Mullen. Ayes: Boring, Boyle, Mullen    Carried.

RESOLUTION # 7 - 2017 -  A RESOLUTION TO APPROVE THE CLOSING OF STREETS WITHIN THE VILLAGE OF OAKFIELD FOR THE ANNUAL MEMORIAL DAY PARADE  ON MAY 29th , 2017 

	WHEREAS, the Hiram G. Luhman Post #626, as part of the annual Memorial Day Celebration, has scheduled a “Memorial Day Parade” to take place on Monday, May 29th, 2017, from 11:00 a.m. until approximately 11:30 a.m.

	WHEREAS, the proposed parade routes include a portion of New York State Route 63, located within the Village of Oakfield between its north boundary and South Pearl Street, just south of the intersection of Drake Street (New York State Route 262), 

	WHEREAS, the Village Board of Trustees of the Village of Oakfield has determined that it is necessary to close a portion New York State Route 63 within the Village of Oakfield as described herein in order to adequately protect the health, safety and welfare of the participants in the parade and spectators along the parade route,

	NOW, THEREFORE, IT IS HEREBY RESOLVED AND ORDERED by the Village Board of the Village of Oakfield, New York that a portion of New York State Route 63 shall be closed within the Village of Oakfield, New York on Monday, May 29, 2017 at approximately 11:00 a.m. in order to permit the passage of a parade along said route, and 

	BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED AND ORDERED, that said road shall be reopened to the passage of vehicular traffic as soon as practicable after the conclusion of said parade, and 

	BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED AND ORDERED, that during the aforementioned periods of time New York State Route 63 shall be closed as follows: 

	1. Genesee County Sheriff’s Department and/or Oakfield Fire Department Fire Police will close New York State Route 63 (Main Street) northbound at the intersection of North Pearl Street, and New York State Route 63 (Main Street) southbound at the intersection of Broadway Avenue, and will be available at those intersections to provide alternate directions. 

	2.  Road closing barricades and/or Fire Department Fire Police will be at all access streets, namely: Cary Avenue, Gibson Street, Forest Avenue, Maple Avenue, Water Street, Drake Street and North Pearl Street to prevent traffic from entering Main Street.  

	3.  The Genesee County Sheriff’s Department will lead the parade with a patrol car and follow the end of the parade with a patrol car.  

	BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED AND ORDERED, that all traffic control devices to be erected shall be approved by the New York State Department of Transportation as required by law.
