RESOLUTION #21 of 2017 - APPROVING THE TOWN OF OAKFIELD TO REGULATE THE CLOSING THE OF STREETS AND PARADE PRECESSIONS FOR THE VILLAGE OF OAKFIELD AND FILING ALL NECESSARY PAPERWORK WITH THE NYS DOT. 

	WHEREAS, the Town of Oakfield, located in Genesee County New York, has submitted the proper undertaking paperwork to the New York State Department of Transportation to regulate all street closings and parade processions on behalf of the Village of Oakfield and the Town of Oakfield. 

	WHEREAS, the Town of Oakfield has agreed to submit and have approved all Perm-33c paperwork, processional maps, applicable street closings resolutions, and barricades needed to New York State Department of Transportation for both the Town Roads and Village Streets. 

	WHEREAS, the Village Board of Trustees of the Village of Oakfield has determined that it is in the best interest of both parties to approve this authorization that will remain in effect indefinitely until notified in writing by the Town of Oakfield otherwise.
