Main was presented to the Board. The Board will, in writing, provide a written timeline of the projected plans for full restoration of the sink hole on Main St. 

2.  Waste Water Plant Improvements Update. Mountain Engineering President proposed 3 options for designing and engineering beginning the improvements at the plant, beginning with an addition to the sludge storage barn and drying beds. Still no official word on securing grant funds as 4 applications were submitted in the amount of $3,820,000.
