PUBLIC COMMENTS: 

Ken Yunker spoke to the Board about the sink hole located on Main St and the plan for restoration. 

Residents were given an opportunity to speak for or against the potential creation of Fire District or Fire Protection District. Several Residents spoke and stated their opinions and asked any questions they had in an open forum discussion.

A Motion was made by Trustee Igoe to authorize the posting for a new Part-Time DPW Laborer at a pay rate of $12 per hour and hold interviews by Oct 6th, 2017, and post in the daily news, second by Trustee Boyle. Ayes: Boyle, Igoe, Mullen. 

3.   Code Enforcement Reporting. Mayor Armbrewster gave a verbal report. 

4.   Information Gathering on the possible Creation of an Administrator Position in the   Village of Oakfield. Mayor Armbrewster gave a verbal report. 

5.  Discussion about potentially creating an Administrator Position in the Village of Oakfield.

6.   D.P.W. Report. Written Report Submitted. DPW Supervisor Laney has been directed to be on the on-call schedule as needed. 

A Motion was made by Trustee Igoe to remove DPW Employee Carlsen from the on-call schedule until he returns to work unrestricted from his doctor due to his recent designation of restricted duties based on an injury sustained that required Workman’s Compensation, second by Trustee Boyle. Ayes: Boyle, Igoe, Mullen. Carried.  

A Motion was made by Trustee Igoe to send 2 employees to a water training seminar at no cost with a lunch allowance not to exceed $30 total, second by Trustee Mullen.  Ayes: Boyle, Igoe, Mullen. Carried.

A Motion was made by Trustee Boyle to exit Executive Session @ 9:02 PM, second by Trustee Igoe. Ayes: Boyle, Igoe, Mullen. Carried. 
A Motion was made by Trustee Igoe that the Village must be compensated for chlorinating the water that leaves the Village and cannot be charged to outside users with the expansion of County Water Phase 2, the DPW supervisor is directed to Genesee County Health Department to inquire further, Second by Trustee Mullen. Ayes: Boyle, Igoe, Mullen. Carried.
