RESOLUTION #24 -2016 AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR TO EXECUTE AN EASEMENT AGREEMENT

WHEREAS, Yunker’s are the owners of a parcel of land by Deed recorded in the Genesee County Clerk’s Office in Liber 850 of Deeds page 187, part of which consists of .82 acres, situate on the south side of South Main Street, tax parcel 5.-1-56; and
	WHEREAS, Oakfield needs to utilize a portion of the parcel for repair to a storm water drain pipe; repair of sinkhole damage; and maintenance of water, storm water, and sanitary sewer lines; and
	WHEREAS, it is proposed that Oakfield be granted an easement over that land described in Schedule A attached hereto and made a part hereof of said parcel for the work described in the prior paragraph.
	WHEREAS, in consideration of One Dollar ($1.00) and other good and valuable consideration, the parties to this Agreement do mutually covenant and agree for themselves, their heirs, legal representatives, successors and assigns as follows:
	1.	Yunker’s hereby grant to Oakfield/and its contractors and agents an easement, one being temporary and the other being permanent, over the land described in Schedule A including, but not limited to persons, vehicles and utilities including, but not limited to sewer and water pipelines, and ingress and egress to said land described in Schedule A for the installation of drainage pipe, repair of sinkhole damage and maintenance of water, storm water, and sanitary sewer lines.  Further, if Oakfield or its contractors or agents shall cause damage to the easement land, then Oakfield shall be responsible for and pay any and all damages caused by Oakfield or its contractors or agents.
	2.	Neither Yunker’s nor Oakfield may impede access to the easement land or egress from it, except during periods of construction or repair, when Oakfield shall control access to the easement area.
	3.	In the event Yunker’s elect to improve the existing easement land for any purpose, they agree to improve the said easement land so as to conform to the requirements of the necessary governmental and/or municipal bodies regulating the development of the easement land and further agree that any such improvement will not impair the purposes of this easement.  Yunker’s shall be solely and completely responsible for all costs of the improvement of the existing easement land and shall not have the right to be reimbursed by or to seek contribution from Oakfield for any of the cost of the improvement to the easement land.
[bookmark: _GoBack]	4.	Yunker’s shall pay for the reasonable maintenance and repair of the easement land and reconstruction of the easement land after any improvement.
	5.	Oakfield shall provide snow removal for the easement land as needed for maintenance or repair work but not otherwise.
	6.	Upon completion of any construction, repair or maintenance under this easement, the party performing the construction, repair or maintenance shall restore the easement land and adjoining land to the condition it was in prior to such construction, repair or maintenance.
	7.	The easement land or any improvement thereon shall not be obstructed at any time.  No parking shall be permitted on the easement land or any part thereof.
	8.	Except in an emergency, no act of maintenance, repair or construction of the easement area shall be undertaken without reasonable advance written notice by the party taking action to the other party.
	9.	This Agreement shall be perpetual and constitute a covenant running with the land that shall be binding upon the heirs, legal representatives, successors and assigns of the parties hereto.  
WHEREAS, the Village Board after due deliberation, finds it in the best interests of the Village of Oakfield to requested the granted easement to the extent and as set forth herein.   
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Mayor is hereby authorized to execute an Easement Agreement on behalf of the Village and directs that same shall be recorded in the Office of the Clerk of the County of Genesee in accordance with the above.
