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VILLAGE OF OAKFIELD BOARD OF TRUSTEES

SEMI-MONTHLY MEETING

September 28, 2015
A regular meeting of the Village of Oakfield Board of Trustees was called to order at 5:00 p.m. by Mayor Jason Armbrewster followed by the Pledge to the Flag.  The following Trustees were present:  Shelly D’Alba.  Absent: Trustee’s Joan Stevens, Scott Boring and Dave Boyle. 
Also present: D.P.W. Supervisor Dave Laney, Deputy Clerk Michelle Bartholomew, Steve Mountain, Chad Williams, Frank Riccobono and Jim Tabor.
OLD BUSINESS

1.
Steve Mountain presented to the Board the Projects update.  


Forest Ave. and Water St. Reconstruction Project-They are hoping to get started on gutters this week but National Fuel shut the contractor because they didn’t have a ticket for water.  He said they should probably start sometime early next week.  The inspector Mark will be notifying the residents of parking.  Steve Mountain said he doesn’t want the gutters steep. He said our gutters call for a 2 ½ on back side and a 1 ½ on the front side.  They submitted a 3 ½ by 2 ½ which would not work and also a 24 inch.  The other option would be to do by hand.  He said there would be a savings, less concrete with more asphalt.  He also said if you go with the smaller gutter, the Village should ask for a credit offer.  He also said it will still function and do what you want it to.  The only downfall is the extra 6 inches of asphalt that the Village would have to maintain in the future like fill and pave.  Mayor Ambrewster said he would like the residents to have a nice profile and go ahead with the 24 inch and not hold up anything.  Steve Mountain said Visone is substantially complete as of the 18th.  He said we need to set up a meeting with them to talk with them of extension of time and any liquidated damages.  Steve Mountain will touch base with Deputy Mayor D’Alba to set a date.  The Village has received only 3 letters back from residents to widen their approach.

Sanitary Sewer Evaluation Study (SSES)-Steve Mountain said he still has the report to finish up and get submitted to EFC and will get the last bid of funding.  A grant opportunity came along from the DEC, the Water Quality grant, he said he changed the report to kind of be able to use for that also.  He submitted a grant application for the Waste Water Plant in July or August.  The Economic Development Council did list the Village of Oakfield as a priority project.  He suspects he should here from the governor by November or December.  Mayor Armbrewster said with the new sewer camera that if you need anything the DPW can help since some of the camera work was not done.  The DPW can monitor it.
NEW BUSINESS   

1. New Fire Department Engine Truck Mayor Armbrewster asked Chad Williams to open and read the 6 bids that were presented to the Village board and the Oakfield Fire Department for a new Fire Truck Pumper.  Two bidders were present.  Jim Tabor of Empire Emergency Apparatus and Frank Riccobono of Firehouse Apparatus Inc.  The lowest bid was Firehouse Apparatus for the amount of $383,141.00.  Chad Williams said he is going to bring the bids to the fire hall for the members to review them.  The fire department will get back to them on which meeting they will attend and discuss their decision with the board.  Mayor Armbrewster asked about financing.  Both said they will work with the board on the best option for the Village.

 Clerk’s Report – Deputy Clerk Bartholomew read the Clerk’s report (Clerk Maguire at NYCOM conference).  A concerned resident came into the office and addressed the blind spots when leaving the Municipal lot across from Crazy Cheap Cars.  Second, waiting for Freed Maxick to issue statements and give the clerk the go ahead to post June’s journal entries.  The clerk would recommend that Freed Maxick come in July of next year instead of September.  Next is that the clerk will need to report to the County what positions need to be filled in for elections.  2 trustees are up for re-election.  He also said he will bill Randso Pipeline for the water flushing in WD4 roughly 535,000 gallons at cost, that would help the loss water average. Lastly, Sensus will be in the office on October 20-22 to get software set up and that this is not the training.
3.     DPW Report DPW Supervisor asked the board that there is a training seminar in Cheektowaga put on by the Western NY Water Works Conference and would like to go and one other guy if they need hours.  Mayor Armbrewster said they can’t vote on that today but gave him permission to go.  DPW Supervisor Laney said he met with Cracko this week and gave him a price of approximately $8,000.00 for crack sealing, but you have to schedule the machine 3 weeks in advance and he would need 3 men for labor.  He also talked with Magic Seal and they gave him a price of approximately $13,750.00 which includes everything including the supply of labor and can be here the first part of next week and will be done in approximately 2 days and with Magic Seal we can turn that in for reimbursement on our CHIPS.
4. Mayor’s Report   Mayor Armbrewster said he has been approached on getting a yield sign for the crosswalk on Main St. by Crazy Cheap Cars.  DPW Supervisor said he’s been through this before and it’s going to be hard to get one.  Mayor Armbrewster said the DOT told him you have to go through the process and they are going to try for it.  This will be discussed at the next meeting.   Mayor Armbrewster said that the with this new water tower, he has a contact with Olean has the same system and asked if we have any questions we can talk to them or visit them and that Joe Zippi will remotely go in there and show us the system and asked the Deputy Clerk to be present for that.
Having no further business to discuss, the meeting was closed at 6:00 p.m.
