SEMI-MONTHLY MEETING
January 13, 2014

A regular meeting of the Village of Oakfield Board of Trustees was called to order at 5:30 p.m. by Mayor Jeremy Yasses followed by the Pledge to the Flag.  The following Trustees were present:   Shelly D’Alba, Jason Armbrewster, and Joan Stevens
Also Present:   Clerk/Treasurer Joyce Grazioplene, D.P.W. Supervisor Dave Laney, Code Enforcement Officer Bruce Gerould, Steve Mountain, Mountain Engineering, Nicholas Beechler, Alto B.,  Grace and Ron Bilby, Dave Boyle.  

Steve Mountain – Mountain Engineering   Mr. Mountain reported he will going to the Town Board meeting tomorrow to present Village plans for the sewer capital improvements.   He will review the condition of the plant and short and long term needs with them.  Trustee D’Alba asked if there are any long term projects in the Town that would impact the sewer system.   Mr. Mountain said he is not aware of any at this time.  He wants to keep the Town informed and get their support.   He continues to update State agencies on Village plans.   The Sanitary Sewer Evaluation Survey grant award notice was in the mail today.   The study will be required in order to obtain funding for any capital improvements.  This will increase funding opportunities.  The grant was for $30,000.00.    He met with Supervisor Laney to review steps and work to be done.   He has spoken to Camden Group regarding what they can do.  Rural Water may also be able to provide some of the services.  There is a 20% local match of $6,000.00 that can be provided with in-kind services.   The total project cost estimate is $39,890.00.  The Village would be responsible for the balance of $3,890.00 if needed.  Some of the equipment needed may be available through shared services.   There are resolutions required to move forward with the grant.

Nick Beechler  Mr. Beechler spoke to the Board regarding a problem with flooding on his property which is causing erosion to his driveway.  He feels this is caused by the piling of snow on the vacant lot next to his property.    He said the land changed in use and drainage has to be provided for a change in use.  He has submitted a letter to the Village stating that they would be responsible if there is an injury.  He showed a video from December 22, 2013 showing water running down his driveway.  He said there is water running down his driveway right now.   He also complained about the drains not working on Water Street.  Supervisor Laney said he was not aware of any problem with the drains – he will check it out.

	WHEREAS, the Village has proposed to complete a Sanitary Sewer Evaluation Survey (SSES); and
WHEREAS, 6 NYCRR Section 617.5 under the State Environmental Quality Review Act (SEQR) provides that certain actions identified in subdivision(c) of that section are not subject to environmental review under the Environmental Conservation Law;
NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that the Village hereby determines that the proposed Sanitary Sewer Evaluation Survey (SSES) project / Planning Grant #31365 is a Type II actionin accordance with 6 NYCRR Section 617.5 (c)(18) which constitutes the "information collection including basic data collection and research, water quality and pollution studies, traffic counts, engineering studies, surveys, subsurface investigations and soils studies that do not commit the agency to undertake, fund or approve any Type I or Unlisted action” and is therefore not subject to review under 6 NYCRR Part 617.

1. AUTHORIZATION FOR REPRESENTATIVE TO SIGN DOCUMENTS
2. AUTHORIZATION AND APPROPRIATION OF LOCAL MATCH (20% LOCAL MATCH)
3.  ACCEPTANCE OF ENGINEERING PROPOSAL AND ENGINEERING AGREEMENT

	WHEREAS, the Village has proposed to complete a Sanitary Sewer Evaluation Survey (SSES); and
	WHEREAS, the cost of completing the SSES is estimated at $ 39,890.00; and
	WHEREAS, the Village Oakfield has received an Engineering Planning Grant (EPG) Award commitment in the amount of $ 30,000.00  to pay for a portion of the cost of completing a SSES; 
WHEREAS, Mountain Engineering, PLLC has submitted a proposal (attached) for a portion of the cost of the SSES;
WHEREAS, it is anticipated that the Village’s contract wastewater system operator along with Village forces will complete portions of the SSES, and
NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that the Village Mayor is authorized to execute a Grant Agreement with the NYS Environmental Facilities Corporation and any and all other contracts, documents and instruments necessary to bring about the Project and to fulfill the Village’s obligations under the Engineering Planning Grant Agreement; and
FURTHER BE IT RESOLVED, that the Village authorizes and appropriates a minimum of 20% local match as required by the Engineering Planning Grant Program for the Sanitary Sewer Evaluation Survey (SSES) Project. Under the Engineering Planning Grant Program, this local share match must be at least 20% of the total project cost. The maximum local share appropriated subject to any changes agreed to by the Village Mayor shall not exceed $9,890.00 (either cash and/or in-kind services) based upon a total estimated maximum project cost of $39,890.00 including any potential increases. The Village Mayor may increase this local match through the use of in-kind services without further approval from the Village Board; and
FURTHER BE IT RESOLVED, that the Village authorizes Mountain Engineering, PLLC to complete the scope of work as outlined in the proposal dated January 8, 2014.
