SEMI-MONTHLY MEETING

January 23, 2012
A regular meeting of the Village of Oakfield Board of Trustees was called to order at 5:30 p.m. by Mayor Rick Pastecki followed by the Pledge to the Flag and Prayer.  The following Trustees were present:   Jason Armbrewster, Joan Stevens, Shelly D’Alba, and Dean Joslyn.   
Also present: Clerk/Treasurer Joyce Grazioplene, D.P.W. Supervisor Dave Laney, Jeremy Yasses, Karen Cianfrini, Town Supervisor Mike Cianfrini, Code Officer Bruce Gerould, Brian Skelton.
OLD BUSINESS

1.  Transmission Main Project    
a. Amendment – Legal Services   An amendment to the legal services agreement for the water tower/transmission main project was submitted by Attorney DiMatteo not to exceed $12,000.00.       A Motion  was made by Trustee Shelly D’Alba, seconded by Trustee Jason Armbrewster and carried by unanimous vote to approve the amendment to the legal services agreement not to exceed $12,000.00. 
2.  Code Enforcement Report   Code Officer Gerould reported he filed the 1203 report with the State today.    He has 5 - 6 permits still open that he is working on.  
3. Water Tower   Mayor Pastecki reported on the January 11, 2012 meeting on the water tower options.   All interested parties attended the meeting including the Town of Alabama Supervisor and Councilperson, Town of Oakfield Supervisor and all Town Board members, Town Assessor, Town Justice and representatives from the County and State Health Departments.  It was determined the Village needed to move forward with the tower.  Tom Carpenter has submitted plans to the Health Department.  Once they are approved it can be put out to bid.   The Village will need to discuss the land purchase with the Town.    Trustee Armbrewster wanted it noted that the Board did do a lot of research into other options to try to save money – there is no other choice but to put up a tank.   Town Supervisor Cianfrini suggested the Board check with GCEDC regarding any available funds.
4. 49 So. Main Street   Resolution #3-2012 Approving Counteroffer   After discussion the Board decided they needed more information from Attorney Whiting before acting on the Resolution.  A motion  was made by Trustee Jason Armbrewster, seconded by Trustee Joan Stevens and carried by unanimous vote to table the Resolution until a meeting can be arranged with Attorney Whiting.  
5.  Ordinance Amendments   Attorney DiMatteo has been reviewing existing local laws, and will be submitting his recommendations.

NEW BUSINESS   

1. Approval of Minutes –  A motion was made by Trustee Jason Armbrewster , seconded by Trustee Shelly D’Alba and carried by unanimous vote to approve the minutes of the January 9, 2012 meeting.   

2.     Financial  Reports The Board reviewed the December financial reports. 

3. Fire Protection Agreement A motion  was made by Trustee Joan Stevens, seconded by Trustee Shelly D'Alba and carried by unanimous vote to approve the Fire Protection Agreement with the Town of Oakfield and Oakfield Fire Department in the amount of $48,859.24.   

4.  D.P.W. Report   Transmission Main Update  They have begun the initial startup.  It did not go well.  They are getting more professionals in tomorrow to make adjustments to valves, etc.  

Water District #2  Supervisor Laney reported that Water District #2 has another leak.

BOCES Co-op  Supervisor Laney was contacted by a student in the BOCES Conservation program who would like to do a co-op in the Village.  The teacher will be getting in contact with Supervisor Laney to discuss the requirements. It would require some payment to the student for hours worked.  Mayor Pastecki said he is familiar with the program – he will get more information.   

5.  GAM Meeting   Trustee Armbrewster reported on the GAM meeting he attended.  They tabled discussion on health insurance until the next meeting due to the small attendance.  The next meeting will be at the Batavia Town Hall.     The Village will be hosting a meeting in November, 2012.    
PUBLIC COMMENTS

Jeremy Yasses  would like to see the Village released from the Capwell property as soon as possible.  Also is concerned with how much the debt service will be and how it will be charged.         

Supervisor Mike Cianfrini   suggested the Board look at their Time Warner Franchise Agreement.  The Town is in the process of negotiations to renew the franchise, and have discovered the Franchise Fee was being passed through to the customers.  Their Agreement specifically stated it was not to be.   Residents may be due a refund.   He suggested the Board look at adding the debt service to the user fee instead of rolling it into the rate. He thanked the Board for taking a second look at the purchase of 49 So. Main Street.  
Having no further business to come before the Board, the meeting was adjourned at 6:30 p.m. on motion by Trustee Joan Stevens, seconded by Trustee Shelly D'Alba and carried by unanimous vote.
