


			VILLAGE OF OAKFIELD BOARD OF TRUSTEES
MONTHLY MEETING
October 14th, 2014 
A regular meeting of the Village of Oakfield Board of Trustees was called to order at 7:00 p.m. by Mayor Jason Armbrewster, followed by the Pledge to the Flag.  The following Trustees were present: Joan Stevens, David Boyle, and Shelly D’Alba, Scott Boring.
Also Present: Clerk/Treasurer, Andrew Maguire; D.P.W. Supervisor, David Laney; Code Enforcement Officer, Bruce Gerould ; Zoning Officer, Rick Pastecki; EJ Prescott Representative, Peter DiBenedetto; Ron D’alba, Anne Engle, and Judy Boyle.
PUBLIC COMMENTS: 	
Mayor Armbrewster read a Building Code and Zoning Consultation Letter from Zoning Officer Clint Worthington, reviewing a proposal of the property 11/15 Water Street in regards to building an accessory building in an R-2 district. Section 213 of the Village of Oakfield zoning law covers State Environmental Quality Review (SEQR) requirements. The property is in an R-2 district and would need a SEQR completed before funding or construction. The R-2 district is for family dwellings, not commercial use.  An accessory building needs to be clearly defined and laid out and impacts on environment and mitigation need to be examined. All internal lay outs must be submitted, the property owner does have a right to apply for a permit. The village has a duty to be fair and thorough in this process. Construction techniques are spelled out in N YS building code. Area requirements are different for an accessory building for a single family dwelling, then they are for a non-residential building. If a tenant cannot have access to it, it would be considered non-residential category with more strict requirements,. Section 301a states that there shall not be more than one principal structure with one principal use in and R-1 or R-2. If the second building is controlled by a second party, would that be considered 2 uses? With current size of lot, the structure would have a much larger footprint than that of the home. The R-1 and R-2 district is designed to accommodate single and multi-family dwellings and promote a positive community character. Placing a 60x60 that resembles a commercial building and does not seem to honor this statement. 

Anne Engle spoke and stated that she agreed with the consultation letter from Mr. Worthington. 

Ron D’Alba asked about being in compliance with the previous ruling of the parking lot. Mayor Armbrewster said it is being addressed as it needs to be. Mr. D’alba also stated he has lived in Oakfield for 75 years and is very passionate about the community. 

Judy Boyle, appreciates the ZBA board and know the zoning board well. Thank you to Mr. Laney and his group. The village looks well maintained, the flowers on Main Street for the summer looked wonderful and throughout Oakfield. 

Peter Dibennetto spoke and said he is here to answer any questions the board may in regards to the dealing with EJP. 



OLD BUSINESS:
 
1. Water Tower Close Out/Update: 
A) Sensus Metering Agreement: The Board of Trustees reviewed the AMI Agreement with Sensus and found no conflicts with its content.  No Board member has more than 10% ownership in any FCC regulated organization.  Mayor Armbrewster will sign and send to EJ Prescott and Sensus. 
2. Sanitary Sewer Evaluation Study Update:  
New monitors have been installed in the sewer system and have been checked a couple times. Mayor Armbrewster Smoke testing maybe delayed.  
Forest and Water St Reconstruction: Mayor Armbrewster asked about replacing existing sidewalks on the streets. DPW Supervisor Laney spoke about completing one street a year, and also addressed the possibility of putting the sidewalks out to bid with this process. The Board feels it is a good idea to have alternative bids on the sidewalks that need to be replaced. Next month, Steve Mountain should be able to present gas company information and ask if we want to replace the lines as well and coordinate as much of the process as we can with other parties. Plans for next meeting and have it out to bid and ready to go for the spring. 

NEW BUSINESS:

1. Fire Chief Report: No formal report given. Mayor Armbrewster received an email from former Fire Department Chief, Brad Hilchey stating he is on full disability. He will need to return his equipment and radios.
2. Zoning/Code Reports: Code Officer, Bruce Gerould: Mr. Gerould reports there are only 6 permits open. He has been working on fire inspections for places of assembly and some businesses in the Village. Annual process for these places and apartments of more than 2. Mayor Armbrewster asked if there are any open permits for accessory buildings. Mr. Gerould stated no, there are not. Business are every 3 years. Records for the last 3 years. Mr. Siro has had an open permit for almost a year, but they need to move. The list is much better than last year. 

