PUBLIC COMMENTS: 

Dottie Valetta: is asking the Board to reimburse her invoices for the plumbing needed to fix the back up at the cost of the bill from Roto Rooters.

Linda Bernard: spoke about the potential RFP for a consolidation study. 

OLD BUSINESS:

1. Forest Ave and Water Street Reconstruction Update. Mayor Armbrewster gave an update on the progress of the Forest and Water St Reconstruction Project.

2. SSES and WWTP Update. Mayor Armbrewster gave an update on the progress of the SSES and WWTP.

3. Main Street Sink Hole Update. Mayor Armbrewster gave an update on the progress of the Main Street Sink Hole. 


 
NEW BUSINESS:

1. Village Consolidation Study Discussion. Mayor Armbrewster addressed the public and the Board of Trustees that this is strictly a topic of discussion to save tax payers money and no further action has been taken. This topic discussion is to see if the Board of Trustees would support the notion of sending out an RFP for a Consolidation Study. 
  
2. Solar Panel Project: Easement or Parcel Merger. Mayor Armbrewster addressed the Board of Trustees to see if they would decide on whether to merge the parcels of land at the Waste Water Treatment Plant or if the Attorney should draw and easement to the parcels of land for construction of the Solar Panel Field and compliance with National Grid’s requirements. A Resolution for parcel merger shall be drawn up by the Clerk for the next Board Meeting. 

3. Fire Department District Discussion. Mayor Armbrewster discussed the possibility of the Fire Department becoming a Fire District and no longer be Volunteer and associated to the Village. 

4. Water Rules and Regulations: AG Rate Discussion. Mayor Armbrewster discussed the AG Rate and how it could be altered to help the AG users save more money by putting a cap on the User Fee’s that may be assessed. 

A Motion was made Trustee Boyle to waive the late fee of 10% on water bill # 841, water portion of the user fee as it needs to be addressed prior to imposing that large of a user fee, Second by Trustee Igoe.  Ayes: Boring, Boyle, Igoe. Carried.  

5. General Code Inc; Codification Proposal.

A Motion was made by Trustee Boyle to approve the Codification Proposal from General Code Inc. which will cost roughly $4500 annually over the next 3 years as progress is made during the codification process, No Second was offered. Motion Failed.

12. September 2016 Investment Report. The Board of Trustees reviewed the September 2016 Investment Report and found no issues. 

13. July and August 2016 Financial Report. The Board of Trustees reviewed the July and August 2016 Financial Reports and found no issues. 

14. D.P.W. Report. A Written Report Submitted

A Motion was made by Trustee Igoe to fix the drainage error made during the reconstruction of 30 Farnsworth’s Capital Project and the sewer line as it was not hooked up to properly, second Trustee Boyle. Ayes Boring, Boyle, Igoe.  Carried. 

A Motion was made by Boyle, to approve the reimbursement of 30 Farnsworth Ave plumbing bill due to faulty construction during the Farnsworth Ave Capital Project at a cost of $372.95, contingent on Village attorney’s request to Roto Router on negotiating the tax cost, second by Trustee Igoe. Ayes: Boring, Boyle, Igoe.  Carried   

15. Clerk’s Report.  A Written Report Submitted

A Motion was made by Trustee Igoe to approve ZBA Members Boyle and Vandetta to attend the Local Government Workshop on November 16th, 2016 @ the Quality Inn and Suites, second by Trustee Boring. Ayes: Boring, Boyle, Igoe. Carried. 

A Motion was made by Trustee Igoe, to approve a one-time credit request on account # 319 due to a leaking faucet outside, Second by Trustee Boyle. Ayes: Boring, Boyle, Igoe.  Carried. 

16. Mayor’s Report. Mayor Armbrewster gave a verbal report. 
Mayor Armbrewster has officially appointed Village Resident John Mullen to the open Trustee seat effective immediately. His temporary term will expire 3/31/2017 based on Village Law. He was given the Oath of Office. 
A Motion was made by Trustee Boring to table discussion of dissolution of the Village until a future Board Meeting, second by Trustee Boyle. Ayes: Boring, Boyle, Igoe. Carried.
