A regular monthly meeting of the Village of Oakfield Board of Trustees was called to order at 5:00 p.m. by Mayor Jason Armbrewster, followed by the Pledge to the Flag.  The following Trustees were present: Scott Boring, Shelly D’Alba, and David Boyle, Joan Stevens

Also Present: Clerk/Treasurer, Andrew Maguire; DPW Supervisor, David Laney; Assistant Fire Chief, Shawn Downing; Freed Maxick Director, Laura Landers. 

PUBLIC HEARINGS
1) LOCAL LAW # 3-2015: RESOLUTION #18 – 2015 AUTHORIZING THE ADOPTION OF LOCAL LAW NO. 3 OF 2015: AMENDING THE VILLAGE OF OAKFIELD ZONING LAW.

A Motion was made by Trustee D’Alba to open the public hearing for Local Law # 3-2015 @ 5:40 PM, second by Trustee Stevens. Ayes: Boring, Boyle, D’Alba. Carried. 

Trustee Boyle states parking spaces for business in the municipal lot is something the Board should consider and may present as a separate Local Law in the future. Base the amount of spots on the square footage of the business. Guarantee a minimum of 2 spaces. That means 20 allocated spots for businesses and 14 for visitors. Promote people using the lots for business and not dominated by one business Supervisor Laney asked how those spots can be policed. Trustee Boyle states policing could be an issue, but may be nice for the local business. Mayor Armbrewster states it would promote businesses and accommodate smaller businesses like Warner’s Flower Shop. Trustee D’Alba states many parking lots are like this already, like the plaza at Tops. 

A Motion was made by Trustee Stevens to close the public hearing for Local Law # 3-2015 @ 6:40 PM, second by Trustee Boyle. Ayes: Boring, Boyle, D’Alba. Carried.

A Motion was made by Trustee D’Alba to close the public hearing for Local Law # 5-2015 @6:40 PM second by Trustee Stevens. Ayes: Boring, Boyle, D’Alba, Stevens.  Closed.

A Motion was made by Trustee Boring to approve Resolution # 23-2015 AUTHORIZING THE ADOPTION OF LOCAL LAW # 4-2015: REQUIRING WRITTEN NOTIFICATIONS OF DEFECTS IN THE VILLAGE OF OAKFIELD contingent on it being re-numbered to Local Law # 4-2015, second by D’Alba. Ayes; Boring, Boyle, D’Alba and Stevens.   Carried.


 
PUBLIC COMMENTS: 

OLD BUSINESS:

1) Forest Ave. and Water St. Reconstruction Project Update. 
A) Pay Application # 6- American Paving Contract # 2
Mark Wright states the home owners driveways are almost completed, a binder coat will go down on Friday and cracks are still under American Paving’s work. All issues will be noted and American Paving and Visone will be back in spring for final restoration. Supervisor Laney states he received two estimates for tree removal, Wheatville Black Smith was $1200 for all trees and Orion’s was $1,895 and can be ready on December 1st, 2015. Will request a quote from American Paving as well as they have equipment here already. One tree may be able to be saved. Trustee D’Alba feels all the trees should be done at once Trustee Stevens and Trustee Boring agree. 

A Motion was made by Trustee D’Alba to approve the quote from Wheatville Blacksmith for removal of three trees on Forest Ave, contingent on American Paving’s quote being more expensive, Second by Trustee Stevens. Ayes: Boring, Boyle, D’Alba, Stevens.   Carried. 

Steve Mountain states substantial completion is estimated for November 18th, 2015 Mayor Armbrewster went with contract that was the most cost savings, but the time was an issue. Mr. Mountain states a utility contractor and a road contractor was what the Village wanted and should have been the best equipped but there were administrative challenges. The overall time spent is not going longer, the schedule could not be met as a later start date occurred that they were not expecting or anticipating, will provide a synopsis at conclusion. In terms of the finalized budget, Mountain Engineering is still working out final details. Mayor Armbrewster would like to bring up that there is no paved parkway local law to deny request for paving the terraces. They did need to be replaced and it was an added cost. 

