Old Business

1.  Water Tower Update   Supervisor Laney reported the painting will probably not be done this year.   The inside will be 100% complete, but the outside will not be done.   We will still be able to fill the tank and use it, and it will not have to be drained in the spring to complete the painting.  The tower is 84% complete.    Mayor Yasses said he is not happy since we authorized overtime so it could be completed in November.        

Pay Application #6    A motion was made by Trustee Shelly D’Alba to approve application #6, payment to be released on November 29, 2013.    The motion was seconded by Trustee Jason Armbrewster.

Lettering  Mayor Yasses explained that the bids called for “Oakfield” on two sides of the tower.  He would like to add “Village of”.  If that was added to both sides there would be an increase in cost.  To put it on one side would not be any additional charge.  The Board agreed to have “Village of Oakfield” painted on one side only. 
2. Camden Contract     We have not heard back from Camden Group.   
3. Air Conditioning/Furnace Bids      The Board reviewed the proposals and agreed it would be better to wait until spring to have the work done.   Three proposals were submitted.    A Motion was made by Trustee Jason Armbrewster to accept the low bid from Houseman Refrigeration in the amount of $3,650 to include an aux pan, float switch and dehumidistat contingent on the cost remaining the same for installation in the spring.   The motion was seconded by Trustee Shelly D’Alba.

4. Roof Replacement Update   Change Orders    Trustee Armbrewster reported the chimneys need brick work,  and 71 feet of brick along the front of the roof needs to be replaced.  They are going to replace that with wood.    Trustee Armbrewster was able to negotiate the costs down.   There may be an additional engineering fee for the sketches.   Change Order Requests were submitted from Sanders in the amount of $1,336.00 to reinstall brick on the chimneys and $7,488.00 to replace 71 feet of brick along the front. 
A Motion   was made by Trustee Shelly D’Alba to approve the change order request for 71 feet of brick replacement in the amount of $7,488.00.  The motion was seconded by Trustee Jason Armbrewster.

3. Investment Report   The Board reviewed the October investment report.
4. Zoning/Code Reports  The Board reviewed the Zoning and Code Officer’s reports for October.  Mayor Yasses reported that 25 Farnsworth is in the middle of foreclosure and is not secured.   The Zoning Officer has been in contact with Rural Development regarding securing the house.       
5. Board Meeting Dates    The Board agreed to change to one Board meeting a month on the second Monday of the month.   Budget meetings will be held on the fourth Monday of the month  during  January and  February.  
6. Transfer Station   Mayor Yasses met with Waste Management to try and work something out for Village residents to have a location to bring their garbage.   The Town spoke with Waste Management and they have suggested that the Town and Village try to work something out.  They did not want to get involved.    This has been short notice to get anything done.  He was told the savings from closing the Transfer Station would be $.13 per $1,000 of assessment.  For a  $100,000 house  that would be $13.00 per year.     Contracting with a private company – will cost residents approximately $20.00 per month.   Trustee Armbrewster suggested discussing this at budget time.      Rebecca Cherry spoke to the Board.  She is opposed to closing the dump.    She does not like to see garbage outside – it gets torn apart and blows around.   The Board does not want to move forward at this time.             
7. D.P.W. Report  The Board Reviewed the Supervisor’s monthly report.   The Town highway department helped with awning removal for the roof replacement.     Planned projects:  continued leaf pickup, tree trimming and removals, lube hydrants and install markers, flush sewers, repair sewer plant air lines.      

Wednesday of last week the altitude valve was repaired .   They feel we are getting fine particulates in the needle valves.  They suggested backing needle valves out and back in once a month to alleviate the problem.     Trustee Armbrewster feels we should request a new valve.  Supervisor Laney will look into it.
8. Christmas Party    The Board agreed that instead of having a Christmas Party this year they would donate to a local charity for children.   They chose Justice for Children.   The Clerk will send out a notice to all employees and Board members to give them the opportunity to participate.   
Having no further business to come before the Board, the meeting was adjourned at 7:10 p.m. on motion by Trustee Shelly D’Alba, seconded by Trustee Jason Armbrewster and carried by unanimous vote.
