RESOLUTION No. 26 of the
Village of Oakfield
Dated: November 14th, 2016
Regarding the Village of Oakfield’s erection of a new water tower in conjunction with the Genesee County Economic Development Center and the Village subsequently providing water to the Science and Technology Advanced Manufacturing Park
	WHEREAS, the Village of Oakfield (the “Village”) has a municipal water system and the capability to provide water to other municipalities; and

	WHEREAS, the Science and Technology Advanced Manufacturing Park (“STAMP”) located in the Town of Alabama requires water, including specific volume and pressure levels; and

	WHEREAS, the need for certain water volume and water pressure at the STAMP site necessitated the Genesee County Economic Development Center (“GCEDC”) to participate in the cost to build a new water tank/tower for the Village; and

	WHEREAS, GCEDC did in fact provide the Village with funds in the amount of Two Hundred Thousand and 00/100 Dollars ($200,000.00) to construct a new water tower; and

	WHEREAS, the Village Board of Trustees (the “Board”) has held several public meetings regarding the construction of the new water tower and the supply of water to the STAMP site; and

	WHEREAS, the Village is required to maintain a 1:1 ratio of storage to supply through the use of a water storage tank; and

WHEREAS the Village, through a water supply agreement with Genesee County, is required to provide water transmitted through its system and tank to other municipalities, including the Town of Alabama,

NOW, THEREFORE, be it resolved as follows:

The Village did in fact receive Two Hundred Thousand and 00/100 Dollars ($200,000.00) from GCEDC for a new water tower to allow for adequate water volume and water pressure.  The Board finds it acceptable that the new water volume and water pressure capabilities that resulted from the erection of the new water tower will be utilized, in part, to provide water to the STAMP site in the Town of Alabama.

This Resolution shall take effect immediately.
