VILLAGE OF OAKFIELD BOARD OF TRUSTEES 
MONTHLY MEETING

              December 15th, 2015 @ 5:00 pm
       
A regular monthly meeting of the Village of Oakfield Board of Trustees was called to order at 5:00 p.m. by Mayor Jason Armbrewster, followed by the Pledge to the Flag.  The following Trustees were present: Scott Boring, Shelly D’Alba, and David Boyle, Joan Stevens

Also Present: Clerk/Treasurer, Andrew Maguire; DPW Supervisor, David Laney; Assistant Fire Chief, Chad Williams; Mountain Engineering, Steve Mountain; Code Officer, Bruce Gerould; Zoning Officer, Rick Pastecki; G and G Process Services Inc. President, Jay Grasso. 

PUBLIC COMMENTS: 
Mr. Grasso spoke about future grant applications with FEMA, and has written several in Genesee County. Mr. Grasso works in Senator Ranzenhofer’s office. Mr. Grasso started his own business and the company does MHI (Median Household Income) survey’s to use in grant writing and anything else that would require an income study. It is demographic data, sends survey to the home, asks for racial breakdown, they are sent back, and then Mr. Grasso will go door to door. If approved, the Board could post at the meetings this will be occurring, and have extra copies with Village Clerk if residents call. It uses a code system; no names need to be given. Price quote on 675 houses, the data can be used up to 5 years. Mr. Mountain states in 2016 the Village will be applying for the CDBG (Community Development Block Grant) and being prepared with data is important; this survey would have all demographics you would need. Mr. Grasso states this will look at 2014 household income only. The process could be complete by the end of February if approved, will begin first week of January. Mr. Grasso presented his proposal at a total cost of $3900 for the MHI study. 

A Motion was made by Trustee Boring, to approve income survey in the Village of Oakfield using Grasso INC, at a cost of $3900 plus postage with a 25% down payment, second by Trustee Boyle. Ayes: Boring, Boyle, D’Alba, Stevens.  Carried.

OLD BUSINESS:
1. Resolution #24- 2015: Awarding Bid for Fire Apparatus: Mayor Armbrewster reports the numbers came in much better fiscally. Pierce Manufacturing/Churchville Fire Company was the lowest responsible bidder coming in at $327,903. Funds will be taken from the Fire Truck Reserve and the rest will be financed. Chad Williams reports the Fire Department is holding a Christmas party from 1 to 4 on Saturday December 19th, the truck should be there and the Trustees are more than welcome. The Fire Department had their appointment meeting, nothing has changes, Peter Schieber is still Fire Chief, and Mr. William’s is the Deputy Chief, no Board of Directors changes, official approval at the first of the year meeting. 3 additional members are currently in the 30 day wait period, which brings a total of 9 new members this year. 

A Motion by Trustee Stevens to approve Resolution #24- 2015: Awarding Bid for Fire Apparatus to Pierce Manufacturing INC and Churchville Fire Company at a cost of Three Hundred Twenty Seven Thousand, Nine Hundred Three Dollars ($327,903), second by Trustee Boyle. Ayes: Boring, Boyle, D’Alba, Stevens.         Carried.


2. Forest and Water Street Reconstruction.
a) Change Order’s #2 and #3.
b) Pay Application # 7, Contract # 1 Final for Visone.
c) Pay Application #8, Contract #2 American Paving.

Steve Mountain, Mountain Engineering President, states the reconstruction projects are almost complete. American Paving will be back in the spring of 2016 for restoration. 2 change orders have been presented for Visone Construction, and a pay application. Change order #2 is addition and deletion of quantities. Change order #3 is miscellaneous additions and deletions of work not covered by unit prices in the contract. Overall the contract was reduced $6400. Mountain Engineering will be compiling records, DVDs, electronic records with final pay requests for a future meeting. 

A Motion was made by Trustee D’Alba to approve Change Order #2 -  Visone Contract #1, second by Trustee Stevens. Ayes: Boyle, Boring, D’Alba, Stevens. (Mayor Armbrewster Abstains)     Carried. 

A Motion was made by Trustee D’Alba to approve Change Order # 3 – Visone Contract #1, second by Trustee Stevens. Ayes: Boyle, Boring, D’Alba, Stevens. (Mayor Armbrewster Abstains)     Carried. 

A Motion was made by Trustee D’Alba to approve pay application # 7- Visone Contract #1, pay application for contract #1, second by Trustee Boring. Ayes: Boyle, Boring, D’Alba, Stevens. (Mayor Armbrewster Abstains)     Carried. 

A Motion was made by Trustee D’Alba to approve pay application # 8 - American Paving Contract #2, second by Trustee Stevens. Ayes: Boyle, Boring, D’Alba, Stevens. (Mayor Armbrewster Abstains)     Carried. 


NEW BUSINESS:

1. Fire Chief/President Report. No Written Report Submitted. Mr Williams states the Christmas party will have a similar truck there and anyone is welcome to stop down and check it out. 

