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VILLAGE OF OAKFIELD BOARD OF TRUSTEES

SEMI-MONTHLY MEETING

February 10, 2014
A regular meeting of the Village of Oakfield Board of Trustees was called to order at 5:30 p.m. by Mayor Jeremy Yasses followed by the Pledge to the Flag.  The following Trustees were present:  Jason Armbrewster, Shelly D’Alba and Joan Stevens. 
Also present: Clerk/Treasurer Joyce Grazioplene, D.P.W. Supervisor Dave Laney, Deputy Clerk Michelle Bartholomew, Dave Boyle, Scott Boring, Sean Downing, Jeremy Delyser and Tom Carpenter.
Public Hearing – Local Law #1-2014   The Public Hearing was called to order at 5:35 p.m. on motion by Trustee Jason Armbrewster,  seconded by Trustee Shelly D’Alba to hear comments for or against the adoption of Local Law #1-2014.
Jeremy Delyser /Tom Carpenter, Clark Patterson     Jeremy Delyser reviewed two quotes received for the telemetry system:  Odyssey Controls in the amount of $32,450.00, and Saia Communications in the amount of $56,469.75.  The existing system is obsolete.  Caldwell was not able to find anything compatible with it.  Odyssey Controls is located in Stafford and would handle both the communications and telemetry.  Saia would handle communications, but would partner with Seimans for the telemetry.    RD has authorized this to be handled under Caldwell’s contract as a change order.  The new system will be functional for 20 to 30 years.   Additional security capabilities are available.   Odyssey Controls also included additional options.   Option 1 included an auto-dialer for an additional $1,200.  Option 2 included additional I/O and Sensors for $2,850.00.  Option 3 included spare equipment for $4,800.   Option 4 was the cost of engineering for meter vault setup at $4,800 and $8,900 per vault location.  Mr. Delyser recommended approving Odyssey Control’s quote with Option 1 and 2 at this time.  Other options can be added once the project is done if there are funds available.  
      A Motion was made by Trustee Jason Armbrewster to approve Odyssey Control’s quote for the telemetry system including options 1 & 2 for a total of $36,500.00.   The motion was seconded by Trustee Shelly D’Alba.

Water Tower Update   –    Caldwell will be back in the spring to make final adjustments to the door and latch.  Henderson will be back to do final grading, storm drainage and driveway stone.   The electrical contractor will be back to correct lighting.  An extra light is to be added between the suspended ceiling and the first platform. Lights above the suspended ceiling will be put on separate switch.  Final exterior painting and logo will also be done in the spring.   Landscaping and paving may be done through shared services.   They have a set of bid specs for RD and Health Department approval for the old tank.   They will put it out to bid in March and open bids in April.  Demolition will be done in May or June.        
       Tom Carpenter updated the Board on other water projects.  He reviewed the Town Water District  Planning map.  District 3 is holding their pre-Construction meeting this month.  There are 50 residential units.   District 4 is moving forward.  There is a possibility of RD funds.   They expect to be completed in 2015 with 130 units.   District 5 is a small district with 8 units, planned to be included with District 4.   District 6 is in the planning stages with approximately 52 units.  The Town of Barre has expressed interest for approximately 30 users.  Batavia North Water District is also in the planning stages. 
Stamp update   The Governor’s office is still supporting the project.  Money is available.  They want to see commitment from businesses.  GCEDC is working with them.    

The Clerk left the meeting at 6:30 p.m. and returned at 7:30 p.m.  Minutes were taken by Deputy Clerk Michelle Bartholomew.

$600 for a total of $6,265.00.  The motion was seconded by Trustee Shelly D’Alba.

Steve Mountain presented to the Board the projects update.  


Wastewater Project and Strategic Plan    Mr. Mountain met with the Town of Oakfield.  The Town will give a letter of support.   They agreed to start working on a sewer agreement.   He also met with NYS Environmental Facilities.   Engineering design process will be starting soon.  He will also be setting up meetings with REDC - utilities focus group to keep them on the radar and Camden Group to discuss solar options.  He is continuing working on funding opportunities.  He is meeting with the Town of Alabama tonight.

