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VILLAGE OF OAKFIELD BOARD OF TRUSTEES

SEMI-MONTHLY MEETING

February 13, 2012
A regular meeting of the Village of Oakfield Board of Trustees was called to order at 5:30 p.m. by Mayor Rick Pastecki followed by the Pledge to the Flag and Prayer.  The following Trustees were present:   Jason Armbrewster, Joan Stevens, Shelly D’Alba and Dean Joslyn.   
Also present: Clerk/Treasurer Joyce Grazioplene, D.P.W. Supervisor Dave Laney, Jacob Houseknecht, Greg Houseknecht, Susie Houseknecht, Stephen J. Ognibene.
PUBLIC COMMENTS

Stephen Ognibene spoke to the Board about plumbing licenses.  He said he was told the Village was not renewing plumbing licenses.  Mayor Pastecki said the Board is in the process of reviewing Village laws regarding the requirement for licensed plumbers.   Mr. Ognibene feels it is important to have licensed plumbers.  Other towns and villages do require licenses. Trustee Armbrewster said the Village has no one to oversee qualifications of plumbers.   Mayor Pastecki said the Board is looking into this.  
OLD BUSINESS

1.  Water Tower/Transmission Main Project     
a. Resolution #3 – 2012 Authorizing the Mayor to Execute the Intermunicipal Agreement for Water Main Service and Dedication  An intermunicipal agreement with the Town of Batavia for dedication and maintenance of the transmission main on Downey Road was reviewed by the Board.   A Motion was made by Trustee Joan Stevens, seconded by Trustee Shelly D’Alba and carried by unanimous vote to approve Resolution #3-2012, a copy of which is attached to these minutes.   Upon approval of the agreement by the Town of Batavia, the $50,000 being held in escrow will be returned to the Town of Batavia.   

b.  Pay Application #4 – Keeler Construction Co.   A motion was made by Trustee Jason Armbrewster, seconded by Trustee Joan Stevens and carried by unanimous vote to approve Keeler Construction Company Pay Application #4 in the amount of $62,102.73.
c. South Pearl Street Road Repair  The Board discussed milling and paving South Pearl Street.  A motion was made by Trustee Shelly D’Alba, seconded by Trustee Jason Armbrewster and carried by unanimous vote to put the South Pearl Street milling and paving project out to bid.  Bids to be opened at the March 12, 2012 meeting.  Supervisor Laney will work with Tom Carpenter of Clark Patterson to put specs together.  Trustee Armbrewster suggested checking the condition of the sewer main also.    
Water Tower Land Lease Agreement   The Town had proposed purchasing 3.5 acres of land and leasing it to the Village for the water tower.   Rural Development has questioned the ownership of the property.  It has been suggested that the Village contract directly with the property owner.  Mayor Pastecki has talked with the engineers and they said 1.27 acres is all that is needed for the water tower.   A motion was made by Trustee Jason Armbrewster, seconded by Trustee Shelly D’Alba and carried by unanimous vote to contract with Lamb Farms for the purchase of 1.27 acres of land on Lewiston Road for the water tower.     
2.  Village Ordinance Amendments   Attorney DiMatteo has submitted sample traffic laws from other Villages.  He is recommending an inventory of all street signs in the Village and consolidation of all local laws relating to streets.  Supervisor Laney will have a list of street signs at the next Board meeting with his recommendation for any changes.  
3.  BOCES Co-op   Supervisor Laney received information on the internship program from BOCES.  They have a student that could work four days a week, 2 hours a day during the school year.   There is a two week internship period that requires no payment.  After that period, they like to see the students get paid.   There is sufficient money in the part-time streets budget.   The student could do landscaping, mowing, picking up brush, cutting down trees, etc.  A motion was made by Trustee Jason Armbrewster, seconded by Trustee Dean Joslyn and carried by unanimous vote to approve the BOCES internship for a two week period to be evaluated at the end of the two weeks, and based on the evaluation, continue the internship at minimum wage.

1. Approval of Minutes –  A motion was made by Trustee Jason Armbrewster, seconded by Trustee Joan Stevens and carried by unanimous vote to approve the minutes of the January 23, 2012 meeting.  A motion was made by Trustee Joan Stevens, seconded by Trustee Jason Armbrewster and carried by unanimous vote to approve the minutes of the January 25, 2012 meeting.

P.O. #52-53, Revision #16-17   A motion was made by Trustee Shelly D’Alba, seconded by Trustee Jason Armbrewster and carried by unanimous vote to approve P.O. #53 and P.O. Revisions #16-17.    P.O. #52 for Humphrey Electric for installation of panic buttons was not approved.  Mayor Pastecki and Trustee Armbrewster would like to meet with Mr. Humphrey to look at what is available.   
3.    Investment Report The Board reviewed the January Investment Report. 

4. Capital Improvement Plan   Tom Carpenter will be submitting a proposal to update a capital improvement plan for water and sewer.  He will prioritize what needs to be done and when.  Trustee Armbrewster also suggested that Supervisor Laney work with Town Highway Superintendent Dennis to assess Village streets and determine the most economical way to maintain them.  
5. IRS Bond Compliance Procedures   Hodgson & Russ, Bond Counsel submitted proposed post-issuance bond procedures for the Board to adopt that is now being required by IRS.  They are working on more comprehensive procedures for the Board to adopt at a later date, but this will allow them to state on the form they are required to file that the Village has something in place.  A motion was made by Trustee Shelly D’Alba, seconded by Trustee Dean Joslyn and carried by unanimous vote to adopt Schedule A – Post-Issuance Bond Procedures.

6.   Request for one-time credit   A request for one-time credit was received for 12 Oak Street.  The Board tabled the request until more information can be obtained regarding clarification of the problem and a statement from the plumber.  

7.
Request for Waiver of Penalty  A request was received for waiver of a penalty.  The Board denied the request.  

8.     D.P.W. Report      The old transmission main has been abandoned.   Cut and caps were completed today.   Old hydrants will be removed this week. 
Having no further business to come before the Board, the meeting was adjourned at  7:00 p.m. on motion by Trustee Joan Stevens, seconded by Trustee Jason Armbrewster and carried by unanimous vote.
