SEMI-MONTHLY MEETING

February 25, 2013
A regular meeting of the Village of Oakfield Board of Trustees was called to order at 5:30 p.m. by Mayor Rick Pastecki followed by the Pledge to the Flag and Prayer.  The following Trustees were present:    Jason Armbrewster, Joan Stevens and Jeremy Yasses.  Absent:  Trustee Shelly D’Alba.      
Also present: Clerk/Treasurer Joyce Grazioplene; D.P.W. Supervisor Dave Laney; Steve Mountain, Mountain Engineering.
OLD BUSINESS

1.  Approval of Fire Chief    A Motion was made by Trustee Joan Stevens to approve Sean Downing as Fire Chief.    Trustee Armbrewster said he would like to have a meeting with the proposed Fire Chief to discuss some concerns.  Trustee Yasses said he would also like to meet with him.  The motion was rescinded.  The Board requested that Mr. Downing be invited to attend the next meeting.
2. MRB Engineering Proposal   The Board reviewed MRB’s proposal for engineering services for the roof and window replacement project.   The Board would like information on the proposed cost of the project along with inspection costs and grant information.   Trustee Yasses will get that information. 
NEW BUSINESS   

1. Approval of Minutes –   A  Motion was made by Trustee Jason Armbrewster to approve the minutes of the February 11 and February 14, 2013 meeting.   The motion was seconded by Trustee Joan Stevens.

2. Financial Reports The Board reviewed the January, 2013 financial reports.
  P.O. #67    A Motion was made by Trustee Joan Stevens to approve P.O. #67 to Walmart in the amount of $400.00.  The motion was seconded by Trustee Jason Armbrewster.

3. Camden Report   The Board reviewed Camden Group’s monthly report for January, 2013.  Trustee Armbrewster said tank #2 is starting to show signs of needing repair.  It may need to be drained in the spring.  He has asked Camden for a maintenance plan.

4. Local Government Efficiency Grant    The Board received a proposed joint grant application from GCEDC for a joint Local Government Efficiency Grant with the Town of Alabama and Town of Oakfield.   A conference call was placed to Mark Masse to ask questions regarding the application.    He explained that because of the STAMP project the Town of Alabama will have to update the Comprehensive Plan.  Since this was a joint plan, the Town and Village of Oakfield should be involved.   The scope of work for the grant application will involve:  (1) updating the Comprehensive Plan to include STAMP and any new areas of development; (2) a feasibility study to look at shared services to develop a form-based code, and share code and zoning enforcement services; (3) implementation of the results of the study.   The estimated cost for each municipality is $6,500.00.  

A Motion was made by Trustee Jeremy Yasses to get on board with the Local Government Efficiency Grant with the Town of Alabama and Town of Oakfield at a cost not to exceed $7,000.00.  The motion was seconded by Trustee Jason Armbrewster.

5. D.P.W. Report     
Water Tower Leak    Supervisor Laney reported the leak has been repaired.  Two days later he noticed another leak.   This leak is not as bad.   He talked with AMSTAR.  They said it was not leaking the day they left.  He does not feel it is an immediate problem.   He is waiting for AMSTAR to get back to him with a quote.   Trustee Armbrewster asked about the elevation of the tank.   Supervisor Laney has talked to Clark Patterson about this.  He is waiting to hear back.
U-Dump  Supervisor Laney received a quote for a U-dump in the amount of $6,100.00.  He will get other quotes.

Tree Removal – Cary Avenue   The tree has been removed at 22 Cary Avenue. The cost was $500.00.
The Board reviewed the Supervisor’s monthly report.

6. Request for Use of Meeting Room The Committee for the Town 175th Anniversary celebration requested use of the Village meeting room for a meeting on March 4, 2013.   A Motion was made by Trustee Joan Stevens to approve the use of the meeting room by the 175th Anniversary Committee.  The motion was seconded by Trustee Jason Armbrewster.  Prior to the vote the Board discussed the need to schedule a budget work session and it was necessary to schedule it for that night.

The motion did not pass.   
Steve Mountain – Sewer Plant Evaluation    Mr. Mountain gave a presentation of his evaluation of the sewer plant to date.   He explained the project goals are to determine the condition of the plant, identify long and short term needs and the effects of the stamp project.  He reviewed the history of the plant and the condition of the plant today. He plans to develop a financial plan for long and short term needs in an effort to stabilize rates, and look at funding opportunities.  

John Igoe   Mr. Igoe arrived at the meeting with Fire Chief Downing at 6:45 p.m.   He told the Board they had an emergency meeting with the Board of Directors to discuss the letter they received from the Village.   They disagree on the amount of water in question.  The decrease in the water account was due to shutting down the ice machine and shutting off the toilets when not being used.   The line that was added was done the first week in January.   They would estimate usage around 600 gallons.  There was a question of where the new meter had to be installed and the necessity of a backflow preventer.  Trustee Armbrewster said a backflow preventer was required due to hazardous materials in the area.   They discussed the option of installing a one-inch line with a locking valve and limited keys to be used only for washing Village trucks, or capping the line and using a hydrant to fill the tanker.  Mr. Igoe is getting estimates for plumbing options and will report at the March 11, 2013 meeting.  Trustee Armbrewster will get information to him on backflow preventers.      

Water Tower Replacement   A pre-construction meeting has been scheduled for March 4, 2013 at 11:00 a.m.  
Having no further business to come before the Board, the meeting was adjourned at 8:30 p.m. on motion by Trustee Joan Stevens.
