SEMI-MONTHLY MEETING

February 27, 2012
A regular meeting of the Village of Oakfield Board of Trustees was called to order at 5:30 p.m. by Mayor Rick Pastecki followed by the Pledge to the Flag and Prayer.  The following Trustees were present:   Joan Stevens and Dean Joslyn.   Absent:   Jason Armbrewster and Shelly D’Alba.   
Also present: Clerk/Treasurer Joyce Grazioplene, D.P.W. Supervisor Dave Laney, Jeremy Yasses.
PUBLIC COMMENTS

Jeremy Yasses asked if the Board was considering additional Sheriff patrols.  The Village still has a drug problem – it is not getting better.  He has just recently witnessed a drug deal.   He called the Sheriff’s Department, but they were not able to get here.   He would like the Board to revisit it.  Mayor Pastecki said Trustee D’Alba did report on the Sheriff’s history report, and the Board decided not to pursue additional patrols at this time.   
OLD BUSINESS

1.  Transmission Main Project    
a. Amendment – Inspection Services   Clark Patterson Lee submitted an amendment to the engineering services agreement for inspection services for the transmission main project not to exceed $12,000.00 to cover the remainder of the project they have estimated at four weeks.  They do not expect that it will take that long.    A Motion  was made by Trustee Shelly D’Alba, seconded by Trustee Jason Armbrewster and carried by unanimous vote to approve the amendment to the engineering services agreement not to exceed $12,000.00, and authorize Mayor Pastecki to execute the amendment. 
2.  Water Tower   A contract for the purchase of property on Maltby Road was reviewed by the Board.  The contract is for the purchase of 1.31 acres for placement of the water tower for $10,916.66.  The property is on Lewiston Road.  A motion was made by Trustee Dean Joslyn, seconded by Trustee Joan Stevens and carried by unanimous vote to accept the contract for the purchase of property pending the change from Maltby Road to Lewiston Road, and authorize Mayor Pastecki to execute the contract.   
3. South Pearl Street Repaving  A proposal was submitted from Clark Patterson Lee for design and bidding services for the milling and paving in the amount of $10,000.00.   The Board tabled the matter until Supervisor Laney can look into getting another proposal.    
4.  Ordinance Amendments  The Board discussed the requirements for Plumbing Licenses and whether it should remain a law to require them.  The Clerk will check with other Villages to see if they require them, and look into liability issues.  The Board reviewed the inventory of signs that Supervisor Laney completed and discussed other regulations to be included in the law as follows:

1. No parking on Village Streets November 1 through March 31 from 2:00 a.m. to 8:00 a.m.

2. No parking in Village parking lots 2:00 a.m. – 8:00 a.m.

3. Terraces – residents must apply for a permit if they wish to install anything other than grass in the terrace.  The permit should contain a waiver, that if that area needs to be dug up, the Village will not be responsible for replacing what is there.

4. Garbage  - Garbage cans, garbage bags and discarded bulk items shall not be placed on the curb before 12:00 noon the day before the scheduled pickup.  Garbage containers and any materials not removed by garbage collectors shall be removed from the curb before 9:00 a.m. the day after pickup.  
5. Street Opening Law will become a part of this local law.

NEW BUSINESS   

1. Approval of Minutes –  A motion was made by Trustee Joan Stevens, seconded by Trustee Dean Joslyn and carried by unanimous vote to approve the minutes of the February 13, 2012 meeting.   

2.    Financial  Reports The Board reviewed the January financial reports. 

3. D.P.W. Report   South Pearl Street Sewer Video Supervisor Laney reported that Rural Water will        be here on March 6 to video the sewer main on South Pearl Street.    

DOT repairs – 1 Farnsworth  Supervisor Laney received a call from Barry Quinn of DOT. The bids for the sidewalk reconstruction at 1 Farnsworth will be let on May 17, 2012.  It could be up to seven weeks before the work is done.
Having no further business to come before the Board, the meeting was adjourned at 6:45 p.m. on motion by Trustee Joan Stevens, seconded by Trustee Dean Joslyn and carried by unanimous vote.
