DEC, Soil & Water, and County Highway had no interest or concerns.  He has left messages at the Army Corp of Engineers, but they have not returned his phone calls.   DOT will be checking into the size of the pipe that was used. Neighbors are concerned about flooding and run-off.  Supervisor Laney will check on the grading.  
7. D.P.W. Report     Electronic Collection   The school is looking at scheduling a day for collecting electronic items for recycling.  They will let Supervisor Laney know when they have a date so we can coordinate with Village residents.

Tree Complaint   A letter was received requesting permission to remove a Village tree at the homeowner’s own expense due to recurring sewer problems.   They have had the line snaked several times, and have been told the problem is the tree roots.   The Board asked Supervisor Laney to look into this and if the problem is the Village tree, the Village should remove the tree.
