PUBLIC HEARING – 2012/13 Budget

PUBLIC HEARING -  Proposed Water Rate Increase 

 A Motion was made by Trustee Jason Armbrewster at 5:30 p.m. to open both Public Hearings to hear comments regarding the 2012/13 Budget and Proposed Water Rate Increase.
The motion was seconded by Trustee Shelly D'Alba.

PUBLIC COMMENTS 
Samantha Hilchey   Mrs. Hilchey spoke regarding a problem they have been having with water pressure in their home at 43 Oak Street. Since completion of the Farnsworth Avenue project, they have had a significant drop in their pressure.  The pressure should be at 70 lbs, theirs is at 30.   They previously brought this problem to the Board and were denied any action.  Trustee Armbrewster said he was contacted by Mr. Hilchey and suggested they bring it to the Board’s attention again to clarify the problem.  Supervisor Laney said he was contacted a while after the project was done.  He did go to look at it.  It is an old galvanized line – the problem could have been caused by dirt and sediment in the line.  The line was cut during construction and reconnected.  This is an unusual connection.  The Hilchey’s were unaware that their line ran to Farnsworth Avenue.  Trustee Armbrewster looked at the Farnsworth Avenue plans and they did not indicate the service was there.  Supervisor Laney said it was well known.   The Hilchey’s have an updated quote from Greg Post.  Trustee D’Alba suggested getting an updated quote from Henry Cook.   The matter was tabled until the next meeting. 
Ron D’Alba   Mr. D’Alba questioned the Board about whether the Village election was legal.  It was his understanding that some people voted that were not residents of the Village. If the election was not legal, any business that is carried on may have legal issues.   He said he asked about the qualifications to vote, and they are very vague.   He asked if the election could be challenged and who could challenge it.   Mayor Pastecki said he had received calls also with questions about the election.   Trustee Armbrewster and D’Alba also received calls.  
Bev Beckley said she questioned the residency of one of the candidates prior to the election. She was told the assumption was that the candidate would be moving in.  She felt that it would have been better to wait for the next election when the candidate would have been moved in. 
Jeremy Yasses said if the issue was concerning his election to the Board, he has requested a partial Certificate of Occupancy from the Code Officer, and expects to be moved into the Village by April 1, 2012.   

Mayor Pastecki said it is his understanding that for an election to be challenged a suit would have to be filed.   Trustee D’Alba said the Board needs to do more research.  Mayor Pastecki said he will try to find out specifically what the law says regarding residency and will call a special meeting if necessary to address this.  

OLD BUSINESS

1.  Transmission Main Project    
a. Change Order #2  The Board reviewed the Change Order.   Supervisor Laney questioned  two of the items on the Change Order.   He will contact the engineer for clarification and bring back to the next meeting.   
2.  Water Tower   The contract for the purchase of property has been submitted to the seller.  Mayor Pastecki spoke with the seller. They had just received the contract. They will be making a counteroffer.  Mayor Pastecki did explain to him that we needed to move quickly.   
3. Tree Removal – 5 Bennett Avenue  Supervisor Laney reported that the tree at 5 Bennett was taken down by National Grid along with 11 other trees in the Village that needed to be taken down.  There was no cost to the Village.    The County will come in and grind the stumps.  
NEW BUSINESS   

1. Approval of Minutes –  A motion was made by Trustee Jason Armbrewster to approve the minutes of the March 12, 2012 meeting.  The motion was seconded by Trustee Joan Stevens.

3. 2012/13 Budget  A motion was made by Trustee Joan Stevens to approve the 2012/13 Budget.   The motion was seconded by Trustee Jason Armbrewster.

4. Resolution #5 – 2012 Amending Appendix A of Water Rules and Regulations The amendment will increase the water rate from $4.00 to $4.25 effective June 1, 2012.    A Motion was made by Trustee Shelly D’Alba to adopt Resolution #5-2012.  The motion was seconded by Trustee Jason Armbrewster.
 Ayes:  Stevens, Joslyn, Armbrewster and D’Alba.

  Prior to the vote Kurt and Robin Woodams asked to speak about the rate increase.  They are new users in the Town Water District, and they are concerned that there was just an increase in January.  The Clerk explained that the water fund has been running a deficit the last few years, and the Village has been trying to slowly bring the fund in balance.   There is also increased debt with the transmission main project and water tower replacement project that is affecting the rate.    
5.  Request for Use of Gazebo – Wedding  A request was received from for use of the Gazebo on July 21, 2012 from 12:00 noon to 3:00 p.m. for a wedding.   A Motion was made by Trustee Joan Stevens to approve the use of the Gazebo on July 21, 2012 for a wedding. The motion was seconded by Trustee Jason Armbrewster.

6. Request for Use of Gazebo – Easter Service  A request was received from the Oakfield Methodist Church for use of the Gazebo on Easter Sunday, April 8, 2012  from  8:30 a.m. to 9:30 a.m. for an Easter service.  A Motion  was made by Trustee Jason Armbrewster to approve the request for use of the Gazebo on April 8, 2012 by the Oakfield Methodist Church.  The motion was seconded by Trustee Shelly D’Alba.

7. Mercy Flight Agreement Renewal   Fire Chief Sean Downing asked the Board to postpone any action on this contract renewal, until wording regarding critical care is revised.  County EMS has requested a change and a revised agreement will be coming.
8. Fire Truck Replacement  Fire Chief Downing asked the Board to consider putting an additional $15,000.00 in the Fire Truck Reserve.  They have been looking at a 20 year replacement plan.  He feels the current contribution will not be enough to keep up with the increase in cost.  They would like to get a 10 year replacement plan in place.  He has spoken with Town Supervisor Mike Cianfrini about putting together a Committee to formulate a plan.   He will set up a meeting.  
9. Grading of Vacant Lot –  Corner of Water Street/North Pearl  A letter was sent to Mike Ognibene from the Village Attorney regarding the grading of the vacant lot following demolition of 14 Water Street.   Mr. Ognibene would like to meet with Mayor Pastecki, the Village Attorney, Zoning Officer and his contractor regarding the letter. 
10. GAM  Request for Contribution to Health Insurance Study   GAM has requested a contribution of $350 from each of the  municipalities to contribute to the study of a cooperative health insurance plan.  A motion was made by Trustee Jason Armbrewster to approve payment of the amount of $350 to GAM for the health insurance study.   The motion was seconded by Trustee Joan Stevens.

11.  HRA Benefit Plan Amendment    The Board reviewed the HRA plan and agreed the only change to the plan would be the amount of the contribution per employee as approved in the budget.

A Motion was made by Trustee Shelly D’Alba to approve the request of Trustee Stevens and Clerk Grazioplene to attend the NYCOM Annual Meeting and Training School May 6-8, 2012 in Saratoga Springs.  The motion was seconded by Trustee Jason Armbrewster.

South Pearl Street Restoration  Supervisor Laney contacted the engineers to find out when the restoration  work will begin.  They could not give him a date.  They are waiting for the blacktop plants to open.  
Maple Avenue Property   Trustee Armbrewster was contacted by a resident on Maple Avenue regarding water runoff into his yard since the grader paving was done.  Supervisor Laney will look into it.

Reed Beds  Supervisor Laney reported the reed beds are growing very nicely.  The reeds are almost a foot tall.      

Electronics Collection - School   The Oakfield school will be having a electronic collection day at the bus garage on April 7, 2012.   
14.  Auditor Financial Statements   The Board was given the auditor’s report and financial statements for year end May 31, 2011.
