MONTHLY MEETING

April 14, 2014
A regular meeting of the Village of Oakfield Board of Trustees was called to order at 7:10 p.m. by Mayor Jason Armbrewster followed by the Pledge to the Flag.  The following Trustees were present:  Shelly D’Alba, David Boyle, Joan Stevens, Scott Boring
Also Present:   Clerk/Treasurer Joyce Grazioplene, D.P.W. Supervisor Dave Laney, Duane McVay

Public Comments:
Duane McVay   Mr. McVay asked that the tree in front of his house be taken down.  Just before Christmas a branch fell from the tree and took his power line down.   He was without power for 6 hours and had to hire an electrician to fix the problem.   During the first ice storm in 2006 the tree was damaged and subsequently he had problems with ants that bore a hole in the center.   He brought it to the attention of the Village, filled out a form, but nothing was done to alleviate the problem.  In the years following he talked to Village workers and told them he would like the tree cut down.   They said they would let the appropriate people know, but nothing has been done.  He had a bill from his electrician in the amount of $339.85 for restoring the power to his house.   Since it was a Village tree, he feels the Village should pay for it.  Supervisor Laney said the first work order for this was in June, 2007.  Mr. McVay asked for both trees in front of his house to be cut down.  Supervisor Laney had an arborist come in to look at Village trees and he did not feel the trees needed to be cut down.   In August, 2008 there was another work order for the same request.  He checked on the tree a couple times a year and it was his position that the branch that fell was not dead.   The tree is scheduled to be removed by the end of the week.   Supervisor Laney is concerned it would be setting a precedent if the Village paid the electrician bill.     Mayor Armbrewster called for a motion to approve or deny payment of the electrician bill.   No motion was made.   A Motion was made by Trustee Shelly D’Alba to table the matter until more information was obtained.  The motion was seconded by Trustee Scott Boring.

Lou Moretti, Camden Group  Mr. Moretti introduced himself to the new Trustees and reviewed his monthly report.   He is getting quotes for new backwash valves and for reconstructing the return boxes.   He said it has been two years with no sludge hauling, saving the Village approximately $75,000 over the two year period.  The plant is running the best it ever has.  During the last rain storm over 1,000,000 gallons went through and he did not have to go into bypass.   
Brad Hilchey, Fire Chief   Mr. Hilchey met with Supervisor Laney to discuss building a bail-out system training site at the sewer plant.   Mayor Armbrewster asked him to get a plan together for the Board to look at.   

Bruce Gerould  Code Officer    Code Officer Gerould reported he has issued a Certificate of Occupancy for the Dollar General.

a.  Pay Application #9   Pay application #9 was submitted in the amount of $10,617.23.   Supervisor Laney said there is a safety problem with the manway to access the roof, and Odyssey Controls cannot get in to install the antenna for the new telemetry system. Supervisor Laney explained that Burgh Schoenenberger will be assisting with the flow metering as they are experts with installation and calibration of flow meters.   They also have all the updated equipment for gas monitoring.  The engineer has scheduled a 6-8 week survey with the flow meters.   
A Motion was made by Trustee Scott Boring to adopt Resolution #7-2014, authorizing expenditures for the Sanitary Sewer Evaluation Survey, a copy of which is attached to these minutes.  The motion was seconded by Trustee Joan Stevens.

8. Tax Collection Program   The program being used by the Clerk for tax collection can no longer be used with the windows update. 9. Windows Update   A quote was received from Millenium Computer to convert the current computers to Windows 7 since Windows XP is no longer supported.  The cost would be approximately $268 per computer.   A Motion was made by Trustee Scott Boring to approve the quote from Millenium Computer to update the computers to Windows 7.   The motion was seconded by Trustee Joan Stevens.

10. Zoning Report   The Board reviewed the Zoning Officer’s monthly report.
11. Memorial Day Parade   The American Legion has asked to have a representative from the Village speak at the ceremony in the park after the Memorial Day parade.  Mayor Armbrewster will be out of Town.  He will arrange for someone to speak on behalf of the Village.  

12. Traveling Memorial Wall   The American Legion is bringing the traveling veteran’s memorial wall to Pembroke in June.  They are looking for sponsors.   A Motion was made by Trustee Joan Stevens to sponsor a panel in the amount of $250.00.  The motion was seconded by Trustee Dave Boyle.

13. D.P.W. Report   Supervisor Laney reported the  D.P.W. has been cleaning sewers, snow plowing and sidewalk plowing, hauling snow, repaired the bobcat, removed carpet in Board room, and cleaned up Christmas decorations in the park, put out the park benches and trash barrels, and started weekly cleanup of Main & Drake Street.   They will be continuing sewer cleaning for the I & I study, have started brush pickup today, and will be starting plow damage.   After the sewer cleaning they will begin installing the flow meters.  
Telemetry System   The old tank is leaking again, but is nothing to be concerned about right now.  If necessary, the telemetry could be run manually for the new tank.   Mayor Armbrewster said he would like to have quotes for the demolition by next meeting.  There was a tank overflow the first of the month due to a communication failure.  The telemetry was adjusted, but there was a loss of approximately 200,000 gallons of water.   Supervisor Laney met with the engineer and Odyssey Controls to view the new telemetry system.   There are several alarms built in.  

