SEMI-MONTHLY MEETING

April 22, 2013
A regular meeting of the Village of Oakfield Board of Trustees was called to order at 5:30 p.m. by Mayor Rick Pastecki followed by the Pledge to the Flag and Prayer.  The following Trustees were present:    Jason Armbrewster, Joan Stevens, Jeremy Yasses, and Shelly D’Alba.

PUBLIC HEARING – Water Rate Increase        A Motion  was made by Trustee Jason Armbrewster to open the Public Hearing at 5:30 p.m. for the purpose of hearing comments for or against the proposed water rate increase.   The motion was seconded by Trustee Shelly D’Alba.

John Igoe, Oakfield Fire Department President    Fire Agreement   Mr. Igoe said he is missing one signature.  He will get it tonight and drop the agreement off tomorrow.  

Plumbing Changes   They have not gone any farther.  The new line has not been used.  They have voted to eliminate the 2” line and go with a 3/4” line due to the cost of the backflow preventer.    The trucks would then have to be filled from the hydrant.   The Board agreed that the cost of the 2” backflow preventer could be charged to the fire budget.  Mr. Igoe will relay that information to his Board.  The line would be metered and not charged.   The  line to the fire hall will continue to be charged.  

Filing Requirements   Mr. Igoe reported that all tax filing requirements will be taken care of this year.  

MRB Group   Mr. Bova and Mr. Doyle reviewed their revised proposal for engineering services for roof replacement of the Village Office Building.   The project could be ready to go out to bid by June, but it may be in the Village’s best interest to wait until September, when contractors are finishing up with school projects.
A motion was made by Trustee Shelly D’Alba to accept the engineering proposal of MRB Group in the amount of $8,500.00 to proceed with the replacement of the Village hall roofing system.  The motion was seconded by Trustee Joan Stevens.

3. Camden Report   The Board reviewed Camden Group’s monthly report for March, 2013.   They reported it has been a full year of not hauling sludge, which is an approximate savings of $40,000.00.   Trustee Armbrewster said they are looking at replacing some valves.  There are 18 altogether.  They will try to do nine in this budget year.  The D.P.W. has done maintenance on the generator saving $800 - $1,000.  
4. Resolution #5 – 2013 Water Rate Increase   A Motion was made by Trustee Shelly D’Alba to adopt Resolution #5-2013, increasing the water rate from $4.25 to $4.35/1,000 gallons and the user fee from $20.00 to $25.00 per unit.   A copy of the Resolution is attached to these minutes.  The motion was seconded by Trustee Jason Armbrewster.

Water Tower Update   Supervisor Laney talked with Tom Carpenter.  They are waiting for approval on rerod.  They are looking at a starting date of May 6, 2013.  
Lawn Damage Supervisor Laney received a letter from a resident on Forest Avenue requesting repair of lawn damage from replacement of curb stop.   Supervisor Laney said some of the damage was caused from
a contractor replacing the water line.  The Board agreed the Village should repair the damage since the curb stop was replaced and there was plow damage.  
8.  Southern Tier West Local Government Conference  Trustee Yasses and Clerk Grazioplene requested approval to attend the Southern Tier West Local Government Conference at Houghton, New York on May 8, 2013.  The cost is $45.00 each. RESOLUTION # 6  - 2013 -  A RESOLUTION TO APPROVE THE CLOSING OF STREETS WITHIN THE VILLAGE OF OAKFIELD FOR THE ANNUAL MEMORIAL DAY PARADE  ON ~ MAY 27th , 2013 ~


WHEREAS, the Hiram G. Luhman Post #626, as part of the annual Memorial Day Celebration, has scheduled a “Memorial Day Parade” to take place on Monday, May 27, 2013, from 11:00 a.m. until approximately 11:30 a.m.


WHEREAS, the proposed parade routes include a portion of New York State Route 63, located within the Village of Oakfield between its north boundary and South Pearl Street, just south of the intersection of Drake Street (New York State Route 262), 


WHEREAS, the Village Board of Trustees of the Village of Oakfield has determined that it is necessary to close New York State Route 63 within the Village of Oakfield as described herein in order to adequately protect the health, safety and welfare of the participants in the parade and spectators along the parade route,


NOW, THEREFORE, IT IS HEREBY RESOLVED AND ORDERED by the Village Board of the Village of Oakfield, New York that New York State Route 63 shall be closed within the Village of Oakfield, New York on Monday, May 27, 2013 at approximately 11:00 a.m. in order to permit the passage of a parade along said route, and 


BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED AND ORDERED, that said road shall be reopened to the passage of vehicular traffic as soon as practicable after the conclusion of said parade, and 


BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED AND ORDERED, that during the aforementioned periods of time New York State Route 63 shall be closed as follows: 


1. Genesee County Sheriff’s Department and/or Oakfield Fire Department Fire Police will close New York State Route 63 (Main Street) northbound at the intersection of North Pearl Street, and New York State Route 63 (Main Street) southbound at the intersection of Broadway Avenue, and will be available at those intersections to provide alternate directions. 


2.  Road closing barricades and/or Fire Department Fire Police will be at all access streets, namely: Cary Avenue, Gibson Street, Forest Avenue, Maple Avenue, Water Street, Drake Street and North Pearl Street to prevent traffic from entering Main Street.  


3.  The Genesee County Sheriff’s Department will lead the parade with a patrol car and follow the end of the parade with a patrol car.  


BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED AND ORDERED, that all traffic control devices to be erected shall be approved by the New York State Department of Transportation as required by law.
