May 12, 2014
A regular meeting of the Village of Oakfield Board of Trustees was called to order at 7:00 p.m. by Mayor Jason Armbrewster followed by the Pledge to the Flag.  The following Trustees were present:  Shelly D’Alba, David Boyle, Joan Stevens, Scott Boring.

Bruce Gerould, Code Officer   Code Officer Gerould reported that Dollar General has opened.    He is working on closing out old building permits.

Rick Pastecki, Zoning Officer    Zoning Officer Pastecki reviewed his monthly report.   There was a question regarding the placement of the freestanding sign for Dollar General.   That was resolved.   He has been in touch with Wells Fargo regarding the abandoned property on Farnsworth Avenue.  He will follow up.
 Public Comments:​   There were no public comments.
OLD BUSINESS
1.  Water Tower Update   Supervisor Laney reported that nothing was getting done.  The painters were supposed to be there today.  He has not seen them.   This is delaying the telemetry and prolonging demolition.  As soon as the antenna is on the tank, the old tank can be taken down.   The painter’s tripod is in the way.   Ron Bender spoke at this time about the problem he is having with water from the old water tower that has been pouring into his yard.  There are deep ruts from some type of machinery, and he is unable to mow.   He asked what he could expect for retribution.  Supervisor Laney said the Village did not cause the ruts.   Mayor Armbrewster said they need to find out who caused the damage.   As soon as the telemetry is installed for the new tank, the water will be shut off to the old tank and it will be drained down, hopefully by June.

8. Planning Board Resignation    A letter of resignation from the Planning Board was submitted by Rick D’Alba.   The Board will look for interested candidates. 
9. Camden Report   Mayor Armbrewster reported the plant is running smooth.  The grit chamber was cleaned  out this month.   Steve Mountain is looking into grant opportunities for solar energy project.  
10. D.P.W. Report Supervisor Laney reported the D.P.W.  has finished the sewer cleaning with help from the Town of Batavia, installed flow sensors, completed video of So. Main Sewer, are rinsing flow sensors daily, continue weekly sidewalk cleaning in business district, mowing and brush pickup, and are still cleaning up plow damage.  Disinfection bi-product testing was done last week.   Future  projects include repair of sewer machine, installing telemetry, mulch parks and library, plant flower barrels and clean up for Memorial Day, stripe crosswalks and parking lots.   Trustee D’Alba asked Supervisor Laney to look into purchasing new perennials around the gazebo.   They seem to be dying out.  She would like to see more color along with hanging baskets.

Water District #3  There was a question regarding who pays for the water to fill the pipes.  Supervisor Laney said the contractor paid for the water in Water District #2.   It is estimated based on daily usage.  The main meter is read every day.

Tree Removal   The property owner at 8 Oak Street has asked for the tree in front of his house to be removed.   The tree has one bad branch.  Mayor Armbrewster suggested having it looked at and evaluated.   

Brush Pickup  Residents are not following the rules and regulations for brush pickup.   Supervisor Laney is getting door hangers printed up with the rules and regulations.  This can also be put in the newsletter.     

11. Change Order – Caldwell Tanks  A change order was submitted by Caldwell for a deduction of $2,000.00 for storm pipe under the road that was not needed.  A Motion was made by Trustee Shelly D’Alba to approve the change order.  The motion was seconded by Trustee Joan Stevens.

RESOLUTION # 8   – 2014  AMENDING APPENDIX A  OF WATER RULES AND REGULATIONS

           ADOPTED JUNE, 1990.               Effective June 1, 2014

APPENDIX A  - FEE SCHEDULE 

UNIT DEFINITION    

Residential/Commercial    Each single-family residential dwelling shall be considered one unit and will typically have a 1-inch or less service line and a ¾ inch meter.  Included in this category will be single family houses, mobile homes, and individual apartments.  Multiple single-family dwellings on the same parcel of land will each be considered an individual unit.  Seasonal or non-continuous occupancy will not be taken into consideration when determining what constitutes a unit.  Any facility will be considered as a minimum of one unit.  

Agricultural   Agricultural facilities will be assigned an equivalent number of units based on the following method:    The average daily usage divided by 1,500 gpd = number of units.  Average daily usage will be determined by prior year history – to be reviewed annually.  The number of units for new accounts will be based on the 1st quarter of usage, and will be adjusted at the end of the 1st full year.
