OLD BUSINESS

1. Water Tower Update   Color Choice   The Board chose the color delft blue for the water tank.
2.      Zoning Violation Update    The cars have been moved back from the right of way on North Pearl Street.  They are moving forward with applying for a Special Use Permit for the Water Street motor vehicle sales.

2. Financial Reports  The Board reviewed the April financial reports.

3. North Pearl Street Right-of-Way   Mayor Pastecki suggested the Board consider installing sidewalks on North Pearl Street beyond the Library parking lot to the house, and extend the granite curbs with an area of grass and trees.   This could also add additional parking along the right-of-way.   He will get information on cost and available grants.     
4. D.P.W. Report The Board reviewed the Supervisor’s monthly report.   The D.P.W. has been working on  brush pickup, lawn mowing,  changing banners, mulching, and making sure Main Street looked good for Memorial Day.  They will be reading water meters the end of this week, finishing up plow damage, street sweeping, and after the first of June will be working on the second round of sidewalk replacement and tree replacement in the park.  

Restoration - County Bridge Replacement,North Pearl/Water Street   Supervisor Laney discussed restoration from the bridge replacement on North Pearl Street at the end of Water Street with the County.  They will be coming back to hydro seed.  
Topsoil   The County has offered the use of their screen to make topsoil.  This will save  $1,500/year.
Sean Downing, Fire Chief    Mr. Downing reported the Fire Department has completed the testing required for the end of the year.   Hose testing was completed.  There is some hose that will have to be replaced.    Pump tests were completed on truck 71 and 72.  Truck 71 will require the most repair and maintenance work.  Hurst tools were inspected – nothing was found.   He submitted purchase orders for three sets of gear and helmets.     
Water Agreement – Town of Alabama    Trustee D’Alba discussed the agreement with Attorney Whiting.  He will have something for the next meeting.
Having no further business to come before the Board, the meeting was adjourned at 6:15 p.m. on motion by Trustee Joan Stevens, seconded by Trustee Jeremy Yasses.
