SEMI-MONTHLY MEETING
June 10, 2013

PUBLIC COMMENTS  
Mike Bielski  complained about cars parking on North Pearl Street from Drake Street to Water Street.  They are employees from the car dealership and are there all day.   There are large vehicles that park there and he feels it is a safety concern.   He asked why parking was not allowed in the vacant lot on Water Street and what could be done about it. 6. Revised Water Shut-off Notice    Mayor Pastecki drafted changes to the water shut-off notice.  He suggested no other notice be given before the water is shut off.   The Board approved.
7. D.P.W. Report     
Power Outage – South Pearl Street    Supervisor Laney reported that there was a power outage at the D.P.W. building last Thursday.  He did not know about it until he received a call from Trustee Armbrewster.   The power was out longer than he thought it would be.  He was there all night keeping the generator running.    He suggested the Board look into purchasing an auto-dialer or auto generator to protect the water system.   He will look into the cost.

Sidewalk Replacement  Supervisor Laney was inspecting sidewalks while doing meter reads.  There are more sidewalks that need replacing.  He is working on another list.  
North Pearl Street Bridge Replacement Restoration   The County has not been back to hydroseed.   The Board discussed building up the area that is washing away with stone.  Supervisor Laney will look into it and will take care of getting topsoil ready for hydroseeding.   
The Board reviewed Supervisor Laney’s monthly report and June calendar.
Having no further business to come before the Board, the meeting was adjourned at 7:10 p.m. on motion by Trustee Joan Stevens, seconded by Trustee Jason Armbrewster and carried by unanimous vote.
