VILLAGE OF OAKFIELD BOARD OF TRUSTEES

MONTHLY MEETING

June 9th, 2014
A regular meeting of the Village of Oakfield Board of Trustees was called to order at 7:00 p.m. by Mayor Jason Armbrewster followed by the Pledge to the Flag.  The following Trustees were present:  Shelly D’Alba, David Boyle, and Scott Boring. Absent was Trustee: Joan Stevens
Also Present: Clerk/Treasurer Andrew Maguire, D.P.W. Supervisor Dave Laney, Code Enforcement Officer Bruce Gerould, Zoning Officer Rick Pastecki, Steve Mountain; Mountain Engineering, Fire Chief Brad Hilchey
Brad Hilchey, Fire Chief: Wednesday morning, the Moving Memorial Wall will come through Oakfield at 10AM. The Fire Department will need six or seven new uniforms. The painting of the water tower required it to be out of service for a short amount of time. The Fire Department coordinated with the DPW to ensure in an emergency, it would be put back into service for the use of the water. The Fire Department had a mutual call on Sunday, June 8th, for their tanker in Elba. This tanker will be used often in mutual aid service calls. The Stafford Parade will be held this Friday, June 13th, they will be sending out a tanker. 
Steve Mountain; Mountain Engineering: Representative Steve Mountain came to speak on a strategic plan for waste water work. A grant application was submitted for a generator for the waste water plant, called a Hazard Mitigation Grant. A sewer evaluation study is being performed, which is the study of inflow and infiltration. The Town of Batavia is loaning flow meters to help find the leaking pipes and get them fixed. The study needs to be completed before further grants can be applied for. They will be working on collecting data all summer using those flow meters. The Camden Group, who maintains the waste water plant, is a licensed solar provider; A Solar Grant may be a viable option for the waste water plant. Steve and Jason will meet with Camden to get more info. A study of parking lot counts is in process. Steve provided estimates for the full street reconstruction of Forrest and Water Street. Bond funding may be needed and Grant funding options will be discussed. The process would need to be approved through the proper channels before work can begin. A question was asked about Bond length based on proposal; it would be a 30 year bond. The Board will discuss the opportunity at a later date. The Grant Administrator will be changed to the new Clerk/Treasurer for The Village. 
Bruce Gerould, Code Officer: There are nine open permits which Code Officer Gerould is working with families on getting issues closed and resolved. One home needs to prop up the porch but is a tough situation to get closed due to the fact that the family is trying to make ends meet and keep up house. A question was asked if safety is an issue: No, they are working on temporary fix. Mayor Armbrewster asked for pictures next meeting and to keep the Board informed. Code Officer Gerould was asked to remove a ladder that was a potential hazard, the family was contacted and they took it down immediately. A question was asked about abandon homes, who handles those issues? It is dependent on the situation, typically zoning or coding would handle those. Mayor Armbrewster received a petition from local residents to have an abandoned house cleaned up as soon as possible.
Rick Pastecki, Zoning Officer:  People have been responding well to Letters of Violations, some are constantly being called and mailed for clean up and removal. 25 Farnsworth Ave. is still an issue. The Zoning Officer would like to have a set fee for mowing a property if the home owner chooses not to maintain their property. Often people foreclose and they feel they are not allowed back on the property. On 25 Farnsworth Avenue, First American is the company that pays the taxes. Rural development was contacted; the owners are still responsible for the maintenance of the property. Rural Development is determining whether it is worth foreclosing, that process could take years. Zoning Officer Pastecki has sent a certified notice of violation on June 3rd and stated the owner is still responsible. Rural Development may be willing to sell the house for less than what is owed, but the owner must agree. Mayor Armbrewster read a petition letter pertaining to 25 Farnsworth Ave about the homes condition from local residents. The house cannot be condemned based on its current condition. The Village Local Law pertaining to Weed and Debris and Excessive Foliage will be addressed, and possibly amended, to help speed up the mowing process through the Village DPW. DPW Supervisor Laney believes there is a way to get a home boarded up through the Sheriff’s department in a timely manner and will look into the process. Zoning Officer Pastecki will keep The Board informed, and every 2 weeks a bill will be sent to 25 Farnsworth. 
A Motion was made to have 25 Farnsworth Ave property mowed and the owner charged $300: Trustee D’Alba moves, second by Trustee Boring, Ayes: Boring, D’Alba, Boyle. Carried
A Motion was made to send the same bill to Rural Development and/or First American: Trustee D’Alba Moves, second by Trustee Boyle. Ayes: Boring, Boyle, D’Alba. Carried
Public Comments:​   None.
OLD BUSINESS
1. Water Tower Update :  There was an issue during the painting process which caused paint to land on vehicles parked in the school parking lot. On Thursday, June 19th, a detail shop will set up at the school to help buff out any cars damaged by the blowing paint. The Village is not liable, the painting company is. The telemetry system is working great and is user friendly. DPW Supervisor Laney is the first alerted for any issues with the tank. There is a performance clause with contract for painting the new water tower. Based on delays we have extended this contract. Dave also said the slues area was cleaned out to Maltby Rd., we do not have an easement to help it drain away from the tank if an overflow occurs. Clark Patterson should have informed us on what properties need an easement, and will be addressed. No new pay applications applicable. 
2. Fire Department Bail-out Plan;   Fire Chief Hilchey has no new updates on the Bail-out plan. He will be contacting the Betterment Committee for options.
3.  Demolition Bids: There has been only one bid on the demolition. The board would like to hold off on acting on these bids until we can try to get some more. Caldwell will be revising their price and sending in an updated bid.
4. Planning Board Vacancy: No new letters of intent. 
5. Procurement Policy:  Trustee Boyle compared the Village Procurement Policy to general municipal law and the policy conforms. There was a misspelling on the document that will be updated. A representative from Freed, Maxick Accounting will help with an audit and in finalizing the Procurement Policy.

