



VILLAGE OF OAKFIELD BOARD OF TRUSTEES

MONTHLY MEETING

July 14th, 2014

A regular meeting of the Village of Oakfield Board of Trustees was called to order at 7:00 p.m. by Mayor Jason Armbrewster followed by the Pledge to the Flag.  The following Trustees were present: Joan Stevens, David Boyle, and Scott Boring. Absent was Trustee: Shelly D’Alba
Also Present: Clerk/Treasurer; Andrew Maguire, D.P.W. Supervisor; Dave Laney, Code Enforcement Officer; Bruce Gerould, Zoning Officer; Rick Pastecki, Fire Chief; Brad Hilchey, President of the Fire Department; John Igoe, EJ Prescott Representative; Peter Dibenedetto, and Judy Ward. 
PUBLIC COMMENTS: 
Judy Ward:  She would like to address a water leak in the Trailer Park located at 62 Drake Street. She believes the leak was after the meter. She states that a pipe is cracked and water is coming up from the ground, and it was running under a trailer and into the sewer, therefore it was difficult to detect. Ms. Ward stated the weather caused the issue. She is requesting a one-time credit. The leak is now fixed. Supervisor Laney asked how she knows it was flowing back into the sewer. Ms. Ward believes that is where it was running off to, based on what she saw. The Village Board has asked her to compile data, documents and bills to present in a future meeting, August 11th, 2014, for further discussion.

6. May Financial Report
A Motion was made to approve May Financial Report by Trustee Stevens, second by Trustee Boyle. Ayes: Boring, Boyle, Stevens. Carried
7. Zoning/Code Reports
Rick Pastecki, Zoning Officer: The Planning board meeting July 28th, 2014 @ 7P.M. Becky Chatt will address the committee to see if she can continue using 112 Main St as a business until Novemeber of 2014. There is garbage in a garage on Irving parkway, the door is shut and the home is being mowed. The pool is being cleaned but bags of garbage remain outside. The owner does not a have a receptacle to get rid of the waste. The Zoning Officer will send another violations letter as the pool is not secure. Officer Pastecki has a matter in court that has postponed several weeks, until August 11th and has been in contact with the Village Attorney, Reid Whiting. The Bilby’s and Ognibene’s have requested information about demolition law and variance law, the Bilby’s want to sell their home to Mike Ognibene. Current demolition law would allow for a variance and would need to be approved through the proper channels. The Bilby’s may come to The Village Board before selling, and inquire about the steps needed to obtain the proper variance. Code Officer Gerould says there are contingencies with this type of process. The Zoning Board overturned the decision made by Officer Pastecki on the property of 15 Water Street. Only residential cars of the owner will be allowed to park on that property. 
Bruce Gerald, Code Enforcement Officer: Code Enforcement Officer Gerould stated there are few issues going on. He is still working with some swimming pools and electrical issues but plans to have them closed out soon. Trustee Boyle asked if residents are allowed to tie off their gutters and send it directly to the sewer drains. Code Officer Gerould is unsure of the answer; he will look into it further. Supervisor Laney does not believe you are allowed to. Trustee Boring raised a concern given to him from resident Kevin Ludwig, in regards to his driveway and new pool. Officer Gerould will contact Mr. Ludwig to make sure his project is acceptable. 
8. Camden Report. No formal report given.
9. D.P.W. Report
David Laney, DPW Supervisor:  EJ Prescott Representative, Peter Dibenedetto was present. Supervisor Laney explained the different options for our Water/Sewer meter reading equipment. Mayor Armbrewster would like to hold special meeting on July 22nd to discuss further, formulate a plan, and focus on the details. EJ Prescott Representative Dibenedetto was asked about the number of users on a fixed base system. He believes, in New York, the majority is from central New York, Olean is an example. Their fixed based system works excellent; they can detect water leaks very quickly and are very happy with the tower antenna system. The Village has an excellent water loss average. Mayor Armbrewster commended the DPW and all their hard work to accomplish this. Mr. Dibenedetto was then asked about the trade-in value for the fixed base system. Mr. Dibenedetto called his Specialist, Joe Zippi. Joe stated that no one has traded them in. Horeseheads, New York, has had a fixed antenna base system for 6 years and that is one of the oldest. The Board feels the most important piece of the process is to have all the new I-Pearl meters in place and the Radio-Reads attached. Mayor Armbrewster requested Joe Zippi be present on July 22nd, Mr Zippi confirmed that he will be there. Supervisor Laney asked that we purchase a new handheld meter reading device, AAR5502, to allow for reads in the short term, until a final decision is made on the type of water/sewer meter reading system The Village would like.

A Motion was made to approve the purchase of a Sensus AAR5502 handheld unit costing $8,789 by Trustee Stevens, second by Trustee Boyle.  Ayes: Boring, Boyle, Stevens. Carried
10. Clerk’s Report  

Andrew Maguire, Clerk/Treasurer: Clerk/Treasurer Maguire informed The Village Board on the progress of the NYS AUD as well as the independent audit from Amato Fox Accounting. Both audits will be completed at the latest July 30th. He also provided to The Village Board a cost analysis he had compiled for the fixed base water/sewer meter reading equipment and the potential options for their review. He believes this should help them in making a decision about which product to purchase. Mr. Maguire then asked about the process of the DMV LENS program, and how they would like any material presented, if a report is generated. The Village Board would only like to know about suspensions and items that may affect the individual’s ability to perform their given duties. 
Mayor Armbrewster spoke about the parking lot study that is in process. The Engineer is stalling the report to compile more accurate data. The study will re-continue toward the end of the summer. 

Having no further business to come before the Board, the meeting was adjourned at 9:40 p.m. on A Motion by Trustee Stevens, seconded by Trustee Boring. Ayes: Boring, Boyle, Stevens.    Carried.
