PUBLIC COMMENTS  
Carol Glor  spoke to the Board about properties on Maple Avenue that are in violation of weed and debris law.   She would like to see the law enforced.  One property also has couches and garbage in the yard.   
Brian Skelton  asked about 50 Coe Avenue.  It still has not been cleaned up.  

Mayor Pastecki said the Zoning/Code Officer has been away for a month.   The Board is working on resolving the problem.  
Steve Mountain, Mountain Engineering   Mr. Mountain reviewed a proposal for engineering services to develop a Strategic Plan for upgrades to the sewer plant.  Having a plan in place would give the Village a better opportunity for grants.   The grant for the generator was submitted.   He is working on the planning grant that is due on August 12, 2013.
