



VILLAGE OF OAKFIELD BOARD OF TRUSTEES

MONTHLY MEETING

August 11th, 2014

A regular meeting of the Village of Oakfield Board of Trustees was called to order at 7:00 p.m. by Mayor Jason Armbrewster followed by the Pledge to the Flag.  The following Trustees were present: Joan Stevens, David Boyle, Scott Boring, and Shelly D’Alba

PUBLIC COMMENTS: 
Judy Ward:  She would like to address a water leak in the Trailer Park located at 62 Drake Street. She states that a pipe was cracked and water was coming up from the ground.  It was running under a trailer and into the sewer, it was difficult to detect. Ms. Ward stated the weather during the winter caused the issue. She is requesting a one-time credit on her most recent water/sewer bill. The leak is now fixed. Ms. Ward believes that is running into the storm sewer, based on what she witnessed. Flows in the sewer system were higher than usual for that area, which indicates that it did run into the storm sewer. 
A Motion was made by Trustee D’alba to approve the one-time credit on her April-June water/sewer bill. Second by Boring. Ayes: Boring, Boyle, D’alba, and Stevens.       Carried. 
OLD BUSINESS:

1. Water Tower Update:  
Jeremy Delyser, Clark Patterson Lee; Mr. Delyser spoke about the driveway at the water tank site on Lewiston Road. There was an issue with the door. Henderson Contractors stated they would finish the driveway when the fencing was completed. The fine grating needs to done with smaller equipment, which is why they had pulled out the excavator. Caldwell Tanks Inc. and Henderson Contractors have a check list with the items that need to be completed. They plan to be back the week of August 18th, and officially turn over the project to the Village. The Tank Demo is completed for the old water tank. The grass under the tank had ruts due to the work, the Village will have to fix the ruts. The fire department was helpful in housing the crane and equipment of Isler Demolition. The tank demo took one business day and was complete. Many photos were taken of the process and will be given to the Village office. The Rural Development budget has $332,000 in contingency funds remaining. $228,000 will be used for the Sensus radio read attachments and an antenna based meter reading system. The total for all the equipment is $242,000. $66,000 will be left and be applied to the total loan amount. The water meters, telemetry system, and tank based antenna system will be funded through Rural Development after they are approved. The full loan was put into the budget and will not have an added cost in the water or sewer rates. The fire flow testing went very well, some areas had issues. Overall, it is much improved through the new water tower. There have been many pictures taken of the demolition of the old water storage tank, and the construction of the new water storage tank. Mayor Armbrewster would like them to be posted on the website for the community to enjoy. Mayor Armbrewster spoke about a ribbon cutting ceremony in September, no date was finalized. 
2. Fire Department/Bail-Out Training Site:  
No updates on the Bail-Out site, The Board will discuss this at a later date. The Oakfield-Alabama School asked if the Village Fire Department would supply water from the tanker for the student council in a dunking booth and portable duck pond for Labor Days celebration. They will need roughly 3000 gallons. Fire Chief Peter Scheiber, states that the Fire Department has 13 air packs that he would like to put up for auction. The Fire Department has new pagers; Genesee County provided them and will maintain them. Members will sign an agreement that they are responsible if the pagers are lost or damaged. The Fire Department has been contacted by the state about Labor Days Celebration and are well prepared for the event. All the trucks have been inspected; only one tanker had an issue and is being addressed. The other 3 trucks have passed. The Fire Department’s tanker is the most active of all the trucks and travels all over in Genesee County. The duty of the tanker will stay as is until a later date. The Fire Department have increased the amount of signers on their accounts and have put in place a much more strict checks and balances system. All receipts, invoices, and vouchers are accounted for and inventory is double checked. Insurance will cover the cost of any money lost. The insurance company will likely ask for changes in their financial monitoring and protocols. Fire Department President, John Igoe, states they are meeting with a lawyer about their by-laws and what needs to be updated or altered. When the investigation is complete, they will file a final report with a dollar amount of total losses, if that is what is found. They will do their best to be compliant with the Office of the State Comptrollers. 
A Motion was made by Trustee Stevens to supply the 3000 gallons of water, second by Trustee Boring.  Ayes: Boring, Boyle, D’alba, and Stevens.     Carried 
3. Planning Board Vacancy: 
No letters of intent submitted. The Board will discuss at a later date. 
NEW BUSINESS:
1. Camden Group Solar Energy Proposal: A solar power proposal from The Camden Group at our Waste Water facility will be discussed next meeting on September 8th, 2014.

