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VILLAGE OF OAKFIELD BOARD OF TRUSTEES

SEMI-MONTHLY MEETING

September 10, 2012
A regular meeting of the Village of Oakfield Board of Trustees was called to order at 5:30 p.m. by Mayor Rick Pastecki followed by the Pledge to the Flag and Prayer.  The following Trustees were present:  Jeremy Yasses, Jason Armbrewster, and Shelly D’Alba.  Absent: Trustee Joan Stevens and Clerk/Treasurer Joyce Grazioplene. 
Also present: Deputy Clerk Michelle Bartholomew, D.P.W. Supervisor Dave Laney, Code Officer Bruce Gerould and Attorney Reid Whiting.
Bruce Gerould, Code Enforcement Officer   reported that 15 Gibson St. garage has been taken down. He has heard no word on 7/11 start date. He is working on getting the older permits closed.  Bruce will be away next month for two weeks starting Oct. 4 through Oct. 20th and asked if Clint Worthington from the Town of Batavia can do inspections on call for the Village with pay at an hourly rate.  A Motion was made by Trustee Shelly D’Alba to approve paying Clint Worthington an hourly rate of $25/hr. for code inspection services if needed.

Attorney Reid Whiting reviewed legal issues regarding awarding truck bids.  He suggested the board consider a value bidding policy where bids are awarded based on best value instead of lowest bid.  He discussed whether this was subject to permissive referendum.  No financing will be required so it is not subject to permissive referendum.  

Fire Chief Sean Downing and Chad Williams arrived at the meeting.  Sean explained that because KME included the site visits in their bid, that made KME the lowest bidder.  The board approved KME for the purchase of the new fire truck.  They were the lowest bidder with a cost of $129,000 which also includes the site visits.  A Motion was made by Trustee Shelly D’Alba to accept the bid of KME for the mini rescue in the amount of $129,000.

Trustee Jeremy Yasses also asked if this additional truck would affect the rental amount.  Attorney Reid Whiting asked if there is a lease agreement. The board did not think there was one.   Deputy Clerk Michelle Bartholomew will check on it and send to Attorney Reid Whiting if there is one, if not he will draft one.

Demolition Law-Board scheduled a public hearing for Oct. 9th at 5:30 p.m. during board meeting.  Clerk Joyce Grazioplene will need to publish notice. 

Water Tower-Intermunicipal Agreement-Tax Exemption: Attorney Reid Whiting is looking into getting approval of all municipalities involved.
