VILLAGE OF OAKFIELD BOARD OF TRUSTEES 
MONTHLY MEETING

             January 11th, 2015 @ 5:00 pm

A regular monthly meeting of the Village of Oakfield Board of Trustees was called to order at 5:00 p.m. by Mayor Jason Armbrewster, followed by the Pledge to the Flag.  The following Trustees were present: Scott Boring, Shelly D’Alba, and David Boyle, Joan Stevens

Also Present: Clerk/Treasurer, Andrew Maguire; DPW Supervisor, David Laney; Assistant Fire Chief, Chad Williams; Village Resident, Mike Bielski. 

PUBLIC COMMENTS:  
Mike Bielski states his sewer line was destroyed by tree roots that are within ten feet of the pipe of a tree that is maintained by the Village and received a plumbing bill in the amount of $4800. Mayor Armbrewster states that trees grew into the sewer lateral and the sewer collapsed. Our rules and regulations states resident is responsible from sewer line to the main and there is no prior written notice of the tree issue. The Mayor would like to investigate this further; February 8th’s meeting the Board will have an answer. DPW Supervisor Laney states the tree in question is alive and healthy.

OLD BUSINESS:
1. Operation and Maintenance Agreement with the Town of Oakfield: Mayor Armbrewster states he will be meeting with Town Supervisor, Carol Glor, to work through some of the operation and maintenance items and set up an agenda for more discussion and an official meeting. 

NEW BUSINESS:

1. Resolution # 1-2016: Scheduling Polling Place and Hours of Village Election.

A Motion was made by Trustee D’Alba to approve Resolution #1-2016: Scheduling Polling Place and Hours of Village Election, second by Trustee Stevens. Ayes: Boyle, Boring, D’Alba, Stevens.  Carried. 

2. Resolution # 2-2016: Authorizing Expenditure of Funds from the Fire Truck Reserve for Fire Apparatus Truck. 

A Motion was made by Trustee D’Alba to approve Resolution #2 2016: Authorizing Expenditure of funds from the Fire Truck Reserve for the purchase of a Fire Apparatus not to exceed $185,000, second by Trustee Boring. Ayes: Boyle, Boring, D’Alba, Stevens.    Carried. 


3. 2016 Fire Protection Agreement with the Town of Oakfield. Clerk-Treasurer Maguire states the agreement verbiage has not changed, only the updated budget figures for the Town of Oakfield to review and approve. 

A Motion was made by Trustee Stevens to approve Fire Protection Agreement, second by Trustee D’Alba. Ayes: Boyle, Boring, D’Alba, Stevens.    Carried. 

4. Shared Services Agreement with NYS DOT. Mayor Armbrewster states this agreement is in regards to emergency services worth $10,000, can borrow back and forth in emergency.

A Motion was made by Trustee Stevens to approve Shared Services Agreement with NYSDOT, second by Trustee Stevens. Ayes: Boyle, Boring, D’Alba. (Mayor Armbrewster Abstains)     Carried. 

5. Local Law proposal for use of Municipal Parking Lots. Trustee Boyle submitted the Local Law proposal to the Village Attorney. It works well, during business hours times and the attorney stated it is do-able and the wording is acceptable. Non issue about hours placed on the signs. Trustee D’Alba states the parking signs will promote local business. The cost of the signs will be handled through the budget. Will present Resolution in February’s meeting. 

6. Fire Chief/President Report. Assistant Chief Williams presented additional items the Fire Department would need on the new Fire Apparatus. With the additional adders, it is this still the lowest bid truck. This is additional equipment and the truck is in service immediately. Mayor Armbrewster would like to go over the items with the Town of Oakfield Officials and make sure they are a necessity and keep the firemen safe. Mr. Williams states a sit down with Pierce manufacturing and get the hard numbers on cost is next. Mayor Armbrewster states to set up a meeting with Pierce and Rick Chick on the 26th of January, 2016. Mr. Williams states that 2015 had 10 new members. Mr. Williams presented an annual emergency management document that broke down 2015 and its service calls. The Fire Department received 352 calls in 2015, up from 268 in 2014. Mayor Armbrewster states the report is excellent and a great tracking tool. The Board will be meeting about budget items in the next month, would like a tentative Fire Department Budget. 


7. Zoning/Code Reports. Formal Zoning Report Submitted. Mayor Armbrewster spoke with CIR Representative Pedro, the investors in the PPA have changed, but the contract remains the same. Funding from a different source, but remains no cost to the Village at all. Some steps to follow before construction include SEQR, and must go through the County and Planning Board. Hope to have those processes complete by March 2016. 

8. Historical Society Report. No Formal Report Submitted. 


9. Camden Report. Formal Report Submitted. 

10. Approval of December 14th, 2015 Minutes. 

A Motion was made by Trustee D’Alba to approve December 14th, 2015 minutes, second by Trustee Boring. Ayes: Boyle, Boring, D’Alba, Stevens. Carried. 

11. Approval of December’s Abstract/ P.O’s. Mayor Armbrewster states that the DPW had help from an outside municipality and saved roughly $3000 on equipment. Lunch was purchased for the workers at $31 and is in this abstract. 

A Motion was made by Trustee Stevens to approve Decembers’ Abstract and P.O’s, second by Trustee Stevens. Ayes: Boyle, Boring, D’Alba, Stevens. (Mayor Armbrewster abstains) Carried. 

12. December Investment Report. The Board reviewed the Investment Report and found no issues. Trustee D’Alba states she has reviewed the July Financial report for the Finance Committee and all figures and entries are in compliance. August Financial Report will be reviewed next. 
  
13. November Financial Reports. The Board reviewed November’s Financial Report and found no issues. 

14. D.P.W. Report. Formal Report Submitted. DPW Supervisor Laney states there is a water seminar in Batavia at the Clarion on February 10th, 2016 @ $25 per person. Would like to send 2 employees. 

A Motion was made by Trustee D’Alba to approve Water Seminar February 10th, 2015 @ $25 per person, for two people, second by Trustee Stevens. Ayes: Boyle, Boring, D’Alba, Stevens.     Carried. 


15. Clerk’s Report. Formal Report Submitted. Clerk-Treasurer Maguire stated Scott Boring would like to be a class member of Leadership Genesee 2016. 

A Motion was made by Trustee D’Alba to approve Leadership Genesee for Trustee Boring @ $2100, second by Trustee Boyle. Ayes: Boyle, Boring, D’Alba, Stevens.    Carried. 

16. [bookmark: _GoBack]Mayor’s Report. Mayor Armbrewster states the Village Office will be closed from February 23rd through the 24th for water and sewer system training with Census. This will eliminate interruptions and allow employees to focus on learning the new system. February’s meeting will hold a budget workshop at the end of the meeting. The water tank and telemetry unit are having electrical issues, significant dollars being spent to fix. Supervisor Laney states that Odyssey Controls came out and the signal was redone to make the signal better but will charge the Village.  

Having no further business to come before the Board, the meeting was adjourned @   6:15 p.m. on A Motion by Trustee D’Alba, seconded by Trustee Boyle. Ayes: Boring, Boyle, D’Alba, Stevens. Carried.
