MONTHLY MEETING

              March 9th, 2015 @ 7:00 pm
A regular meeting of the Village of Oakfield Board of Trustees was called to order at 7:00 p.m. by Mayor Jason Armbrewster, followed by the Pledge to the Flag.  The following Trustees were present: Scott Boring, David Boyle, Shelly D’alba and Joan Stevens. 

Also Present: Clerk/Treasurer, Andrew Maguire; D.P.W. Supervisor, David Laney; ZEO, Rick Pastecki; CEO, Bruce Gerould; Ken Schierrble, Camden Group President.

None
OLD BUSINESS:
1. Camden Group Solar Power Proposal. Ken Schierrble:
The Village Attorney, Reid Whiting, has reviewed the agreements and proposals. Mayor Armbrewster asked if we needed a street or road entrance to the site. DPW Supervisor Laney states there is entrance off Elm Street, but it is narrow. Mr. Schierrble believes that will be plenty wide and they can always rent different size equipment if needed.  Mayor Armbrewster also asked about the entrance to the field. Mr Schierrble also feels that will be adequate. During the construction phase is the only time “big rigs” will need to get in there. A Crawler with a ram will need to get in there to put in the pylons that are about 12ft, but can rent a smaller one if needed. After that construction phase, is a pick-up truck will be all that is really needed. Mayor Armbrewster asked Trustee Boring how the neighborhood may take the news of construction there. Scott Boring believes is will not be a problem. Ken Schierrble says most neighborhoods can handle the construction. Trustee Boring asked if the solar panels require batteries? Mr. Schierrble states no batteries are required; it is all on a grid. Trustee Boring then asked if the grid wears out then? Mr. Schierrble says the warranty is 80% is covered for up to 25 years from now. Over time, the glass starts to cloud and that is the really the only problem. In 20 years, the PPA owners will come out and change them for new panels. Mayor Armbrewster asked if that could be put in the agreement. Ken states the PPA agreement can be re-written. He will state in the agreement that; if the panels are purchased at the end of the lease agreement, it will be added into PPA agreement for in-vertors to be replaced. Mayor Armbrewster asked if there is an opportunity to sub-lease the power it produces. For example, if the Town wanted to join in a year or two. Mr. Schierrble responded that the Village could lease land to the Town and they could tag on to our agreement, but as the plan is as of now, no they cannot. The Mayor asked if the Village can make the grid bigger. Ken will look into that and ask the investors, but typically there is always room to expand.  The future grant dollars are slated to go away quickly so it is important try and get the grant funds as soon as possible. For a short period of time, the Public Service Commission (PSC) rescinded all. The NYS Governor stepped in and PSC reversed everything and grandfathered in our grants as they too were slated to be taken away. The PSC had no public hearing, they just made the decision. There is still a window for more grants, but no one knows how long that will last, that may making expansion difficult. Trustee Boring asked how many panels would be installed as of right now. Mr. Schierbble is not sure off without the proposal in front of him.  If the Board approves tonight, we could break ground very soon, probably in April and be fully completed by July or August. Mayor Armbrewster stated the Village Board will be holding a special meeting on March 23rd, 2015 @ 5PM to discuss the budget among other things. They will discuss the possibility of working this into our 2015-16 budget. He then asked when would have to make the $86,000 payment. Mr. Schierbble states not until it is installed and completed. The Mayor states that April is the approval month of the Budget, and that can give Ken time to get the verbiage right. We did speak with another solar company, CAR electric. They stated they could not compete with Camden’s pricing and proposal.  April 13th, 2015 @ 7PM will be the next regular meeting. If possible, the Mayor would like the updated documents by the 23rd for review at the meeting. He then asked about the Camden report. Mr. Schierrble reports the DEC had a meeting about Oak Orchard creek. It is a frustrating situation over phosphorus. Camden has been battling this, the DEC’s analysis is based on one sample, which is outrageous. It was a summer time sample, peak time, when farmers spread manure and temperatures are very high. They can mandate improvements. Camden has been successful so far, but changes are going to come to lower the phosphorus levels and show we are making a strong effort to do so. There are similar situations all over, some use ultra filtration, which is expensive. The Village can self-monitor, but is will not make a difference. They are considering lowering it as low as .5PPM. Right now, there is not set limit, but it is monitored. Orthophosphate is used to coat the pipes and is corrosion prohibited. Camden will have to look at the process and implement new things to lower the levels, and that cost significant dollars. When that happens, funding sources should be available. Nothing is in writing as of now, but will likely be in near future. Mayor Armbrewster asked the Board to start thinking about this. Mr. Schierbble reports the Sewer Treatment Plants SPDES permit may have just been renewed.  JA said he received an email about this DEC and it appears to be a 5 year plan but we may want to look into it sooner than later. He will ask city or Monroe County Water Supply about steps they are taking now. Camden Employee Lou Moretti’s son graduated from the marines, Mr. Schierbble and the Board of Trustees congratulates him on his accomplishment.  Trustee D’alba noticed the sewer treatment and disposal line items, G0.8130.400 were over expended already with 3 months remaining. Mr. Schierbble will look into that figure to confirm it truly is over, and Clerk-Treasurer Maguire will do the same.  Mr. Scheirbble also wanted to make sure that as the Sanitary Sewer Evaluation Study Capital Project is being done, that people will be in and out of the storm sewers.  He would like to make sure they do not go into the sanitary sewer portion. Mayor Armbrewster states it is an in house project, it will not be outsourced. Data is coming in from Mountain Engineering shortly. 
2. Zoning Review Committee Update. David Boyle, Chairperson:
Trustee Boyle states their work is almost completed; the Village Attorney gave them some ideas to consider. A Final packet will be sent to him and the Board for review. He asked how the Board would like the report to be given. Mayor Armbrewster states at a public meeting in April sometime would be fine. Trustee Boyle states the committee has two options on fines and he will give them to the Mayor for review and do some modeling after that. The goal is to try and push items along so they do not become recurring lengthy issues. Rick has been great about court proceedings and fines. April 13th, 2015 @ 7PM’s meeting will have a public hearing and ZEO, Rick Pastecki, will present as well. Mayor Armbrewster states County Planning Director, Felipe Oltramari, asked to do a presentation about Green Genesee Smart Genesee on April 8th, 2015 @ 7PM. He would like the Zoning and Planning Board to attend if possible. 

