
VILLAGE OF OAKFIELD BOARD OF TRUSTEES 
MONTHLY MEETING

              May 11th, 2015 @ 7:00 pm
A regular meeting of the Village of Oakfield Board of Trustees was called to order at 7:00 p.m. by Deputy Mayor Shelly D’alba, followed by the Pledge to the Flag.  The following Trustees were present: David Boyle, Shelly D’alba and Joan Stevens. Absent: Mayor, Jason Armbrewster; Trustee, Scott Boring.  

Also Present: Clerk/Treasurer, Andrew Maguire; D.P.W. Supervisor, David Laney; EJ Prescott Rep, Peter Dibenedetto; Anne Engel, Z.R.C. Member; Ron D’alba, Z.R.C. Member.
PUBLIC COMMENTS: 
OLD BUSINESS:
1) Sensus Water Meter Reading Base Station with EJ Prescott.
Peter Dibenedetto, EJ Prescott Rep: Mr. Dibenedetto states that due to the increased monthly cost for static IP Address for the water reading base station, EJ Prescott will offer a couple options for compensation. Comped product for the $240 annually for up to 3 years or $240 annually off of the software cost. Deputy Mayor D’alba asked that EJ Prescott put it into proposal format. DPW Supervisor Laney asked if there are any other hidden costs and when will this be up and running. Mr. Dibenedetto states no additional cost, as soon as the static IP address is available, it will be up and running. No set time table, up to Sensus reps, but most likely 2-4 weeks. The dynamic IP address changes often and wouldn’t allow Sensus to patch in without the new IP address. Deputy Mayor D’alba asked what others municipalities have the system and were there similar problems. Trustee Stevens states she would like to talk to other municipalities that have this system. Supervisor Laney states the fixed base system takes up to a month to wake up the radios. The sooner the board can decide the better. Mr. Dibenedetto will have a proposal put together tomorrow.  Everyone will be happy once the station is up and running and apologizes about the length of time to get it up and running. Deputy Mayor D’alba understands there is a learning curve, but does seem like this has been dragging.
2) Recommended Zoning Review Changes from the Zoning Review Committee.

Trustee Boyle reports that Trustee Boring is missing and was a key part in the process. Mayor Armbrewster has met with the committee and had some suggestions. The committee has been in contact with Village Attorney Whiting and was given his legal advice and Felipe Oltramari, County Planning Director has given input. In talking with Jason about the conclusion of this, and make any adjustments we need to make, it can be posted on website and then hold a Public Hearing and then a submission process with the Planning Board. Deputy Mayor D’alba states the Village Board votes on it, and then it becomes local law. The County Planning Board will review, but the Village has final say. Send it to the county first, they will send remarks back. Trustee Boyle states this is draft number 4, cleaned up some miss spellings and some verbiage. Anne Engel spoke about each section of the proposed changes to the Village Zoning Laws. There are some inconsistencies; this is following the proper grammatical format. One topic covered max dimension size of a new build barn or shed. No resident would want something on their property bigger than their house. A useable size will be permitted and that is reasonable. Off street parking space requirements was deleted. Trying to stipulate to say in front yards is no good. The area bet Street and parkway parking will be permitted if it is on mow-able area or paved area but the front yard is not permitted. Trustee Stevens states her mother is handicapped and needs to park in her front yard at times. She thinks there will be a problem with that piece. Deputy Mayor D’alba agrees, a permit to park in their front yard will cause issues. Anne Engel states that it will be allowed. What the Z.R.C. came up with was guided by Mr. Whiting. That would allow additional space and will avoid tearing up the yard by parking in between the sidewalk and street. Supervisor Laney asked about black topping that piece, and that the Village is not responsible for maintaining. Chairman Boyle states it was discussed and that is already enforced. Mrs. Engel states the resident who parks there are responsible. It is the homeowner’s responsibility if utility work needs to be done. The Village of Bergen zoning law is very tight and strong. The precedent has been set; it should be acceptable with County Planning. Occasional use of garage sales, it is proposed that $2 a day with a $20 security deposit, and yards are cleaned up and signs are removed. Cleared within 48 hours and deposit returned. Clerk Treasurer Maguire asked how the Village Office can police that. It is not feasible to look at all the poles on the streets to confirm all signage is down; the Village Office would have to take the resident at their word. Member Ron D’alba stated he would police that if need be.  Mrs. Engel states that overnight parking is prohibited October through April currently, the ZRC recommends no parking of trailers of 17 ft in length, year round.  Deputy Mayor D’alba asked if this has been a problem. Member Engle states it depends on the street, but they go down to one lane. Someone going up or down must wait, school buses use those routes. The ZRC also recommends Municipal Lots, be for convenience of residents and visitors, not business employees, and prohibited 2 am to 6 am, unless permitted. Supervisor Laney needs time to plow those lots in the morning, 2-8 AM all year long is better. Mrs. Engle states 50% of parking spaces be reserved and designed “Visitors Spots” for customers and visitors. Supervisor Laney asked how that can be enforced. Mrs. Engle states much will fall on the ZEO shoulders. Chairman Boyle states it will help preserve the Village and want people to have an equal opportunity to do so. Mrs. Engle spoke about the right of way and uncluttered status.  Storage of snow sits on the corners must be maintained to ensure visibility. Scott Boring and Jason helped a lot on this, brain storm and proceeded from there. ZEO Pastecki had proposed language about fines. That would be a local law with no objections. 
3) Planning Board Merger Agreement with the Town of Oakfield. 
Deputy Mayor D’alba states the Village and Town of Oakfield are talking about merging the Planning Boards. It is with the Town’s Attorney, will give us a new contract. The Village Planning Board and Town Planning Board agreed to merge to attend those meetings.

