VILLAGE OF OAKFIELD BOARD OF TRUSTEES 
MONTHLY MEETING

              June 8th, 2015 @ 7:00 pm
A regular monthly meeting of the Village of Oakfield Board of Trustees was called to order at 7:00 p.m. by Mayor Jason Armbrewster, followed by the Pledge to the Flag.  The following Trustees were present: Scott Boring, Shelly D’alba and Joan Stevens. Absent Trustee: David Boyle
Also Present: Clerk/Treasurer, Andrew Maguire; DPW Supervisor, David Laney; Fire Chief, Peter Scheiber; Assistant Fire Chief, Chad Williams; Ronald Dalba, Ed Engle, Anne Engle, Tom Mikolajczyk. 
PUBLIC HEARINGS:

1) Appointment of Village Trustee for monthly review and signing of the cash books, bank reconciliations, expenditures, revenues and balance sheets with a stipend of $100 monthly. Open @ 7:01 PM by the order of Mayor Armbrewster. 
Trustee D’alba likes the idea of an audit committee. The stipend was iffy and is really not needed; Trustee D’alba would chair the committee. Share the duties monthly with a rotation of other Trustees, and everyone can review it. Have the Deputy Clerk look at the financials as well. Trustee D’alba was the previous clerk-treasurer and an accountant and would be best suited to head the committee, instead of burdening one Trustee. Mayor Armbrewster states this monthly task does fall on the shoulders of the Trustees regardless. By having a committee, it would eliminate the stipend. Trustee Stevens states the public hearing helped the Board see through the process. Mayor Armbrewster states that Trustee D’alba would review the general ledger and make sure it is done monthly, needs the Board’s full support to do so. Trustee Boring asked what the cost would be to have an accounting firm do the financials. Mayor Armbrewster said he spoke with Laura Landers from Freed Maxick, it would cost roughly $27,000 a year. Plus audit expense of roughly $10,000. A part time receptionist/typist at the Village Office, a lot of expenditures if we go a different route, so part time help is justifiable. Trustee D’alba said she does much more than just data entry, the Deputy Clerk does a lot with water and sewer.  The Mayor states the Village is looking to save money and being transparent but also be efficient. Trustee Stevens states the Board could try the committee approach for July, give it a six month trial run to make sure it works smooth. It would be a full review of the general, water and sewer funds.  Trustee D’alba agrees, when the Board reviews the abstract, this will be a more in depth look at it and all the financials associated, it better to be safe than sorry.

A Motion was made by Trustee Stevens @ 8:25 PM to approve an Audit Committee with no stipends, chaired by Trustee Shelly D’alba, with a rotational schedule for Trustees Boring, Boyle, and Stevens as an additional signer and close the Public Hearing, second by Trustee Boring. Ayes: Boring, D’alba, Stevens.    Carried.  
2) Local Law #1-2015: Amending the Village of Oakfield Zoning Law specific to Sandwich Sign Boards. Open @ 7:08 by the order of Mayor Armbrewster:
 Trustee Boring states the signs are a safety concern. Mayor Armbrewster states the signs are not allowed currently, a concerned resident called about one and it needed to be removed, looking to amend that. Trustee Boring agrees but safety is very important for children and residents. 
A Motion was made by Trustee D’alba @ 8:28 PM to table the Local Law # 1-2015 for a future meeting when Zoning Officer Pastecki is present and close Public Hearing, second by Trustee Boring.  Ayes: Boring, D’alba, Stevens.      Carried.
PUBLIC COMMENTS: 
Ed Engel thanked the Village Board for allowing the public to speak about the potential stipend. Mr. Engel is opposed to the stipend and appointment. More eyes on the finances are better. It is hard and tedious to go over all the financials of a Village but transparencies are very important. Mr. Engel asks the Village Board to go on the Attorney General’s website and see how other Village’s can lack. Could Michelle help with the finances? Is it legal to offer a stipend to a Trustee? Mr. Engel asks the Village Board to check with the Attorney General’s Office before making a decision to appoint and give a stipend. 

Tom Mikolajczyk said Mr. Engel said it very well. 

