SPECIAL MEETING

A special meeting of the Village of Oakfield Board of Trustees was called to order at 3:50p.m. by Mayor Jason Armbrewster.  The following Trustees were present: David Boyle, Shelly D’alba, Scott Boring. Absent Trustee: Joan Stevens

NEW BUSINESS: 

1) WATER OPERATIONS UPDATE: Mayor, Jason Armbrewster.
[bookmark: _GoBack]The Village was in violation of the TTHM (trihalomethanes) allowable limits. The annual average was 83.5 which puts us over the threshold of 80. The Village has an opportunity of either a public hearing with the County Health Department or signing an Offer of Stipulation and avoiding the hearing. The levels were just over the allowable limit, with very low health risk to consumers. The Village Attorney, Reid Whiting, did advise the Board to sign the offer. Trustee Boring states if the Board does not sign offer, the Village would have to go through a public hearing with the County Health Department, but signing it will mean the Villages take official blame for the limit violation. Trustee D’alba feels the TTHM levels and lab testing needs to be done more often and ultimately the Village is already the responsible party for the levels. Testing regularly may have helped catch this before it was a problem. Trustee Boyle asked how much does each test cost? $350 per analysis. Trustee D’alba inquired how much a ‘do it yourself” kit would cost, the Village DPW could do their own testing.   Supervisor Laney will look into the cost of a do it yourself kit per Mayor Armbrewster. Mayor Armbrewster has a meeting scheduled with County Health Department on January 29th, 2015. There are many other communities that have violated the limits, including Alexander and Attica. Mayor Armbrewster believes in general, there is an ecological problem with water in the summer months due to the high heats. The chlorine acted as an agent for byproduct and adding more chlorine only increases the byproduct, but they also have a minimum and maximum threshold for treating water. The Village DPW must have an evaluation done in 90 days with the County Health Department if the offer of stipulation is signed. Trustee Boring agrees, a self-testing kit would be worth the money.  Mayor Armbrewster states that if the water is over the limit again, the Village DPW will shut all the water off. Monroe County has to be under 80, as they do not see this as a problem on their end but it is, it mixes with Batavia water then comes to Oakfield. The TTHM levels are much lower right now, it is a hot water issue. The test was failed in third quarter and the fourth quarter. 
A Motion was made by Trustee Boyle to sign the offer of stipulation letter and proceed with the evaluation from the County Health Dept, second by Trustee D’alba. Ayes: Boring, Boyle, D’alba.     Carried



2) LETTER TO RESIDENTS: Mayor Armbrewster: Addressed the letter, mandated and written by the County Health Department, which must be sent to water users. Supervisor Laney will have to fill in the levels and other information. People will be concerned as the verbiage is very strong. In the letter must be contact info, Supervisor Laney will have to do his best to answer the public’s questions. County Health Department’s phone number will also be listed. In a cover letter can, the Village can try to explain it better and try to put resident’s minds at ease as we were just over the allowable limit and many other communities violate the limits as well. The letter needs to be approved at our next meeting, February 9th, 2015. Town of Oakfield Supervisor Glor and Highway Superintendent Dennis will also have input in the letter and attend the meeting with County Health Department, New York State Health Department, Batavia Officials and Monroe County Water Authority. The Mayor will go to their meeting and explain to them what happened, as the Town of Oakfield should also have it in their minutes, Trustee Boyle will be attending as well. Trustee D’alba would like to have a plan of action in writing. Trustee Boyle agrees, and wants to keep the Town involved. Mayor Armbrewster spoke with Highway Superintendent Dennis and he sees this as non-alarming as well, he is a good voice for the people of Oakfield.

A Motion was made by Trustee Boyle to go into an executive session @ 4:15 PM to discuss a personnel issue, second by Trustee D’alba. Ayes: Boring, Boyle, D’alba.    Carried.

Having no further business to come before the Board, the meeting was adjourned at 4:45 PM on A Motion by Trustee D’alba, seconded by Trustee Boring. Ayes: Boyle, D’alba, Boring.    Carried.