Zoning Officer, Rick Pastecki: Absentee landlords are difficult to contact to service their lawns, weeds and debris. Mr. Pastecki had 5 cases in court last month. 13 maple Ave is still an issue and nothing has been done to the property. Deadline was given to the owner of By Sept 29th, they have not completed what was agreed upon. Abandoned homes have been taken care of quickly and efficiently. Only one garage sale permit was submitted in the last month. 35 hours in this report has been put in. Mayor Armbrewster is not comfortable with a letter that was sent to Mr. Ognibene pertaining to 11/15 Water St. An accessory building of large magnitude is not a typical structure. It will be an eye sore based on r-1 and r-2 districts conformity. It is a concern based on property value and zoning regulations. The request Mr. Pastecki received was based on lot size and schedule “A” of zoning laws. It only stated an accessory building of maximum size based on zoning laws. He also contacted City of Batavia to seek their opinion and guidance. He said the village ordinance states this. The resident/tenants may not use the structure and must be addressed. The village zoning laws do not truly address this. Personal items are difficult to monitor and you cannot tell a person of what he wants in their or not. If he doesn’t comply, it is difficult to monitor, he can store anything he would like in his own personal property. In a secondary structure, the village board can recommend a SEQR, and the application to go through the Village Planning Board. Judge Noonan did rule he cannot have his employee vehicles and commercial cars parked at that property. Mayor Armbrewster would like to discuss a moratorium on accessory buildings in certain zoning areas until spring. A local law can address this issue and allow the Village Board ample time to look into amending local zoning laws before allowing an accessory building to be funded and constructed. He would like to have a public hearing as soon as possible and address the proposed local law with the Village’s Municipal Attorney. Trustee Boyle believes the same, he is not opposed to a typical accessory structure, but not a “commercialized” building. He too recommends a moratorium. Mayor Armbrewster believes Zoning Officer Pastecki is doing an excellent job. Correspondence has been made to Mr. Ognibene about the zoning laws, but no application has been submitted for a structure, therefore it will not go to the planning board. The Village Board will schedule a public hearing for a near future date to allow any community members to verbally address their concerns. 

A Motion was made to put a Moratorium on accessory structure permits, in an r-2 zone adjacent to commercial zones, for an accessory structure, until May 1st, 2014, by Trustee Stevens, second by Trustee Boyle. Ayes: Boring, Boyle, D’alba, Stevens.     Carried. 

3. Camden Report: Mayor Armbrewster states that a purchase of used steel cost $136 from Ed Arnold Scrap, which saved almost $900 as budgeted.  DPW employee Tom Mikolajczyk, and Camden Group employee Lou Moretti, took the time to find cheaper steel. Mayor Armbrewster spoke about the testing results of the Sanitary Sewer System; DEC flow, max allowed is .5, Village is .1. Max BOD is .5, Village is less than .2.  Max TSSMGL is 10, Village is under 4. Nitrogen ammonium max MGL during winter is 15, summer is 2, the Village maintained 1.2. There was 1.4 inches of rain, 0 bypass flow, and 19200 gallons of sludge from the reed beds. The system is well below what we are allowed and is working efficiently. Trustee Boyle said it was an excellent idea to do the reed beds and those individuals should be proud of what they accomplished. Trustee D’alba states the Camden Group is always current on their permits and requirements. Mayor Armbrewster believes that these efficient numbers could also help toward future grant dollars, or states funds, that can help further the sewer plant efficiencies. He would also like to set up a special meeting to discuss solar power for the sewage plant, tentatively October 27th, 2014. 

4. Approval of September 8th Minutes: 
A Motion was made to approve September 8th, 2014’s minutes by Trustee D’Alba, second by Trustee Stevens.  Ayes: Boyle, Boring, D’alba, and Stevens.      Carried

A Motion was made to approve October’s Abstract and Purchase Orders by Trustee Stevens, second by Trustee Boyle. Ayes: Boyle, Boring, D’alba, and Stevens.        Carried
6. September Investment Report: The Village’s interest rate on its investment account is .10%. It is a liquid account that is fully collateralized. 
The Village Board has reviewed the September Investment Report.