A Motion was made by Trustee D’Alba to approve pay application # 6-American Paving Contract #2, second by Trustee Boring. Ayes: Boyle, Boring, D’Alba. (Mayor Armbrewster Abstains)     Carried. 

2) Waste Water Treatment Program Update. Mr. Mountain reports that in December, the CFA Grant announcements will come out, only so much money to divide up. Keep funding projects until money is gone, still eligible and on the list. Mayor Armbrewster states the Village is still up in the air about the solar as CIR Electric has lost some of its investors which. As far as the application, it is an 80/20 match. The fact that the Village was told we could purchase the panels immediately, now have been told it will be 6 years before they can be purchased means the contract has changed. Trustee D’Alba asked if there is a different funding source now.  What we voted on and what the Village will get is not the same. It may save two or three times the money to buy them out right. This needs to be re-addressed and run the numbers every which way. 


NEW BUSINESS:

1. Freed Maxick Independent Audit 14-15 Report: Freed Maxick Branch Director, Laura Landers, provided the Village Board a copy of the management report and financial statements. Freed Maxick found no material weakness or deficiencies which is great. Ms. Landers thanked Clerk-Treasurer Maguire for his time commitment and a financial sound first year. Ms. Lander’s read through the manager’s report and Audit findings, control deficiencies and any recommendations that Freed Maxick would like implemented. Ms. Landers did state the NYS Employee Retirement System is underfunded by about $3 billion. The Village will receive a letter in retirement portal listing any and all employees; show a percentage, the dollar amount, then asking for those short comings to be funded. Trustee D’Alba states a Finance Committee was formed with rotating duties per month to fully review the financials including payroll and journal entries. Ms. Landers states the OSC has stated the balance of reserves should be reasonable and having a fund balance policy can be a good idea. Government should be providing the best infrastructure and be business friendly with the best infrastructure. Overall the Village is in a fair cash position; water has new debt that is substantial. Not sure if the Village Board plans to reflect that in new water rates. Projects with significant debt need to be offset so you don’t get behind with your cash, and then you have the cash in front and can pay for the debt up front.  Sometimes municipalities will reduce the cash to pay for the debt service, and then they raise the rates later on which can cause cash issues. Municipalities should look at rising rates when roads are ripped up or things are going in the ground. New infrastructure, billing quarterly, hold the public hearings and then raise the rates to where they should be. Significant testing of the financials and vouchers was performed, had no findings, no material weakness, no deficiencies. 



2. Fire Chief/President Report: Assistant Fire Chief Sean Downing reports that the chief should be sending a report. Mayor Armbrewster states no reports were received.  Mr. Downing states 31 or 32 calls came in last month, on the higher side. Mayor Armbrewster states bids were opened for the fire truck but the bid itself was not advertised, a fire truck company asked why they were not given a shot at the bid and asked was it advertised. Need this process to be down the proper way.  Mr. Downing states the way it was written, a lot of the vendors submitted close to the specs, they can offer program trucks but opted to go with a new truck and they can provide us an alternative bid. Mayor Armbrewster feels the Board needs to go back out to bid with this. Have the Village Attorney look at the verbiage, and advertise on Friday after his review. Can open the bids after the Fire Departments meeting and they can make recommendations. 

A Motion was made by Trustee Stevens to reject all bids for the Fire Apparatus that were opened on September 28th, 2015 @ 5PM and re-bid with proper postings, potential for lower bids and alternate bids, and review from the Village Attorney, second by Trustee D’Alba. Ayes: Boring, Boyle, D’Alba, Stevens. 

3. Zoning/Code Reports. Written Reports Submitted. 

4. Historical Society Report. No formal report. 

5. Camden Report. Mayor Armbrewster states gas chamber cleaning was completed. There was an issue with generator, figured it out and it has been tested weekly.  
6. Approval of October 12th and 26th, 2015 Minutes. 

A Motion was made by Trustee D’Alba to approve October 12th and 26th, 2015 minutes, second by Trustee Boring. Ayes: Boring, Boyle, D’Alba, Stevens.      Carried

7. Approval of November’s Abstract/ P.O’s. Mayor Armbrewster reports through shared service with the School, they fixed the front tires at no cost. The Board should send out a letter saying thank you. 