2. Zoning/Code Reports. Code Enforcement Officer, Bruce Gerould, reports there are 6 permits open and Fire inspection on the 1203 program. No permits issued in over a month. Potential civil suit may be in the near future, the home is unoccupied, but Bruce may be subpoenaed in a dispute between a tenant and landlord and the claimed living conditions. Mayor Armbrewster states advice can come from the Village Attorney as this pertains directly to his job.  There is supply wood left over from project and would like to procure that. Stored this plywood for over a year. Cost dollars to put into a dumpster. Put it out there for community use. Over 100 sheets of plywood remain; they were used in demolition of the old water tank and left by the company as garbage. The Village has already donated pieces to school, looking to bid out the rest; the Board will put a notice in the paper in the near future.  In all actuality, it is abandoned property, and may not fall into the procurement policy. The Village will look at that and will figure out the process and report its findings.  

Zoning Enforcement Officer Pastecki reports that it has been quiet, a tree on Cole Ave is down that was hazardous, a report of 3 unregistered vehicles at a different location. A home on South Pearl with an out of state owner had garbage left out front. Tracked down the family and they will pick it up. Spoke to Terry from Terry’s Signs in regards to Village Office signs in front of 37 and 39 Main Street. It would cost $325 each to have the signs redone, the wood looks good. Mr. Pastecki will receive a quote from BSC (Batavia Sign Company) in addition to Terry’s Signs. 

A Motion was made by Trustee D’Alba to approve re touching the Village of Oakfield sign’s at not-to-exceed $325 per sign, contingent on Batavia Sign Company quote and will proceed with the lower of the two quotes, second by Trustee Boring.  Ayes: Boring, Boyle, D’Alba Stevens. Carried.

Mr. Pastecki spoke about a small electronic sign board for village events and information and announcements. Spoke with a Toth’s Sport’s representative, best spot would be in Triangle Park but there is sentimental value that must be considered. It would cost roughly $25,000-$30,000 to have it erected using the existing pillars with the plaques. It can be controlled do it from anywhere. Memorial Park can utilize Mayor Armbrewster states the Historical Society should be involved and possibly the Oakfield Betterment Committee. ZEO Pastecki states the zoning laws would have to be amended as well. Trustee Boring states the School Sign Board, last year, had a problem with the panels, they called the company and there service is the best, replaced all the panels at no cost. Mayor Armbrewster states this is something the Board wants to pursue and can budget for it for next year if it possible.  Kathy Donner contacted the Village Clerk about a SAM Application which, if approved, would give aid to the Village for Forest and Water Reconstruction in the amount of $125,000 after several letters were written requesting aid or grant funds. Mr Grasso states it is not exactly a grant; it is Senator Award that Senator Ranzenhofer would set aside for the Village. The Village can contact Mr. Grasso with any questions they have on the process but the SAM Application will be e-mailed to Clerk-Treasurer Maguire.

5. Approval of November 9th and 23rd, 2015 Minutes. Trustee D’Alba states that the way the minutes can be misinterpreted by the public as opposed to how it was said during the meeting. Mayor Armbrewster states the minutes are very thorough, Clerk-Treasurer Maguire was asked to do them that way and he did his job and provided those, but they can be stated more briefly. Clerk-Treasurer Maguire states that NYS OSC recommends recording only what is necessary and would prefer to do the minutes that way as it is far less time to complete.  Mayor Armbrewster states it is beneficial to have some detail to refer to. The Minutes will be shortened and detail will be reduced to pertinent information and discussions. 

A Motion was made by Trustee D’Alba to approve November 9th and 23rd, 2015 minutes, second by Trustee Boring. Ayes: Boring, Boyle, D’Alba, Stevens.      Carried. (Abstained Armbrewster)


6. Approval of December’s Abstract/ P.O’s.
A Motion was made by Trustee DB approve December’s abstract and purchase orders, second by Trustee Boring. Ayes: Boring, Boyle, D’Alba, Stevens. (Mayor Armbrewster Abstains).      Carried. 


7. November Investment Report.
The Village Board of Trustees reviewed the investment report and found no errors. 

8. October Financial Reports.
The Village Board reviewed the October Financial Report and found no issues. 

Trustee D’Alba states the Finance Review Committee has completed June’s review and received July’s documents.  Designed a checklist to help with the process and a new recon template to the GL accounts they tie out to. Month of June, concerned with a couple Journal Entries, and Treasurer Maguire answered all inquiries with details and to the committee’s satisfaction and has been signed off on.   

9. D.P.W. Report. DPW Supervisor Laney provided a written report. Mr. Laney states the Sewer cleaning is in process will video the sewer coming into the waste water plant. Will be working on the Operation and Maintenance Manual. Received a check-up system for small water systems, will review it for information. Lots of projects to do and the lack of snow are helping accomplish that. Connection to the Town water was made at the Village line, not going to open valve, do not have a meter vault yet. Maltby Road fire hydrant was replaced. The DPW will need to purchase some more I-Pearl meters. 

10. Clerk’s Report.  Written Report Submitted. Clerk-Treasurer Maguire states he is trying to solidify a date for the Sensus Training. Toth Sports would like to set up an additional meeting. Village elections are around the corner and resolutions will be presented in future meetings. 

11. Mayor’s Report. Mayor Armbrewster reports that the next step to the Operation and Maintenance agreement with the Town of Oakfield is a joint meeting. Jason has asked the Town Board to feel free to attend a Water meeting following this regular meeting to discuss what needs to be done. Asked to arrive at 6:30PM if they would like to speak.  

Having no further business to come before the Board, the meeting was adjourned @   6:19 p.m. on A Motion by Trustee D’Alba, seconded by Trustee Boyle. Ayes: Boring, Boyle, D’Alba, Stevens. Carried.