Hazard Mitigation Grant Program (HMGP)  The application was made last summer to FEMA for funding a new generator at the WWTP for $125,000.00.  There has been no decision to date.  They have requested additional information and we have responded to all the information.  It is currently in the management review step which is step 5 out of 9.

Sanitary Sewer Evaluation Study (SSES)    He began a scheduling plan to conduct the studies 
and also began system research and review.  He is waiting on the agreement from NYSEFC and 
NYSDEC.  He and Supervisor Laney met with Rural Water Association.  They have the ability to
do televising and smoke testing.  A tentative date is scheduled for May.

Parking Study   They will be conducting parking counts when weather breaks in the spring.

Fire Protection Agreement  Mayor Yasses said the Town of Oakfield is asking that any extra funds that aren’t being used in the budget be credited to next years budget for them, where in years past it was put in the mobile truck reserve.  They have been looking at some report that they say does not show the money going into the truck reserve.  They are concerned that the money is being put in our general fund.  Trustee Shelly D’Alba said in some years any funds unspent would be encumbered and used in the next budget year.  Mayor Jeremy Yasses will ask the clerk for documentation to take to the Town meeting to show proof that unspent appropriations are transferred to the mobile truck reserve.  Trustee Shelly D’Alba and Trustee Jason Armbrewster along with Sean Downing of the fire department will attend tomorrow night’s Town meeting.

Alabama Water Agreement    Mayor Jeremy Yasses sent a letter to the Town of Alabama Board.  He did get a call from Attorney Mark Boylan.  Attorney Boylan had questions about the agreement, the way it was worded.  It does have to go to the County to get approved.  Mayor Jeremy Yasses asked Attorney Mark Boylan to rewrite the contract and send it back, as long as our 

net is the same with the Town of Alabama as it is with the Town of Oakfield.  Mayor Jeremy Yasses will follow up with Attorney Boylan before the next meeting.
CLOSE PUBLIC HEARING    Having no one appear to speak for or against Local Law #1 2014- Rescinding Local Law #1-1991,  A Motion was made by Trustee Shelly D’Alba to close the Public Hearing at 7:16 p.m.  The motion was seconded by Trustee Jason Armbrewster.

6. Camden Report    Trustee Armbrewster met with Camden Group and Mountain Engineering to discuss budget.  They have not hauled any sludge.  They are talking about trimming the reeds.        
7.   D.P.W Report  The D.P.W. has been working on hauling snow and snowplowing, chipping Christmas trees,  working on the Board bench, and working on sewer INI - weather permitting.   Hydrants have all been cleared of snow. He was informed by Superintendent Dennis that there is a salt shortage, and was told not to salt parking lots, just driving lanes.   
Streetlight - Parking Lot  Supervisor Laney did hear back from National Grid on the streetlight in Caryville parking lot.  They did not forward a copy of the Village resolution to have it installed, but did say it would cost approximately $1,000 to have it removed.  The estimated annual savings would be $250.00.  Supervisor Laney thought the light may have been put there to provide light for the fire lane.
 The Board discussed replacing the carpet.   Supervisor Laney will get quotes. 
8.  Budget   The Board discussed changes to General Fund.   The revisions will be ready for the budget meeting on March 10, 2014.   
Trustee Shelly D’Alba left the meeting at 7:40 p.m.

9. Camden Contract   Ken Scherrieble requested changes to paragraph I (d) to state that technical services during working hours would be charged according to the compensation schedule,  and to paragraph IX (a) eliminating Camden’s responsibility for missing items.   A Motion was made by Trustee Joan Stevens to approve the Camden Contract with the changes requested by Ken Scherrieble.   The motion was seconded by Trustee Jason Armbrewster.