Water District 3    Installation of water district 3 will start tomorrow.   The D.P.W. will be operating valves.  

Road Repair  Supervisor Laney met with Lee from SuitKote.   They looked over the Village Streets and he recommended slurry sealing Water Street, Forest Avenue, and North Pearl.  He is looking into other options.    Mayor Armbrewster talked with Midland Asphalt, and they have a new system with oil and stone that eliminates dust.  
Parking Space Study    Supervisor Laney is waiting for paperwork from the engineer to begin the survey.   
14. Minutes – Public Hearing April 8, 2014    Mayor Armbrewster asked to table the minutes for the Public Hearing.   He would like to see more information included.  

15. Houghton Conference    Trustee David Boyle requested approval to attend the Southern Tier West Training Conference at Houghton College on May 7, 2014.  A Motion was made by Trustee Scott Boring to approve Trustee Boyle’s request to attend the Southern Tier West Training Conference at Houghton College on May 7, 2014.   The motion was seconded by Trustee Shelly D’Alba.

RESOLUTION # 6  - 2014 -  A RESOLUTION TO APPROVE THE CLOSING OF STREETS WITHIN THE VILLAGE OF OAKFIELD FOR THE ANNUAL MEMORIAL DAY PARADE  ON ~ MAY 26th , 2014 ~


WHEREAS, the Hiram G. Luhman Post #626, as part of the annual Memorial Day Celebration, has scheduled a “Memorial Day Parade” to take place on Monday, May 26, 2014, from 11:00 a.m. until approximately 11:30 a.m.


WHEREAS, the proposed parade routes include a portion of New York State Route 63, located within the Village of Oakfield between its north boundary and South Pearl Street, just south of the intersection of Drake Street (New York State Route 262), 


WHEREAS, the Village Board of Trustees of the Village of Oakfield has determined that it is necessary to close a portion New York State Route 63 within the Village of Oakfield as described herein in order to adequately protect the health, safety and welfare of the participants in the parade and spectators along the parade route,


NOW, THEREFORE, IT IS HEREBY RESOLVED AND ORDERED by the Village Board of the Village of Oakfield, New York that a portion of New York State Route 63 shall be closed within the Village of Oakfield, New York on Monday, May 26, 2014 at approximately 11:00 a.m. in order to permit the passage of a parade along said route, and 


BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED AND ORDERED, that said road shall be reopened to the passage of vehicular traffic as soon as practicable after the conclusion of said parade, and 


BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED AND ORDERED, that during the aforementioned periods of time New York State Route 63 shall be closed as follows: 


1. Genesee County Sheriff’s Department and/or Oakfield Fire Department Fire Police will close New York State Route 63 (Main Street) northbound at the intersection of North Pearl Street, and New York State Route 63 (Main Street) southbound at the intersection of Broadway Avenue, and will be available at those intersections to provide alternate directions. 


2.  Road closing barricades and/or Fire Department Fire Police will be at all access streets, namely: Cary Avenue, Gibson Street, Forest Avenue, Maple Avenue, Water Street, Drake Street and North Pearl Street to prevent traffic from entering Main Street.  


3.  The Genesee County Sheriff’s Department will lead the parade with a patrol car and follow the end of the parade with a patrol car.  


BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED AND ORDERED, that all traffic control devices to be erected shall be approved by the New York State Department of Transportation as required by law.

RESOLUTION # 7 – 2014
SANITARY SEWER EVALUATION SURVEY(SSES)

EXPENDITURES AUTHORIZATION


WHEREAS, the Village has received funding to complete a Sanitary Sewer Evaluation Survey (SSES); and

WHEREAS, assistance from the Flow Metering Equipment manufactures representative, Burgh Schoenenberger, will be needed from time to time for technical assistance and confined space entry; and


WHEREAS, Burgh Schoenenberger has submitted the attached proposal for these services; and 

WHEREAS, other equipment and materials will be required to perform the flow study such as - batteries, rain gauges, desiccant, smoke and dye testing materials, etc.; and

WHEREAS, it is estimated that these costs will not exceed $6,000, and

WHEREAS, these estimated expenditures were anticipated and were included in the original project budget,

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that the Village Board authorizes these expenditures and shall be as recommended for approval by Mountain Engineering and reviewed and approved by Superintendent of Public Works in addition to the Board's voucher approval process.