6. Resolution #9- 2104 Closing Streets for Community Day  
A Motion was made by Trustee D’Alba to approve Resolution #9 (Attached), second by Trustee Boring. Ayes: D’Alba, Boring, Boyle. Carried
7. Camden Report:  The Waste Water plant received valves it was in need of.  DPW employees will coordinate with Camden Employee Lou Moretti for installation. The board would like to look further into the possibility of solar power; Mayor Armbrewster will schedule a meeting with Camden.    
8. DPW Report: Supervisor Laney had door hangers made for any violators of the Brush Pick up Agreement. A record of all door hangers will be kept in the Village Office with the Deputy Clerk. There have been no complaints about the notices. The DPW continues to work on brush pick up and reading water meters. Supervisor Laney has been working with the painters of the tower to maintain water levels. Flowers went out before Memorial Day in Triangle Park. They are working on plow damage, flow sensors, maintenance of the parks, weed-whacking, tree removals, and striping parking lots. A water seminar will be held July 10th in Batavia, the cost is $34 per person, and Supervisor Laney would like to take an employee. The I-pearl meters are $141 each. The Village will need to pay for meters up front, but will be reimbursed. The accuracy of the meters will be very beneficial. Financing is available through EJ Prescott. Supervisor Laney did receive information and options for the reading devices and will look into the software needed to coordinate. The Village may be able to coordinate efforts with the town if they are willing do the reads. Strategic planning with the surrounding Towns and Villages will be vital.  
A Motion was made by Trustee D’Alba to approve the attendance of the Water Seminar for Supervisor Laney and an Employee, second by Trustee Boring. Ayes: Boring, D’Alba, Boyle. Carried.
9. Clerk’s Report: Property Taxes have been mailed out and introduced a software program to provide a receipt of paid bills. The Village Office will look into the possibility of expanding our e-mail capabilities. A local resident has asked about planting a Japanese Maple Tree and purchasing a Memorial bench for Memorial Park. The board would like more information before contacting the resident. Amato, Fox & Co. will continue to do our audit work for the fiscal year 2014-2015. A proposal from Amato, Fox & Co. was provided. 
A Motion was made to approval the Amato, Fox & Co. proposal by Trustee D’Alba, second by Trustee Boring. Ayes: Boring, D’Alba, Boyle. Carried
A Use of Community Facilities application was submitted for the renewing of wedding vows in Triangle Park.  
A Motion was made to approve the request, Use of Community Facility, by Trustee D’Alba, second by Trustee Boring. Ayes: Boyle, Boring, D’Alba. Carried
Mayor Armbrewster informed The Board that the Genesee County Sheriffs have been pleased with The Village. 