6. Zoning/Code Reports:
Rick Pastecki, Zoning Officer: Formal report was given to The Village Board of Trustees. Mayor Armbrewster reports the court summons have been working. The maintenance issues are being resolved quickly and efficiently. 
Bruce Gerald, Code Enforcement Officer: Code Officer Gerould provided the open permits. Only 11 open permits currently. Bruce will try to get the open permits closed. Mr. Mazerbo is having a problem with the process and he needs to get it resolved. Clint Worthington will be available for next month’s meeting as Mr. Gerould will not be able to attend. Mayor Armbrewster has asked about pools and the need for ladders. It is difficult to police issues like ladders, but it is the home owner’s responsibility as it does pose a hazard. Permits are good for a year. 
7. Camden Report: Formal report was given to The Village Board of Trustees. 
8. D.P.W. Report:
Tom Mickolajczyk, DPW Employee:  
Mayor Armbrewster asked about addressing the side streets of the Village and working on making them look and operate more smoothly. Mr. Mickolajczyk states that Main Street usually does receive the most attention. The DPW has located the problematic curb stops, and are keeping records of other problem areas. The Village DPW does not have a certified pesticide sprayer for weeds and unwanted growths. The Village Board will look into having a DPW employee certified in pesticide spraying. Mayor Armbrewster said prioritizing their time is very important. The Town of Oakfield has an excavator that can be used with shared services. Mayor Armbrewster asked that outstanding work orders are cleared as soon as possible. A walk around the Village, in October, is recommended to get a handle on any additional problem areas before the snow falls.  
9. Clerk’s Report  

Andrew Maguire, Clerk/Treasurer: Clerk/Treasurer Maguire spoke about the NYCOM conference in Lake Placid, New York on September 15th-18th. The conference is 4 days of training and a 3 night stay, the total cost of the Training and accommodations is $1100. 
A Motion was made by Trustee Stevens to approve the NYCOM Conference in Lake Placid, NY September15-18th at a cost of $1100, second by Trustee Boyle.  Ayes: Boring, Boyle, Stevens. Carried
Peter Vandetta, of the Village ZBA, had requested to attend NYS Association of Towns Zoning Training Seminar at the Clarion Hotel in Batavia, New York on August 8th. The cost is $140, The Board of Trustees approved his request. 

A Motion made by Trustee D’alba, to allow Peter Vandetta to attend the NYS Association of Towns Zoning Training Seminar at the Clarion Hotel in Batavia, New York on August 8th at a cost of $140, Second by Trustee Boyle. Ayes: Boring, Boyle, D’alba, Stevens.    Carried

The Town of Oakfield has asked to use a strip of the Village’s property for the Labor Day’s Celebration, to allow for wagons to have access from the Town Park to Mill Street, This was approved by The Village Board of Trustees.
Mayor Armbrewster spoke about contacting Kelly Services for a Temp Employee for August 14th & 15th due to schedule conflicts. They are fully insured with an excellent reputation.
Mayor Armbrewster stated Forest Avenue is part of the new reconstruction project, and the project will help any issues with flow testing pressure. The Village Board will need to look into CHIPS (Consolidated Highway Improvement Program) funding for this project. North Pearl Street should be grated and paved, and then oil and stoned. Midland will be handling the paving and maintenance.  
Having no further business to come before the Board, the meeting was adjourned at 8:50 p.m. on A Motion by Trustee Stevens, seconded by Trustee D’alba. Ayes: Boring, Boyle, Stevens.    Carried.