NEW BUSINESS:
1. Resolution # 6-2015: Closing the Streets for Little Parade on April 25th, 2015.
A Motion was made by Trustee Stevens to adopt Resolution #6-2015: Closing the Streets for the Little League Parade on April 25th, 2015 from 9:00-9:30AM, Second by D’alba. Ayes: Boring, Boyle, D’alba, Stevens. Carried.
2. Fire Chief/President Report. No report submitted. 
3. Zoning/Code Reports.

Zoning Enforcement Officer, Rick Pastecki: Mr. Pastecki provided a weed and debris amendment proposal he would like the Board to review. It is the typical day to day basic items that need to be updated or altered. The changes will help to get repeat offenders to be more diligent in their compliance. He does not agree with the verbiage of some sections as it stands now. The first section, fines were increased for each instance. At the bottom, an added 30 day period is imposed to asses on the Village resident’s taxes. Mayor Armbrewster wants Mr. Pastecki to ask the County if that is ok to do. Mr. Pastecki states in the past the County was ok with a certain dollar amount, but they may have changed that. It will go to the County Planning Board for review. In Section 7, “zoning enforcement officer” verbiage added. Section 9 included zoning enforcement officer shall give a written notice to comply notice to go with what the procedure is. When an order to comply is sent, it should list everything out of compliance in the notice, and it should have exactly what it is and when it needs to be corrected. Also included, any homeowner or tenant that is a three time repeat offender in an 18 month cycle will be penalized for the third violation with exact dates to show the previous violations. The property files contain all the previous complaints.  Service shall be made by first class mail to ensure receipt. Absentee landlords are the problem. The banks have been pretty good about making sure abounded properties are being mowed regularly. It took some time to get to that point. Trustee Boyle asked if he believes he will have cooperation from the court. ZEO Pastecki says the court has asked him about the fees and what they should be fining people. Rick says they seem to following our lead. Rick then puts the proceedings on a letter with specific dates to comply. He also reports that someone is interested in purchasing the lot at 12 Maple Ave and building a home. The lot is just over 9000 square feet and has water and sewer hook ups, it is build ready. Mayor Armbrewster asked if the ZEO could put that in writing. Rick will send a letter and state the parameters. Mr. Pastecki had a garbage issue with a village home; the gentleman cleaned it up quickly. 
Code Enforcement Officer, Bruce Gerould: It has been very quiet. Only one permit issued this year so far, not a lot to report on. Everyone seems to be trying to stay warm and get through the winter. The new permit is for a closed porch and then remodeling the kitchen as well. It is their back entrance on their house, not a new entrance. Mayor Armbrewster asked if Bruce had any planned trips this summer. Mr. Gerould states yes, he will be doing his annual bike ride on June 6th, kicking off from Oregon. Clint Worthington will be the Code Officer in his absence. 