1. Municipal Solutions Notice of Sale for the Village of Oakfield; $1,200,000 Bond Anticipation Note: Clerk Treasurer Maguire presented the BAN documents for the Forest and Water Street Reconstruction project prepared in conjunction with Municipal Solutions. The Village Board reviewed the documents and found no issues.

7. April Investment Report.

The Village Board Reviewed March’s Financial Statements. 

D.P.W. Report. DPW Supervisor Laney discussed his day to day tasks. A water consumption of 220,000 gallon a day for the Village is out of usual and has been happening. Deputy Mayor D’alba asked if it may be Lamb Farm’s and would the new reading system show this? Supervisor Laney states he asked Lamb repeatedly, they state they are not doing anything out the usual, and no, it runs through a main line. A video is coming in for I and I study. The DPW has everything looking great for Memorial Day. Spoke with Matt Martin about the DPW roof; it took some damage this winter. Rubber roof is loose, repairs need to made, Mr. Martin recommends coat the roof, will cost $4490, can save $2500 to do in house. Deputy Mayor D’alba asked what the time frame is. Supervisor Laney states it does not need be done immediately, Mr. Martin’s company does sealing. Trustee D’alba suggests getting a second quote. Supervisor Laney reports the Town of Oakfield did receive notice they will be in charge of their own Public Water Supply. Not a lot of particulars on it now. They will have to report to the County and New York State. Responsible for their system now and have not been told otherwise, need to do disinfection-byproduct testing. Trustee D’alba asked if they would get the fine if anything happens. Supervisor Laney states yes, but who has to do the public notification. Trustee Boyle asked if the Village expected that determination. Supervisor Laney states no, but heard it through the grape vine. Deputy Mayor D’alba states it was a possibility. Trustee Boyle feels it is a good opportunity for a joint meeting. Deputy Mayor D’alba states to bring in the County Health Department. Trustee Boyle said it would be good to discuss why that decision was made, the implications, force an issue from Town being over involved. For them to be able to own it, then they have to take responsibility for it. Corey from Clark Paterson Lee asked if the Village would donate an old fire hydrant to Clark Patterson. Deputy Mayor D’alba would like to see a report on the status of the DPW roof. 

A Motion was made by Trustee Stevens to donate the obsolete fire hydrant to Clark Patterson Lee, second by Trustee Boyle. Ayes: Boyle, D’alba, Stevens.    Carried. 
9. Clerk’s Report.  Clerk Treasurer Maguire presented a letter the Village Office received from concerned residents about 25 Farnsworth Ave. He also presented an application for use of community facility from Courtney Sillick on July 11th, 2015.
A Motion was made by Trustee D’alba to approve the application for use of Community Facility by Courtney Sillick for a family picnic, second by trustee Stevens. Ayes: Boyle, D’alba, Stevens.    Carried
Having no further business to come before the Board, the meeting was adjourned @ 8:02 p.m. on A Motion by Trustee Boyle, seconded by Trustee D’alba. Ayes: Boyle, D’alba, Stevens.    Carried.