Ron D’alba does not think putting in place the law for sandwich sign boards is a good idea. In the past, the Village has been sued because of kids running into them with bikes.  Mr. Cianfrini can confirm. There is only supposed to be one sign per business and people will violate that. Mr. D’alba also agrees that the stipend is a bad idea, and is in favor of a committee approach with no additional pay.  

OLD BUSINESS:
1) Memorandum of Understanding with STAMP and GCEDC for Water Supply: Mayor Armbrewster states he put this topic back on the agenda. As the Village Attorney recommended speaking with engineer’s at Clark Patterson Lee (CPL) about the tanks ability to provide 200,000 gallons of potable water per day to the STAMP site.  CPL will get back to the Village Board about it capabilities and make sure this does not cause problems downstream. It is good for the Village and would help the water fund drastically. Tom Mikolajzcyk asks what is the status is on the fixed based reading system? Mayor Armbrewster states the new antenna caused some rust damage found at the inspection, working to get it fixed. The base station should have the internet capabilities it needs to become operational.   
NEW BUSINESS:
1. Resolution # 11-2015: Closing the Streets for Community Day (Labor Day Parade). 
A Motion was made by Trustee D’alba to approve Resolution # 11-2015: Closing the Streets for Community Day (Labor Day Parade) held on September 7th, 2015, second by Trustee Stevens. Ayes: Boring, D’alba and Stevens. Carried.

2. Fire Chief/President Report.
Fire Chief Peter Scheiber reports the Fire Department has some new members, one is 16 years old, and two are in class-one for fire fighters, it is a 2 week class. Engine 71 will be going to get fixed next week. Mayor Armbrewster explained it was a transmission issue. Supervisors Laney looked into it being fixed at the OACS garage, but they could not handle the fix needed. It is a specific part. Chief Scheiber states Engine 74 has concerns with the front end, took the truck to the school and talked to mechanic about potential options to fix. Mayor Armbrewster states the trucks are covered by insurance. Chief Scheiber states it is making a rattling noise; he would like permission to fill a gas tank of a car to take it to a truck show on June 19th, 2015 in Verona, NY, unleaded gas and will be paid for out of the budget. Mayor Armbrewster would like to make sure the Town of Oakfield is involved in truck discussions as they pay a large chunk of the budget for the Fire Department. Clerk-Treasurer Maguire reports the expenditures of the Fire Department stayed within the Board approved budget with the lowering of the reserve transfer. Assistant Chief Williams agreed, they were under what they were approved for and are ready for next year with their replacement schedule. The radios with the County are working good but have a few kinks. Concerns have been expressed to the County. Mayor Armbrewster would like surplus equipment sold and off the policies. Chief Scheiber asked about the required age of a driver of their vehicles. Clerk-Treasurer Maguire will find out and e-mail the Chief. 
A Motion was made by Trustee Stevens to allow filling a gas tank to use for transportation to the truck show in Verona, NY, second by Trustee Boring. Ayes: Boring, Boyle, D’alba, Stevens.      Carried 
3. Zoning/Code Reports. Formal written report submitted by Zoning.  No formal written report submitted by Code.
4. Camden Report. Written Formal Report Submitted: Mayor Armbrewster reports the operator, Lou Moretti, has mowed and weed wacked the facility and added soda ash to maintain levels and a call in for heavy rain that he did not charge the Village for. The I&I study is under way, working toward finding problems at the site. Will be receiving a quote on aeration system. Mr. Moretti has been painting and installed a blower motor. On a sad note, Steve Stauffer, a VP at Camden, passed away unexpectedly at 54. Sad news. Condolences were sent from the Village.  
5. Approval of May 11th, May 26th, 2015 Minutes. 
A Motion was made Trustee Stevens to approve May 11th and May 26th, 2015 minutes, second by Trustee D’alba. Ayes: Boring, D’alba, Stevens. Carried.  
6. Approval of June’s Abstract/ P.O’s.