7. Review of August financials.

8. D.P.W. Report: D.P.W. Supervisor, David Laney: DPW Supervisor Laney states they have been working on weekly brush pick up. Not many other communities offer residents brush pick up. North Pearl was recently stone and oiled, It is a 3rd of the cost to maintain the road than crack filling or pavement. Flowers were picked up from Main Street. The Department has been installing Sensus MXU’s, the radio read devices. Water District (WD) 1,2,3 are installed, or in process, and a larger water meter book for the Village has been done. They are working on curb stops, sewer valve extensions, and curb stop location cards for WD 3. Clark Patterson Lee is supplying the location mapping. Flushing hydrants November 3rd-7th, leaf pick-up, and park benches will be removed the first snow fall as well as trash receptacles. New tree grates should be in for Main Street. All fire hydrants need to be lubed and oiled. The DPW will be looking to upgrade lawn mowers next budget year. Mayor Armbrewster asked about looking at all the equipment together with the Town of Oakfield, and determine what may be duplicated equipment. With shared services we have usage of different types of equipment without having to purchase. Mr. Laney stated Bob Cat of Buffalo, a state contract holding company, does not have equipment on the market to replace our current Bob Cat as he discussed in June. The snow blower offered now is too large, It is also $6700 over the previous quote. The delivery time is 6-8 weeks. Mr. Laney spoke about the sidewalk in front of the Village Office and whether the DPW should use salt during the winter, which is free, or a calcium based deicer, which does not pit into the concrete, but has a cost. Mayor Armbrewster states the DPW should continue to use calcium. Trustee Boring asked about “ice-salt”, which does not pit the sidewalks, and if the DPW has ever inquired about that product. Mr. Laney will look further into” ice-salt” and seek pricing. Water District 3 still needs MXU’s installed on some of the homes. Alan Dennis, Town of Oakfield Superintendent of the Highways, spoke to Mayor Armbrewster about creating a road or driveway from the new parking lot at the pavilion of the little league field, and have it run over the creek, and through Mill Street, to allow for Sherriff patrols to gain access. Trustee Boring says it changes the street from a dead end to a through traffic street, residents would likely not want that, as traffic would increase. The Town could possibly make it a “no drive through” traffic road with signs. Trustee Boring states that it would still be used in other fashions and still allows for through traffic. Mayor Armbrewster stated a viable option maybe a looped driveway in the park with no access to Mill Street. Trustee Boring will speak with his neighbors of Mill St to get a consensus of their thoughts.  
A  Motion was made by Trustee Boring to purchase the Bob Cat from Bob Cat of Buffalo (NYS contract holder) for an additional $6700 over the Purchase Order, Second by Trustee D’alba. Ayes: Boyle, Boring, D’alba, Stevens.      Carried. 
After further investigation, the reserve is a “type” reserve, which requires a notice of public hearing, a permissive referendum and a resolution. Monies cannot be moved currently.
9. Clerk’s Report: Clerk/Treasurer, Andrew Maguire:  Clerk/Treasurer Maguire spoke about a public hearing that will need to be held for a renewal of the Time Warner Franchise Agreement with the Village of Oakfield. He would like to try for November’s meeting but needs to fulfill the requirements prior to that and it may be pushed back until December. He has received the rough draft of the independent audit provided by Amato Fox Accounting. Once finalized, he will present it to the Board for 2013-2014 audit findings. 
Mayor Armbrewster would like a have a special meeting, October 27th. 2014 @ 6pm to discuss solar opportunities. Mayor Armbrewster Spoke with an employee regarding the employee handbook and a discrepancy, a staff lunch meeting will be the 21st of October to discuss further. Jason would like to present the overall pay to the staff members and provide their entire pay package, including health insurance cost and retirement funding. He would also like to have an insurance rep meet with employees and offer life insurance to those interested. He also stated that the Village Board of Trustees can add to the goal board of the DPW department and the Village Office if they feel it necessary. 
Trustee David Boyle spoke about a special use permit that was violated. Many individual people have verbally complained to him but choose to remain anonymous. Genesee County Planning Board assured The Board that this sort of thing would not happen when the special use permit was granted. A formal complaint was given to the Village Office. The fire truck lane was blocked at the Crazy Cheap Cars parking lot. Mr. Boyle believes that this complaint needs support and should be referred to the Village Planning Board. Mayor Armbrewster did see the formal complaint, and it was addressed accordingly. 21 cars were allowed in that specific section of 8 Main Street, there were more than that. They were removed within 24 hours after notification. The Village Planning Board may be able to revoke the special use permit if they deem those are the proper consequences for the violation. Mr. Boyle stated this is not the first violation, whether reported or not. Mr. Boyle would like the Village Planning Board to look at the complaint to address the consequences, and how many times it has been violated.

Denise Dimateo may be interested, she is very active in the community. The Village Board will seek a letter of intent from Ms Dimateo. They will also seek a letter of intent from Franklin D’Alba.
A Motion was made by Trustee Boyle to refer the 8 Main St. complaint to the Village Planning Board for review, second by Trustee Stevens. Ayes: Boring, Boyle, D’alba, Stevens.        Carried  
Having no further business to come before the Board, the meeting was adjourned at 8:34 p.m. on A Motion by Trustee Stevens, seconded by Trustee D’alba. Ayes: Boring, Boyle, Stevens.