A Motion was made by Trustee Stevens approve November’s abstract and purchase orders, second by Trustee Boring. Ayes: Boring, Boyle, D’Alba, Stevens. (Mayor Armbrewster Abstains).      Carried. 


8. October Investment Report.
October Investment Report was reviewed by the Village Board of Trustees. 

9. August and September Financial Reports. Mayor Armbrewster states with the new recommendation of auditing payroll monthly and potential for using time clocks it may make more sense and cost less to seek a payroll vendor. The new water system will require a lot of time from the DPW and the Village Office. It also takes a lot of liability off the Village if issues arise with payroll.  Will address at a later date after the new water system is in place and the processing is known. 
10. D.P.W. Report. Supervisor Laney states that hydrant flushing was done. Mayor Armbrewster states the Town emailed him, Per NFPA he would like to give them monthly reports of the water system, they gave them a report. Supervisor Laney is working on a monthly operational system will need to have a procedure process. Trustee Boyle would like and update to our website that the Village is flushing the hydrants. Supervisor Laney reports Maintenance to the Fire Trucks was performed. Trustee Boring recommends having some kind of a check list, like pumps, oil, etc, that can track what is done. Supervisor Laney has completed a street sign inventory, no major signs of replacement needed. Mayor Armbrewster would like the street signs replaced with breakaways. Mr. Laney states that Tuesday the order was placed for the budgeted new truck. Lamb Farms is watering the cows, using 60k gallons a day more too about 84k of water a day. Mayor Armbrewster states the AG rate has allowed the use of that and helps keep young water in tank. Residents were really pleased with the Village on Halloween, Supervisor Laney did a great job coming in and keeping the Village safe. Coming in to look at the life safety, it is part of your duties and life discretionary and no overtime pay will be given. Supervisor Laney states he submitted for overtime based on the attorney’s previous communication in regard to “On Call”. Trustee D’Alba stats as a salaried employee that is the norm. Trustee Boring states until it is in writing in the personnel policy, we have to go by what it says, it does not specify management, salaried or hourly employees, it needs to be paid by my interpretation. Doing it for the Village, need to look out on both sides, the Village and the Employees. Supervisor Laney states he plows all the parking lots in the winter before work, never submitted for overtime pay and never leaves early on those days. It is all about the Personnel Policy. Trustee Boring states the way the policy is written, he should have been paid. Follow word for word and now it is causing issues. Trustee Stevens states that any employee should be paid in those circumstances. 

A Motion was made by Trustee Boring to approve paying overtime to DPW Supervisor Laney for 2 hours for being called in on Saturday, October 31st, 2015 to clean up high traffic areas and any safety concerns, second by Trustee Stevens. Ayes: Boring, Boyle Stevens. Nays: D’Alba, Armbrewster. Motion carries with a vote of 3-2.

Trustee D’Alba states Genesee County has program for negative thoughts in the work place. Brings counseling to the Village in an EAP program setting. Wants it is about $500 for the services. Can provide really good insight and be very beneficial. . Trustee Stevens states a lot of business’ have this, EAP was prevalent in banking. Mayor Armbrewster states an E-mail that was sent from Deputy Clerk Bartholomew could have been read as sarcastic. Clerk-Treasurer Maguire confirmed it was not, but that just shows you how there is a negative cloud is on the Village. EAP meetings will be scheduled for all employees.  




11. Clerk’s Report.  Clerk-Treasurer Maguire states that the Office received quotes from ADT, Humphrey Security and General Security for the security system operations and maintenance. Of the three quotes, Humphrey was the lowest with an annual cost of $180. 

A Motion was made by Trustee Stevens to approve Humphrey Security @ $180 yearly as the Village’s provider contingent on review of the current contract with General Security for cancelation of services, second by Trustee D’Alba. Ayes: Boring, Boyle, D’Alba, Stevens. (Mayor Armbrewster abstains).  Carried.

Clerk-Treasurer Maguire states that Memorial Plaques have been coming in very slowly. The Village receives a discount when the order gets up to ten, but we have only received 3 or 4 orders since June of 2014. Since the ten is not met, but customers pay the exact cost at the discounted rate, the Village will need to absorb a small increase in cost if they think they should be ordered. Mayor Armbrewster states to check out a local shop first and see what their cost is. Kenneth Mullen passed away and was a previous Trustee; he would like to purchase a Memorial Plaque for his services. 