Trustee Boyle asked about Zoning Officer Pastecki’s report, and if the Village Attorney receives copies. 
Executive Session motioned by Trustee Boyle with a personnel issue, second by Trustee D’Alba at 8:50 p.m. Executive session closed at 9:25 p.m.
Having no further business to come before the Board, the meeting was adjourned at 9:25 p.m. on A Motion by Trustee D’Alba, seconded by Trustee Boring. Ayes: Boring, Boyle, D’Alba. Carried.

RESOLUTION #9 of 2014 - APPROVING THE CLOSING OF STREETS WITHIN THE VILLAGE OF OAKFIELD FOR THE “LABOR DAYS IN THE PARK” PARADE ON SEPTEMBER 1st, 2014.
WHEREAS, the Oakfield Betterment Committee, as part of the “Labor Days in the Park” Celebration, has scheduled a parade to take place on Monday, September 1, 2014, from 10:00 a.m. until 11:30 a.m.

WHEREAS, the proposed parade routes include a portion of New York State Route 63 located within the Village of Oakfield between its North boundary and Drake Street, and then proceeding East on Drake Street (New York State Route 262) to the Elroy D. Parkins Park, 
WHEREAS, the Village Board of Trustees of the Village of Oakfield has determined it is necessary to close New York State Route 63  and New York State Route 262 within the Village of Oakfield as described herein in order to adequately protect the health, safety and welfare of the participants in the parade, and spectators along said parade route,
NOW, THEREFORE, IT IS HEREBY RESOLVED AND ORDERED by the Village Board of the Village of Oakfield, New York, that a portion New York State Route 63 and New York State Route 262 shall be closed within the Village of Oakfield, New York on Monday, September 1st, 2014 at approximately 10:00 a.m. in order to permit the passage of a parade along said routes, and 

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED AND ORDERED, that said road shall be reopened to the passage of vehicular traffic as soon as practicable after the conclusion of said parade, and 

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED AND ORDERED, that during the aforementioned periods of time when New York State Route 63 shall be closed, the following detour shall be established: 

1. Southbound traffic on New York State Route 63 shall proceed East on Maltby Road to the intersection of Fisher Road, bearing right on Fisher Road traveling South across New York State Route 262, back to New York State Route 63.

2. Northbound traffic on New York State Route 63 shall turn right on Fisher Road traveling North across New York State Route 262, to the intersection of Maltby Road, bearing left on Maltby Road, traveling West back to New York State Route 63.
3. Westbound traffic on New York State Route 262 shall bear left at the intersection of Fisher Road to travel South on New York State Route 63, or otherwise bear right at the intersection of Fisher Road to travel North on New York State Route 63.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED AND ORDERED, that all traffic control devices to be erected shall be approved by the New York State Department of Transportation as required by law.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED AND ORDERED, that the Village Clerk of the Village of Oakfield, New York shall post a copy of this resolution and order on the signboard maintained at her office on or before August 1st, 2014, and that this Resolution and Order shall remain posted thereat until Tuesday, September 2rd, 2014.