4. Camden Report. A Written report was submitted.

9. D.P.W. Report. 
D.P.W. Supervisor, David Laney: Mr. Laney reports that a lot of snow has come down and they are constantly working on snow removal and clean up. The DPW is also reading meters, sampling water, getting the benches ready, plowing, installing MXU’s on homes, hydrant flushing, reading meters. The storm lids have been cleaned. Supervisor Laney asked the Board if the scheduled flushing’s would need to be advertised. He states the Village has flushed without posting in the past. Mayor Armbrewster does not believe it needs to be done. He understands when the whole system is being flushed it should be posted, but the routine maintenance flushing, do not advertise. Trustee Boring agrees, there is not enough kick up from only flushing certain hydrants at a time. Supervisor Laney reports April 20th is the estimated completion date for the new water tank to have the internet up and running for the base station. He has already spoken to EJ Prescott and they will be ready on that date. Mayor Armbrewster reports that EJ Prescott Representative Pete Dibenedetto emailed him and states they were able to trouble shoot the accounts that were problematic. They will replace MXUs and do what they can to fix the problems. JA will forward to Clark Patterson Lee for documentation. He then asked if there were any issues in the Village the Board should know about. David Laney states there are a couple issues with the reading, but he is not sure exactly what the problem is. If the reading device gets a reads, then it shouldn’t be a wiring issue. Mayor Armbrewster states he will not let this project fail, it will be 100% complete before we sign off and the Village spent a lot of money on this system. It will be efficient. Supervisor Laney states, 30 Cary Ave had a leak. The neighbor has waterline insurance. They showed up, did an assessment, and were working on fixing it today but got little done, they were not efficient. They will be back tomorrow. Mayor Armbrewster asked if it was a galvanized line. Supervisor Laney states no, it was copper. It was redone at some point, the leaking house is elevated so it was following an old line and going into the other basement. He spoke to the owner and she was ok with the water being shut off until this was resolved shut off. Mayor Armbrewster saw Supervisor Laney moving the jack hammer and good job on leading by example. Trustee D’alba said it is all un metered water that is leaking. Supervisor Laney states that residents may be letting their lines run, as consumption is up. We are up roughly 15,000-20,000 gallons a day. It is hard to find a leak that small. Trustee Boyle states the pharmacy sidewalk is in really bad shape from heaving. Supervisor Laney reports the pharmacy contacted him last week, he called DOT for clarification. The maintenance was turned over to the Village once they finished the sidewalk. Our local law passes it over to property owners. He has spoken with the pharmacy and it is very noticeable, it will settle with time, but they can borrow the DPW cones, or try to do something on their own if they would like. They may help to alleviate liability. Trustee Stevens reports the Carryville Inn also has a similar problem. DL said he spoke with the owner as well and informed him the same thing as the pharmacy; ultimately it is the owner’s responsibility. Mayor Armbrewster states the Board has been discussing replacing sidewalks, maybe the Board would consider doing the business district as well. Trustee D’alba states the DOT replaced the sidewalk previously. Trustee Stevens asked if they can they do any color they want or do they have to stay with the clay color. Trustee D’alba does not believe there is a designated color in the local law for the business district. Trustee Stevens feels that would look bad if they go with other colors. Mayor Armbrewster asked if the sidewalk should just be replaced. Trustee D’alba thinks the Board should look into that. A resident could get hurt. They would like guidelines for sidewalk replacement e-mailed to them from Clerk-Treasurer Maguire. Trustee D’alba states that in the 1990’s there was an issue with the sidewalks and the Village was deemed responsible. Trustee Stevens asked how long does it take for the sidewalk to stop heaving. Supervisor Laney states once the frost leaves, it should go back down. 
10. Clerk’s Report.  Clerk-Treasurer, Andrew Maguire: 