Mayor Armbrewster states the Trustees do this every month and look at the expenditures and ask any questions they do have. They spent some time looking at the Fire Department pieces and the Trustees found no issues. 
A Motion was made by Trustee D’alba to approve the June abstract and keep 2014-2015’s financials open until July 13th, 2015’s meeting for any late arriving purchase orders, second by Trustee Boring. Ayes:  Boring, D’alba, Stevens.  Carried.
7. May Investment Report
The Village Board of Trustees reviewed May’s Investment report. 
8. D.P.W. Report:  D.P.W. Supervisor, David Laney, reported his regular duties for the month. There was a camera break down on Sanitary Sewer Evaluation Study. Working on Forest Ave and Water St. to locate lateral sewers. Rented a camera, went down and found the laterals. Mayor Armbrewster asked if DPW employee Tom Mikolajczyk been down there at all. Mr. Mikolajczyk states no. Trustee Boring asked why haven’t they been down there? Supervisor Laney states they have been busy with other jobs. Mayor Armbrewster would like them to get down there and it is good experience for them. The Mayor asked how the brush pick-up was going. Supervisor Laney states good, with some violations, handed out the cards to explain the guidelines. It has helped. When they call and complain, the Office will explain the guidelines. Update on roof repairs; Jeff Lang called him back, not going to work. Mayor thought about doing the work in house. DPW Employee Mikolajczyk does not think it is a good idea, they are not roofers. Supervisor Laney states it is just a roof repair, not replacement.  Have looked into a camera mole for the DPW. Contractor was taking too long to locate, time is money and they were going to charge the Village an extra $5000. Had a demonstration of a sewer camera. The sewer camera seems comparable to what NY Rural Waters had. It is a push camera, worked well. Has a node in it, locator can show exactly where it is. It can pick up water as well. Mayor Armbrewster states in 2011, water line got pinched, low flow, contractor did not know it happened and it never got replaced. The Village said not our problem, dug up and located, pinched during construction, the Village ultimately had to pay. That was done in 1940. The oldest streets in village are getting done with this project. The Village should have the equipment it needs instead of renting all the time. A low bidder is not always the best, they can charge extra. If you take too long to dig, it is the contractor’s problem and time table needs to be changed. Mayor Armbrewster states it would be the Village’s, through the capital project, can be purchased. Mr. Mikolajczyk asked if the expense was worth having the camera. Supervisor Laney states it is guaranteed for a year, at least a ten year life before replacement. Trustee D’alba states if the Village spends this, it should be a life time, is this equipment something the Village should have?  Supervisor Laney states the City of Batavia does, Corfu does not, but a lot of Villages do have these and find them useful. The Village has clay sheets, could do our own studies then, and it could be used on a lot of jobs. Rain water is entering, and we need to monitor that, or open flood gate to bypass. Could get fined if we continue to do that. The locator is $3500, camera is $9000. Mayor Armbrewster states there is $100,000 in contingency for this project. Trustee D’alba asked if it would help with water loss average. Supervisor Laney states yes if it is unmetered water it goes into sewer. It is a possibility, but it could in a water leak. The Mayor states the Village storm sewers need work still and we can’t afford a truck or sending out the DPW, must be cleaned somehow. Trustee Boring asked Mr. Laney what his thoughts are and if it will save money. Supervisor Laney states it is a good tool to have, but won’t be used every week.  It would have saved us from the contractors last week and that bill. The Village has always had sewer videos for projects. A lot of misaligned pipes that need to be replaced and the camera are used to finish up the I & I study. It is the only way to see inside a sewer. We have had our sewers filmed before with NY Rural Waters. Trustee D’alba asked what the cost is to rent the equipment.  Mr. Laney says yes, but do not know the dollar amount. Mayor Armbrewster states that shared services works great for things like this. The Board will meet again the 29th of June; can talk about it again then. Contact Akron and see if we can use their equipment. 

9. Clerk’s Report:  Clerk-Treasurer Maguire reported that the funds from the Main and Drake reserve cannot be moved anywhere but another reserve fund the legality requires same tax base and possibly a permissive referendum depending on what the Board would like to do. He recommends creating a type reserve for landscaping and parks for things like a mower or plant life replacement. Mayor Armbrewster states that is a great idea and begin the process for next month. Mr. Maguire is working on closing out 2014-2015 financials should be mostly complete by the July 13th meeting. Credit card terminal is waiting to go with Castile. Will submit a premium request to Lawley to add Cyber Insurance to policy as those terminals use the computers to communicate. Mayor Armbrewster agrees to want that in place before we start using the credit card terminal.  