A Motion was made by Trustee Boring to approve the purchase of a Plaque for Kenneth Mullen and the additional cost for not meeting the discounted order amount, contingent on a local provider being more expensive, second by Trustee Stevens. Ayes: Boring, Boyle, D’Alba, Stevens.  Carried.

Mr. Maguire presented the Affidavit of Village Tax Collector and the re-levy report for unpaid taxes. The Board reviewed the list and found no issues. 

Mr. Maguire asked if CHIPS Funds from NYS would like to be requested for hot crack filling of the Village Streets. There is roughly $56,000 available to the Village. 

A Motion was made by Trustee D’Alba to request CHIPS funds for the hot crack sealing of the Village Streets, Second by Trustee Boring. Ayes: Boring, Boyle, D’Alba, Stevens.  Carried.

12. Mayor’s Report. Mayor Armbrewster reports that a time sheet clock in and out system will be implemented in the near future and a payroll register can add to the monthly review. The Office of the State Comptroller (OSC) has a checklist for the clerk-treasurer, and that might help with a check list for the monthly review. Trustee D’Alba states the NYS OSC has a 5 year plan on excel for municipalities to use, they recommend the County does that annually. If they question fund balance, projects, and want to monitor the fund balance, this plan will help. In order to get AIM aid, Villages had to file a 5 year plan with the OSC. That has gone away, but using those spreadsheets to file the 5 year plan is very beneficial. Meeting with Laura Landers to go through with this. Trustee D’Alba states the Town does not want to pay for future debt in the water fund and sewer for improvements in the Village. The Reconstruction Project cannot be lumped all into the General account. Laura Landers confirms, you will want those broken out exactly as the scope of work and cost calls for, and for the tax cap. Trustee D’Alba states the system is an entire system as a whole, whether in the Town or the Village. It needs to travel through those lines and Village systems before it makes it out to the Town.  Ms. Landers states that typically, out of district users are charged more than in district users. It is ultimately what the Village decides the rates should and need to be. The water has to go through the Village infrastructure before it gets to their tap. Trustee D’Alba states at one point it was more for out of district users than in the Village, then it was made the same by a previous Board. Ms. Landers states Corfu is going through the same issue right now. The Town gave them money toward the infrastructure and that was part of the final deal but there was a lot of back and forth. Mayor Armbrewster states the Board must do what is right for the community, not what is right for the Village and/or what is right for the Town. Laura Landers states usually the increase is dictated based on the situation and expenditures. Trustee Boyle states Auburn supplies Flemming NY and their rate was just raised 120% based on economy of scale. The more users, the lower the rate and fees that are charged based on all the costs and debt. Mayor Armbrewster states they had he has meeting with NYS DOT. No money available for sidewalks will probably have to do sidewalks in house. Timesheet will be handed into the Village Office by 9:30 AM the Monday of a payroll week, violators will be written up. Been given time off to employees, time there is some written emails about time off. The Personnel Policy states that vacation request can be as late as one day before; that will now be 36 hours in advance. The leaf truck was seen with no with flashers or a beacon while picking up leaves and none following; that needs to work and safety is most important. Trustee Boring states communication is still a problem. Tried to communicate with DPW Employee Mikolajczyk multiple times and he has not returned communication. Mayor Armbrewster states they need to find out why that is happening.  If you’re called or texted or e-mailed, you need to respond immediately when available. Supervisor Laney states the phones do have dead spots, the Village Office being one. Mayor Armbrewster will contact NYMIR about installing GPS Trackers on the Village cell phones. UPS has it, as Village property, it is not an invasion of privacy. Looking for a Preventative Maintenance schedule from the DPW. Hydrant flushing should not be viewed as loss water, keep a record of the flow and call it maintenance water and charge applicably. 
 
Having no further business to come before the Board, the meeting was adjourned @ 7:20 p.m. on A Motion by Trustee Boyle, seconded by Trustee D’Alba. Ayes: Boyle, Boring, D’Alba and Stevens.    Carried.