a) Preliminary Budget Review & Health Insurance Provider. Mr. Maguire provided the Board with an updated 2015-16 budget after their previous budget workshop meeting. He provided the Board with three proposals from different Health Insurance providers. He states that Bond Financial, our current provider, did not schedule a meeting as he had requested, but sent a lengthy e-mail instead and a spreadsheet of all the possible choices. Ianni Beltz out of Rochester was very responsive and put together a tailored presentation and recommended three comparable plans. Tompkins Insurance was also very responsive and also put together a tailored presentation with recommended plans. Trustee D’alba states she has done business with Tompkins and they have been great to work with and are a local company.  
A Motion was made by Trustee D’alba to approve Tompkins as the new provider of Health Insurance for Village employees, second by trustee Boring. Ayes: Boring, Boyle,  D’alba, Stevens.    Carried
b) Cell Phone Proposal from Verizon Wireless: Mr. Maguire provided the Board with a proposal from Verizon Wireless, who holds the NYS contract. Mayor Armbrewster feels DPW Employees Tom Mikolajzcyk and Eric Carlsen should have smart phones, and possibly Supervisor Laney and Clerk-Treasurer Maguire. They already receive $10 a month toward their cell phone bill, but we want them to have smart phones to use in the field. With the base station and antenna based reading it would be beneficial for them to access that on the go. He would like Supervisor Laney to have a discussion with the DPW employees about this. Trustee D’alba sees the benefits of this and with the new system they may be a necessity. Trustee Boyle and Stevens agree it is a good idea. Mayor Armbrewster feels they will be useful for the camera, on the go emails, access to Flexnet and dated electronic documentation. The DPW have had concerns about communication and this would help. If they have an issue in the town, they want to make sure they are there and available in case of an emergency, which happens in the field. Trustee D’alba suggests Supervisor Laney have a conversation with tom and Eric first, and the Board can put it in the budget and will discuss further on March 23rd, 2015.  Mayor Armbrewster asked if they would want to consider a phone for Deputy Clerk Bartholomew. Trustee D’alba states that she would not be contacted on the weekend or after hours for an emergency, which would go to the Clerk Treasurer. Trustee Stevens agrees, does not think there is enough need for the Deputy Clerk too have a phone as well. It will be discussed further on March 23rd. 
c) Merchant Services Proposals: Clerk Treasurer Maguire presented three merchant services proposals for the Board to review. Mayor Armbrewster asked about how the Village can recoup the credit card fees and percentages. Mr. Maguire believes that we can impose our own convenience fees to the customer for using the service that can help offset what is paid to the credit card companies. Mayor Armbrewster asked about the legality of that process. Mr. Maguire will research the laws pertaining and have more information on the legal process for the next regular meeting on April 13th, 2015 for the board to review further. 
d) JP Morgan Chase Service Fee’s: Clerk Treasurer Maguire reported that one of our banks has restructured their fee schedules and the Village would likely be charged over $300 a month to maintain its relationship with JP Morgan Chase. Mr. Maguire has already begun the process of scheduling meetings with local banks for proposals. He will be meeting with at least 3 banks this month and will have more to report on April 13th, 2015’s meeting. 
e) Fiscal Stress Monitor for 2013-2014 Financials: Clerk Treasurer Maguire presented the NYS OSC results of the fiscal stress test monitor. The Village is at 17.3%, which is an increase from last year. He foresees it again increasing next year with the finalization of the water tower and beginning those payments. 
f)     Jake Whiting Joining Whiting Law Firm, Village Attorney: Clerk-Treasurer Maguire provided a letter from the Village Attorney Reid Whiting stating a new attorney, Jake Whiting, has joined the practice and will be providing support as needed.