Mayor Armbrewster reports that Mr. Maguire and himself met with Lawley Genesee to cover the $5 million worth of insurance the village has. Some things were alarming though. All the equipment at the DPW department needs to be revised; some old obsolete trucks were insured for $27,000, which is not accurate for a 1994 dump truck. 1999 Chevy dump truck, $19,700 and 2003 International dump truck, that is operational. The list needs to be reviewed. The Village insurance premium went up about $800 from last year with added coverage’s. When those vehicles become unregistered, the plates need to be sent in and it needs to be removed and sold or scrapped. Please go through all the lists, we can dictate that, surplus obsolete items out. The Village will need some new trucks, but these old ones need to come off and have an equipment replacement plan, maintain the quality. The Mayor will call DPW Employee Carlsen with sympathies for his father as he is not doing well. The Village is a small group, should be like family, stick together with this. The Sheriff’s are doing some different things this summer to try and deter crime from happening.  
Having no further business to come before the Board, the meeting was adjourned @ 8:31 p.m. on A Motion by Trustee Stevens, seconded by Trustee D’alba. Ayes: Boring, D’alba, Stevens.    Carried.  
A Special Board meeting will be scheduled for June 29th, 2015 @ 5 PM to discuss the fiscal year end closeout items.

RESOLUTION #10 of 2015 - APPROVING THE CLOSING OF STREETS WITHIN THE VILLAGE OF OAKFIELD FOR THE “LABOR DAYS IN THE PARK” PARADE ON SEPTEMBER  7th, 2015.

WHEREAS, the Oakfield Betterment Committee, as part of the “Labor Days in the Park” Celebration, has scheduled a parade to take place on Monday, September 7, 2015, from 10:00 a.m. until 11:30 a.m.


WHEREAS, the proposed parade routes include a portion of New York State Route 63 located within the Village of Oakfield between its North boundary and Drake Street, and then proceeding East on Drake Street (New York State Route 262) to the Elroy D. Parkins Park, 


WHEREAS, the Village Board of Trustees of the Village of Oakfield has determined that it is necessary to close New York State Route 63  and New York State Route 262 within the Village of Oakfield as described herein in order to adequately protect the health, safety and welfare of the participants in the parade, and spectators along said parade route,


NOW, THEREFORE, IT IS HEREBY RESOLVED AND ORDERED by the Village Board of the Village of Oakfield, New York, that a portion New York State Route 63 and New York State  Route 262 shall be closed within the Village of Oakfield, New York on Monday, September 7th ,   2015 at approximately 10:00 a.m. in order to permit the passage of a parade along said routes, and 


BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED AND ORDERED, that said road shall be reopened to the passage of vehicular traffic as soon as practicable after the conclusion of said parade, and 


BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED AND ORDERED, that during the aforementioned periods of time when New York State Route 63 shall be closed, the following detour shall be established: 


1. Southbound traffic on New York State Route 63 shall proceed East on Maltby Road to the intersection of Fisher Road, bearing right on Fisher Road traveling South across New York State Route 262, back to New York State Route 63.


2. Northbound traffic on New York State Route 63 shall turn right on Fisher Road traveling North across New York State Route 262, to the intersection of Maltby Road, bearing left on Maltby Road, traveling West back to New York State Route 63.

3. Westbound traffic on New York State Route 262 shall bear left at the intersection of Fisher Road to travel South on New York State Route 63, or otherwise bear right at the intersection of Fisher Road to travel North on New York State Route 63.


BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED AND ORDERED, that all traffic control devices to be erected shall be approved by the New York State Department of Transportation as required by law.


BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED AND ORDERED, that the Village Clerk of the Village of Oakfield, New York shall post a copy of this resolution and order on the signboard maintained at the office on or before August 1st, 2015, and that this Resolution and Order shall remain posted there at until Tuesday, September 8rd, 2015.