Mayor Armbrewster states that the Oakfield Historian, Steven Kruppenbacher, is no longer part of the historical society.  He receives $700 annually, but has never given any reports or continued participating with the historical society. Will send him a notice stating we are no longer needing his services. The Mayor would rather pay the historical society the $700 annually, and they will provide the Board a monthly report. Mayor Armbrewster asked if the Board found any issues with the proposed Fire Department budget. Trustee Boring thinks they can manage for the short term. Mayor Armbrewster asked if Supervisor Laney can make sure the maintenance to the vehicles was done. Trustee Boring asked who does the maintenance. Supervisor Laney states the DPW does once a year or depending how many miles they put on them. Mayor Armbrewster states that there are rarely any fires in the Village, and he wants the Board to be cautious. The new truck pushes the old ones down the list and that is why that comes to fruition. Trustee D’alba thinks they should push the truck purchase back a year. Mayor Armbrewster states he is meeting March 17th, 2015, with Monroe County Water Authority and Genesee County representatives. He was told to start a water agreement that will go out to GCEDC and the STAMP project. He will ask the Village Attorney for background material, it should go right to him. The reason for the meeting is to try and figure out this TTHM limit issue. As we expand, the water quality will be worse and worse as it goes further or further. All water will meet drinking and hardness standards. The Village will purchase water exclusively from Genesee County. The intention of the County is to provide water from the plant in the City of Batavia. The County shall identify, save, and harness the Village. And Genesee County will be responsible for the quality of water they provide. Oakfield, in the1990s, had a terrible water treatment plant. Legislatures asked if the water would be good with the distance as this all came about. They have to meet all applicable standards. The Mayor wants support from the county. They will supply the Village and the water shall meet volume and quality. Everyone involved is doing all they can and it still might not be enough for acceptable TTHM limits. The Village is taking ownership and is responsible and sending letters. A paper trail of support or non-support is crucial. The Mayor has been consumed with this, and thanks the Board for their work and support. Engineers from Clark Patterson Lee have worked with Supervisor Laney. He will be monitoring the halocetic acids at Village Hall.  The County Health Department will change the testing locations. Would like some clarification from County Health Department on why it will be reassigned. Right now, the Village tests at Power Sports Supply, the DPW building and the Oakfield Hotel, both incoming and outgoing water. Mayor Armbrewster feels that they still have some things to look at and try and figure out. Supervisor Laney will continue working with the engineers and will work hard at resolving the TTHM issue. 
Having no further business to come before the Board, the meeting was adjourned @ 8:47 p.m. on A Motion by Trustee Boyle, seconded by Trustee D’alba. Ayes: Boyle, Boring, D’alba, Stevens.    Carried.  
A Special Board meeting will be scheduled for March 23rd, 2015 @ 5 PM to discuss the bank proposals, smart phones and Camden’s updated proposal.  A budget workshop session will follow.  
The next regular Board meeting will be April, 13th 2015. @ 7:00 p.m. and will include the Organizational Meeting and Tentative Budget presentation.

A RESOLUTION TO APPROVE THE CLOSING OF STREETS 

WITHIN THE VILLAGE OF OAKFIELD FOR THE ANNUAL

 LITTLE LEAGUE PARADE ON APRIL 25, 2015


WHEREAS, the Oakfield Little League Program as part of their annual Opening Day Celebration, has scheduled a “Little League Parade” to take place on Saturday, April 25th, 2015 from 9:00 a.m. to approximately 9:30 a.m., and


WHEREAS, the proposed parade route includes a portion of New York State Route 63 (Main Street) located within the Village of Oakfield, between its Northern boundary (Traveling South) and Drake Street, (Route 262), and at this point bearing left, traveling East on Route 262 (Drake Street), to the Little League Park on Drake Street, directly across from the intersection of Drake Street and Dodge Street within said Village of Oakfield.


WHEREAS, the Village Board of Trustees of the Village of Oakfield has determined that it is necessary to close off a portion of New York State Route 63 ( Main Street), and Route 262 (Drake Street) within the Village of Oakfield as described herein in order to adequately protect the health, safety and welfare of the participants in the parade and spectators along the parade route,


NOW, THEREFORE, IT IS HEREBY RESOLVED AND ORDERED by the Village Board of the Village of Oakfield, New York that New York State Route 63 (Main Street), and Route 262 (Drake Street) shall be partially closed within the Village of Oakfield, New York on Saturday, April 25th, 2015 at approximately 9:00 a.m. in order to permit the passage of a parade along said route, and 


BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED AND ORDERED, that said road shall be reopened to the passage of vehicular traffic as soon as practicable after the conclusion of said parade, and 


BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED AND ORDERED, that during the aforementioned periods of time a portion of New York State Routes 63 and 262 in the Village of Oakfield shall be closed as follows: 


1. Genesee County Sheriff’s Department and/or Oakfield Fire Department Fire Police will close New York State Route 63 (Main Street) northbound at the intersection of Drake Street, New York State Route 63 (Main Street) southbound at Broadway Avenue and Route 262 (Drake Street) westbound at Dodge Street, and will be available at those intersections to provide alternate directions. 


2.  Road closing barricades and/or Fire Department Fire Police will be at all access streets, namely: Cary Avenue, Gibson Street, Forest Avenue, Maple Avenue, Water Street and North Pearl Street to prevent traffic from entering Main Street and Drake Street during the parade.  


3.  The Genesee County Sheriff’s Department will lead the parade with a patrol car and follow the end of the parade with a patrol car.  

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED AND ORDERED, that any traffic control devices to be used shall be approved by the New York State Department of Transportation as required by law.


BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED AND ORDERED, that the Village Clerk of the Village of Oakfield, New York shall post a copy of this resolution and order on the signboard maintained at the office, on or before April 1, 2015.
